TELEPHONE RATES.

There hae always heen n grent deal of
pentroversy and dissatisfaction with the
telephone service here. The Bell Coms
pany camo Nrst, and the elilzens objocted
=0 strenuously to lts charges thaot they
begged for an opposition eompany. Then
there was the question of charges and
deficlensles In the service., The last con-
test wos over the guestlon of flxing the
maximum rate for the Beil Company,
when there was o maximum and a min-
{mum rate ta govern thoe charges of the
Southern Btates Company. The Clty
Councils declded, agalnst some sirong
protests of the eltizens, 1o fix only one
fimit for the Bell Company, while a high
Tate and ayglow rate were fixed for lts
eompetitor. Now the Councils have paesed
an ordlnance allowing tha Southern
Stntes Company to inerense Its charges
from 3§24 for residence rervice, and from
328 for business servies, to 2 and 348,
with flexible rates lower. Meantimo the
Rell Company s charging $60 aa the high-
est rate, and has a 1ot of graduated rates
for other eerviees, which are cheaper than
the lowest rate the rival company Is al-
lowed Dby Its tmnchies te charge. There
has been a great deal of coniroversy in
and out of the Counclls hecause of tho
diserimination that Is  alleged to  net
agalnst one In faver of the other com-
pany. Thgre 15 a grent deal now,

Meaniime. the <mervices of both tele-
phones cousne constant complaint, That Is
one of the reasons urged by the South-
ern States for asking permisslon to In-
crease rates, The attorneys for it de-
elare that the company Is nnt making
maney, and, therefore, cannot imprese lis
service.
