COPPER FELL FIVE POINTS

Shares Wero Thrown Over at Any
Price They Would Bring.Net De¬

clines of Two to Five Points
Were Numerous.

the Industrials being Ihe most affected,
hut Hie ííiiiwuy list, Including a number
of high grade Issues, suffered in sympa¬
thy. A number of causes contributed id
to-tlity's brook, in addition to adverso
crop reports «nil further wild speculation
In cotton, a building trade failure cre¬
ated h feeling of alarm. The break of
fi 1-1 points In Amalgamated Copper Is
rallier more far-reaonlng than is sen¬
na llv. supposed. Much of the stock was

purchased outright at prices fully 60
points above to-day's rpintiitionHj and
the shrinkage to-day was as a lust straw
to many holders. Large quantities of
copper wero thrown overboard at practi¬
cally any prim thai was offered. Boston,
according to nil occounls, was forced to
lot go lit least -20,000 shares, and the
some doubtless applies In a lesser de¬
gré, to numerous other places.

should he attached to the rccont statement «Ince
Jt waa based on prices for Iron no longer exlat-
Ing. Southern pig lrou bai In tho past few
months declined materially, and even at tho
reduced prices demand Is not actlrc.

JiMALIj ADVANCE IN KHIH:
^Somo disappointment was .«pressed at the
comparatively «mall advance which the Eric
lumen made on tho Increase In the first pre¬
ferred dividend, and there was some profit-tak¬
ing, particularly In the latter Issue.

COPPER IIEf.n STEADY:
Amulgamnted Copper held steady, and It was

argued that on account of the small volume of
stock« In sight the position of the metal was
streng aud afforded Indications of continuance
of good profita for producers.

GOOD STRENGTH IN SECOND HOUR:
The market showed good strength in tho sec¬

ond hour, with the exception of Colorado Fuel
and Iron, but the decline hero did not exert any
particular Influence: There was cmoctatlon of
ii very favorable hank statement, as It wa»
thought payment of a portion of tho Pennsyl¬
vania loan and the liquidation In tho early
part of the week would ensure a very reBpcct-
able reduction In tho Item of loans.

MEXICAN CENTRAL'S WEAKNESS:
'III« comparative weakness of Mevtean Central

was regarded as reflecting a growing belief that
no maierla! change In the monetary system of
Mexico need be expected-for a considerable time.
The fact that Mexican National secured Im¬
portant advantagea over Central on account of
control by Mexican government also exerted an
influence.

EXPECTED GOrr.P CONTROL:
Tim declina In Colorado Kuel and Iron was the

PENNA. LOAN TO RE l'AIR THIS WEEK:

The application for Injunction has' been
argued before Judge Waddill. but ho 1ms
taken the matter under advisemont, and
has not yet handed down his decision In
the case.

THE RUSH IS OVER,
Tho rush of business In the Internal

revenue department Is now over. Always
at tho beginning of tho fiscal year there
Is a rush sonson of several weeks, after
which business settles down to tho usual
routine.
