I Georgia may cause a split In that denom-
iratlon In this Otate. The trouble has
been brewing for over a year, but the
crisis Is near at hand, as matters will
come to a focus Tuesday, when the Stone
"Mountain Baptist Association meets at

Blthonla.
The caute of the tliroatoned schism lies

In tho difference of opinion oh to tho prac¬
tice of "alien Immetslon," and this ques¬
tion wan made a vital one in the Baptist
churches of Georgia by the presence of
members who were originally received
into. Baptist churches In the States sepa¬
rated by the Potomac, where "alien Im¬
mersion" Is no bar to tho good standing'
of a member.
The leader of the "allen Immorslfinlsts''

Is Rev. Ben. G. Broughton. V. D., pa«>-
tor of the Baptist Tabernacle Church, of
Atlanta, and one of the most prominent
pulpit orators of the' South to-day.. .Dr.
Bioughton, who Is a' native of North
Carolina^ served a number of North Caro-
Una a I'd Virginia churches bc'ore coming
to Atlanta several years ago.
NEW QUESTION IN' GEORGIA.

The question of accepting "alien im¬
mersion" a-i baptism is a new one among
Georgia. Baptists, and the Innovation has
met with 11111» favor. Especially has It
rroved distasteful to the members of tho
rural churches, most of whom nre de¬
scendants of primitive or "Hard-Shell"
Baptists, and believe In holding strictly
to the present tenets of the church.
Tho Baptist churches of Virginia and

ifdryland have for some time accepted
members of Congregational and Chris¬
tian churches, and members of other
«rets which practice immersion. Into full
fellowship, without questioning their
faith or requiring that they he again bap¬
tized before becoming Baptists. Thfl
Baptist churches of Georgia, on the other
hand, require that members must not only
be Immersed, but that they must be bap¬
tized by authorised Baptist ministers
before they can bo received Into Baptist
churches.
The Tabernacle Baptist Church has

among its membership a number of men

und women who were formerly residents
of Maryland and Virginia, and who be¬
came Baptists' while living In those States.
When they moved to Atlanta they joined
the Tabernacle Church, and no questions
were ashed as to the manner of their bap¬
tism. Subsequently It became lcnown,that
several of them were originally memt~ers
of other churches, and had been received
as Baptists without being relmmorsed.
When this became known to members

of other Baptist churches, it at once

began to create dlscusiion, and two years
ago It was declared tho sense of tho
Stone Mountain Baptist Association that
no member could be considered in good
standing unless his baptism is "regular."

ARE PROMINENT MEMBERS.
Romo of the members of tho Tabernacle

Church whose baptism Is not "regular"
nre nniong the most prominent and nctlve
m"mliors of tho church. The church de¬
clined to pay «ny attention to the action
of the association, and last year the as¬

sociation went a step farther nnd de¬
clared that no church practicing the
acceptance of "alien Immersion" as bap¬
tism could remain a member of the as¬

sociation.
This resolution was passed after a bitter

debate. In which the representativos of
tho Tabernacle Church declared that It
was équivalent to tho expulsion of that
church and others, as under no circum¬
stances would the church recede from
the position held or ask any questions
concerning tho faith and baptism of mem¬
bers who are among Its best and most
conscientious workers. Dr. Broughton
took a prominent part In the debate,
end lila remarks declaring the advocates
of tho resolution to lio narrow-mlmled
und bigoted created a great sensation.
As the timo for this year's meeting of

the association has approached. Interest
In the 'matter has Increased. There
seems little prospect of either side's sur¬

rendering one Inch of Us position, and
Unless .the advocates of peace succeed
In Inducing tho rural members of the
asRoclntlon-nnd no one han any hope
that they will be able to do it.'to give
up tho fight, letting the resolution pass
ns a mere expression of opinion, and
making no effort to enforce it, It ap¬
pears that tho only possible result will
be 'the secession of the Tabernacle
Baptist Church, nnd possibly several
other Atlanta churches from' the asso¬
ciation.
Dr. Broughton ha» announced that ho

has no Idea of allowing tho fight to
stop with tho association. Ho declares
that if 'the association expels his church
ha will call upon the Georgia Baptist
convention to expel the association, and
that the State convention will not dare
to sustain the position taken by the
members of the Stono Mountain Asso¬
ciation.
At all events' there Is going to he a

Mg row. The feeling over the matter has
heen Increasing for two -jears, and those
who at one time thought that the dif¬
ferences could be amicably adjusti-d have
about lost all hope. On both sides charges
are made that personal Interests are re¬
sponsible for the firmness being shown
and believing this neither side will i)e'
willing to yield to the other.

