STATE SUPREME COURT.
The Supreme Court of Appeals of Vir¬

ginia will moet in Staunton September
1st. Among tho Commonwealth cases to
como beforo tho court at that time is
one of great Interest, Involving a. tost of
a statute passed by the General AssomBly
of Virginia of 1897 and 180S, prohibiting
the use of trading stamps/checks, etc.,
in tho naturo of gift enterprises. The
case Is that of Albert Young vs. the Com¬
monwealth, from Clarke county. Young,
Is scorns, was convicted of violating tho
statute prohibiting tho uso of trading
stamps and was fined Í10. From that
Judgment he appealed, and the caso has
now found its way to the Court of Ap¬
peals, where a test will be made of the
constitutionality of the statuto under
which he was fined. The appellant Is
represented by Hon. Marshall McCor-
mlck, of Berryvllle, and the Common¬
wealth by the Attorney-General. Six
or seven years ago a great deal was

heard of the trading stamp scheme, as
an inducement to trade, but the legisla¬
tive enactment appears to havo put an
end to the project.

priRldenl, and Mr. 8am Cohen secretary
ntiil treasurer.
The company is composed of Broad

Street merchants, who contend that they
nre paying too much for their light nnd
power at present, and who propose to
erect a plant of tholr own for the gener¬
ation of both light, nnd power. If the
franchise shall bo acted upon favorably
by the Council, ns now teems likely. It
Will bo put up nnd sold at. public auc¬
tion, and will be the first to bo so disposed
of In accordance with the provisions of
the new Constitution.
Tho committee transacted considerable

routine business, nnd then toook up the
matter relating to the cutting oft ot six
feet of ground on the Springfield School
lot, on Church Hill. Mr. Charles Hutzler
made a strong speech against the open¬
ing of the alley on behalf of the School
Board, and It wat. finally determined to
refer the whole matter to tho City
Attorney to ascertain Its legal status.
It was nlso decided that the committee
and tho School Board would visit the lot
at fi O'clock this evening and confer as

tu the opening ot the alley.
The ordinance of the Merchants' Co¬

operativo Light, and Power Company was

then taken up. nnd after much discus¬
sion and a few Immaterial amendments
wan recommended to tho Council.
A number of paving contracts were

awn'fFlcd, most of them having gone to
to Mr. H. T. Hoppe. A few small con¬
tracts were awarded to Mejsrs. Gildo and
Casser, upon theso they having been the
lowest bidders.

Watson, resigned, and wrangling for sev¬
eral hours over the adoption of a plan
for the legislative primary, recommitted
the latter to tho plans committee, and
adjourned to meet again on Friday night
at 8:15 o'clock.