AS WRITTEN

The Document Colored by
Dreams of His Dora.

STOCKSAND BONDSTO HER

Remembered the Little Girl Who Com¬
forted Him When Burden of Time

Weighed Heavily, Although She
Became Wife of Another,

iBpecKl to Tho Times-Dispatch.)
RICHMOND. K.T., July -¿-..-The fol¬

lowing is an exact ropy of the original
will written In General Casslus Marcellus
Clay's own handwriting, and dated May
12, WOO. Through fear of destruction of
the original, Mr. Clay had several dupli¬
cates made. The will, after being ap¬
proved; by M(.\ Clay's attorney, was

copied by Claronco E. Woods. Tho will
Will bo offered for probate In the County
Court on Aug-ust 3:
"Tho last will and testament of Gen¬

eral Casslus Marcellus Clay, born In
White Hall, Madison county, Kentucky,
United States of America, of Green Clay
and Saille JL^wis, both of Revolutionary
blood and1 fame, October II», 1810. I ap¬
point John Cabell Chennult, lawyer, and
Daniel Bates Shackelford, merchant, my
executors; further, I give said Chenault,
as lawyer, $2M> per year from this date
to my death. When said Chenault and
Shackelford sliall enter upon their du¬
ties as executors thoy shall receive In
full of all claims upon my estate ten 710)
per cent, upon all moneys distributed
and paid out to creditors. They shall
form a company, based upon my Clay
county coal mines, where Ell Boliu lives.
The stock shall be divided into 100 shares
at first, but increased in time if deemed
expodlent.

GrVBN ONE-FOURTH.
"Of this slock my former wlfo, Dora

Clay, shall receive one-fourth Of 'the
dividends of profits per year till her
death. At her death Casslus .Marcellus
Clay Brock, her child, shall receive li?r
profits from the mines. Rut if she, Dora,
leaves no children, then the said Casslus
shall receive one-half only anil the other
half shall be divided equally between the
others, tholr hoirs, assigns, forever. But
It is ordered that none of tlio Brock
family, Imiiirling Rtley Brock, uncí nono

of the Richardson family, Dora's f.-imily,
shall receive anything, except C. M, C.
Brock and the children; only that which
she, Dora, may have at her death. All.
moneys forfeited shall be turned into tho
Dora rriay fund fore vor. Twenty shares
of said stock shall ho owned by John
Cabell Chenault and ten shares by said
Daniel Hates Bhnckelford, their heirs
and assigns forever.
"The oilier forty-five shares shall be

a part of my ostato. My oxoeulors shnll
aet In concert, and, not agreeing;, the
¡lawyer, Chenault, shnll decide. This gives
hlin moro work, and' be Is heroby paid
moro. At my death my executors shall
tike nn Inventory of all my estala, real
and personal, sell at auction, after full
advertisement as far ns New York city,
such things as may ho ordered and e.x-

cilent, small things of value, or casii;
things of more value, especially
land or works of art, may .be allowed,
with good security, two years' credit,
with Interest from day of sale.
"By Green Clay's will, of which I am

the only living; executor, my children wore
to huvo 2.000 acres of land at my death.
Said will was dated November 3. 1S28,
of record In the Madison County Court
clerk's ofllce. Ry an agreement between
mo and my efilldren tho land was laid
off by 'slocks' and deeded to them March
25, 1870, recorded In the Madison County
Court by J. Q. D. Bhaekelford. clerk.

AVOIDED CONTROVERSY.
"By my father's will, alno recorded In

said office, the number of acres given
them was "two thousand, about,' hut to
avoid any controversy I deeded to them
two thousand and twenty-two and one-
fourth (2,022 1-4) acres, and nil the orillaren,
declared that the Joint Interest was fixed
and severed forever.
"At tho tima of Oreen Clay's death and

by his will I' owned thousands of.acres of
land extending from White Ball contin¬
uously to the Kentucky Rlrer at Clay's
Ferry, fli/a miles away, so all the landed
.Interests of my children by their own
and for their own interests have »,-

'fixed' forever. To carry out their wishes
my executors aro ordered under penalty
of forfeiture of all moneyed Interests In
mv will and estate to have nothing morn

to do with these lands, but to leave them
severely alrme.
"My father, being a military man, Bet

aside a portion of his money devised asa
reserve or contingent fund to save his
children from poverty, not my children,
but his children. By the sold will I am

left the sole executor. That fund. If any
left, belongs to my living children, and
must be sacredly paid. Abr«ut five thou¬
sand ($5,000' dollars of the fund was paid
me by brother Sidney Payne Clay, first
executor. Part of said fk-o-thousanrf-dol¬
lar fund has been paid to Casslus Curran
Smith and others, reducing it. So my ex¬

ecutors are amply able to pay all I °w«
on that fund,, and all other doliUt. When
vil my property has been, void and my
executors are ready to pay-creditors my
children will bo paid as others on a

basis of equity and proof of debt as re¬

quired by law. I give and devise to my
former wife. Dora Clay, ten thousand
dollars. ($10.0(>O). to be held in trust for her
sole use and benefit during her natural
life, and at her death to go to her
children on the same conditions and un¬

der the same restrictions as tho mining
stock herein referred to. I devise $2.000
to'build a Methodist Church within one

mile of Dora Clay's residence, near

Plnkard, In Woodford county, Kentucky.
, "I devise to James Bowlln, son of Polly
Bowllh, deceased, and to his wife, Mary
Bowlin, their two children; .iohn and Her¬
bert, the sum of two thousand dollars.
To each of tho following I devise two
hundred dollars ($200), viz.. Elijah Burn»,
David Shanks. George Shanks, Zach
White and Tom Williams.

to mo when I was in distress of mind
and body and has counseled and advised
me and has been of great service and
comfort to mo and I devise to him the
sum of $3,000. I give my frleild, George

IS REQUIRED BY
THE CONSTITUTION,

Committee Is Working Hard
With Alany Drawbacks.

MAY BE NUMBERED
INSTEAD OF NAMED

Tentative Plan Drawn, Which Will Likely
Be Changed in Many Respects Be¬
fore It Becomes Final.Some.
Councllmen Object to Giv¬

ing Up Their Old Con-
stltuents.Plan.

The task assigned the Committee on

Charter. Ordinances and Reform of re-

dlatrlctlng the city into wards is an Intri¬
cate one and is giving to members of the
committee n great deal of trouble. The new

Constitution requires that the city shall
be redlstrtcted before 19a4, and the com¬

mittee 13 now hard at work on the
scheme.
A tentative plan has been drawn, and

will be further considered hy the com¬

mittee at Its next meeting. A cut showing

MANY ENTANGLEMENTS.
The Contstltution requires that no one

ward shall exceed any other in popula¬
tion by more than 2.000 inhabitants, and.
this of Itself makes the work ivery intri¬
cate. But beyond this there aro many
other considerations. One of the main,
questions Is to run the Unes that Jack¬
son Ward will be wiped out, the negro
vote there divided up so as to render all
t"hc wards irovocably Democratic, at the
same time having regard for equality of.
population.
In order to do this, a part of Jefferson

and Marshall Wards aro thrown together
and then divided Into two wards to be
known as Marshall Wards Nos. 1 and 1.

ACROSS THE. CITY.
Then Jefferson, Madison and Monroe

will run directly across the city from
the river to tho city limits on the north.
cutting Jackson into three parts, and
throwing one part In each of the above.
When Deo and Clay are reached, the

line will run east and west, Bee being
on the north and Clay on the south
side of Broad Street,. It Is proposed to
have only seven wards, as at present, and
It Is yet nn open question as to whether
they will he named as Is Indicated above,
or numbered 1st, 2d and 3d, etc.
Tho plan ns Indicated below is merely

a tentative one. and will likely be changed
many timos before It Is finally adopted.
Some Councllmen object, to the plan he-
cnuso It makes sweeping changes In their
ronslltutency, and all these will likely
bo heard before lliuil action Is taken.
