WATTS LAW

Kecelves Scant Respect in
North Carolina.

LOTS Of* BLIND TIGERS

Interesting Accounts Given by a Gen¬

tleman of the Haunts of Those Who

Dispose of Lìquor Against
the Law.

(Special to The Tlmes-Dlspatch.)
GREENSBORO, N. C, July 80..If re-

ports received here of tho means pro¬
vided for getting liquor in some sections
of tho mountain country aro correct, and
from the character of tho witnesses there
can bo no doubt oí such, tho WatU law,
which prohibits the salo of liquor out-
*lde of Incorporated towns, Is being
treated with def.ance as well as with con¬

tempi.
This law went into effect July 1st Yes¬

terday an eminent lawyer of Greensboro
returned from a ten days' trip to Blow.
Ing Rock. While there he took several
trips in the country. Typical blind tigers
havo been and are being constructed In
many localities. Here Is his description
of one he found on a public highway
between Blowing Rock and Llnvllle:
"I had heard of those blind tigers, and

one day, In company with a gentleman
and two ladies, I took a drlre to Linville
Falls. As we were going we passed a
fortification on tho sido of the road, the
driver announcing that It was a 'tiger.'
We regretted aa wo drove on that we had
not stopped to examine It, and resolved
to give It a trial on our return. Coming
back wo found that It was a square log
house building, abutting on the road,
with no front door at all, and the loga
fitted bo closely there woro no means of
Boeing anything whatever inside.

CONCEALED BV BRUSH.
"The rear of thn structure was en¬

veloped In a long brush arbor, reaching
on both Bides to a mountain ravine.
Tacked on to tho front of the tiger was
the following sign: 'Watts saloon, July
1st. Brandy, 12.75 per gallon; whiskey,
25 cents a pint, Î2.K) a gallon. Anything
else In that ¡ino? Drop your money in
the drawer."
"There was a hole In the logs, ln which

was fitted a box. I dropped twenty-five
cents In it and a voice from tho Inside
raid. Five cents more for a bottle. I
added five cents to the quarter and a

pint bottle of blockade corn liquor was
pushed out. It was a white bottle and
there wore so many dregs In the whls-
Icey I made complaint, and the bottle was

pulled bnck. Another came out. but tt
was a black bottle this time, and I could
not tell whethet It had dregs or not. I
haven't tastod the whiskey, but brought
It homo as a curiosity. We were anxious
to see Inside this mysterious fortress.
so opened negotiations with the Invisible
occupants, and were told to put a quar¬
ter ln the box, wait five minutes, and
come to tho back entrance.

MEN AND WOMEN.
"Looking carefully, we could see the

Shadow or lines of three men'and one
woman gliding down the arbor ambus¬
cade to the ravine. When the five min¬
utes had expired we went to the rear,
found a door opened, and entered. In
the room we found two barrels of whis¬
key, one barrel of brandy, a modern
rubber syphon, a patented bung-starter,
bottles of all sizes, jugs, etc.
"There were also two rifles, three shot¬

guns and two pistols In plain view. There
was a bed. cook stove, cooking utensils.
etc., ln the room. Things were In all
right shape and everything was in Its
proper placo, like any other well regu¬
lated business. That's all we saw. and
we left as we had come. 'Hope you got
your quarter's worth.' greeted us from
the 'tiger' as we drove away.
"It was an uncanny experience In that

den. especially to the ladles, who declared
that It was like things ono reads about,
but never dreamed of seeing and feeling
ono's self."
Another lawyer told of a trip from Lin¬

ville towards Ashevllle, where tho driver
asked tho party lf any whiskey was
wanted. The crowd Indicated an incredu¬
lity of being able to get any. They called
for threo pints. The driver gave a long,
resounding blast on his horn that woke
up the dead mountain echoes. Then he
gave three short blasts. A few hundred
yards distant he went to a hollow stump
by the road, brought forth three bottles
of whiskey and loft three quarters.
There Is evidently trouble ahead for

the law or Its violators.

DRUNK ON CIDER

BLOCKADE WHISKEY

Consigned from Salisbury to Savannah
taut Did Not Get Through.

t-A1.1bJ.URY, N. C, July _S..A num¬

ber of prominent Southern Hallway of-
nclals were here yesterday making ex¬

aminations and formulating plana tor the
enlargement of the shops at Spencer.
Among the officiala who came ln their pri¬
vato cars, were Messrs. Ackert, Hlgglns,
t-ùpeman, Baker and others. The party
Jeft last night for Charlotte.
The revenue officers of this place mado

a heavy seizure of illicit whiskey on Mon¬
day ln Davidson county, about eight
miles from this city. Eght bárrele were

captured and brought to Salisbury, and
the still and outfit attached were com¬

pletely demolished. No arrests have
been made as yet.
Engineer W. L. Black, who Is one of the

oldest engineers running between this
place and Asheville, has been transfîred
to Saluda Mountain, between Asheville
and Bpartansburg, S. C. He has been
assigned to duty on the mountain only,
where the grade is very steep, and ex¬

ceptional skill ls required to keep the
tra-ri under control. The run will be
only four miles ln length, and It ls per¬
haps the most dangerous piece of road
in North Carolina.
A car load of whiskey, consisting of

1*55 kegs, shipped from Spencer a few
days ago, has been seized by tho In¬
ternal Revenue officials at Columbia, S.
C It Is believed that the stuff was

blockaded ln either Rowan or Davidson
county. Tho car had been billed through
to Savannah, but was stopped in Co¬
lumbia-

KEATING IS
ENDORSED

Given Reception at Cooper
Union by Clan-na-Gael.

(By Associated Press.)
NEW YORK, July 30.-John T. Keating,

of Chicago, formerly national president
of the Ancient Order of Hibernians, was

given a reception by the Clan-Na-Gael
to-night at Cooper Union.
Mr. Keating, who arrived to-day from

Ireland on the White Star steamship
Teutonic, delivered the address at the
annual pilgrimage to the grave of the
leader of the United Irishmen of 1793,
Theobald Wolfstone, at Bodenstown. Ire¬
land, on June' 21st, upon the Invitation of
the Nationalists of Ireland, and was at¬
tacked for the speech by the organs of
the parliamentary party, which declared
that Mr. Keating did not speak as the
representative of any one In America.
To-night's meeting wae Intended as an

answer to tl|\t charge, which was for¬
mally denied by the adoption of resolu¬
tions that contained also a declaration
of policy for the organtz 1 Nationalists
of the United States.
The resolutions In part declared that

Mr. Keating "spotte for us and our breth¬
ren throughout the world, and we assure
our countrymen at homo that the few
men who attacked him for his utterances
represent no organized force or large
body of opinion In the United States."
The resolutions also declared that Ire¬

land's true Interest will best be served
by a steady, resolute and progressive
policy or organization, and that the cul¬
tivation of alliances with England's ene¬

mies, and that "as citizens of the United
States we will oppose by every means ln
our **>ower any and all forms of alliance
or understanding between this country
and England, and »very use of the power
and Influence of the American govern¬
ment 1n support of British policy or Brit-
tsh interests ln any part of the world.'

BADLY INJURED;
HIS MIND A BLANK

Young Man Found in the
Railroad Yards at

Spencer.

SALISBURY, N. C. July Î0.-A. W.
Stockton, aged about twenty-five, and re¬

siding at Spencer, was seve-rely If not
fatally hurt In a mysterious way Wed¬
nesday night. He was found lying In án
unconscious condition on the yards at
Spencer, with his head badly mashed
and bruised.
He was- carried to his room, where med¬

ical attention was rendered, though he
has remained in a semi-conscious condi¬
tion, and is unable to tell how or where
ho was hurt. He was'found near the
main line tracks'soon after" a northbound,
passenger train had left the yards.
The inlnd of the young man seems to

be a blank, and he cannot oven tell where
he spent the day previous to the accident.
He lost an arm In an a.cldent at a saw
mill some months ngo. ,

SHERIFF HAS
BEE«CAUGHT

Arrested In Oklahoma Three
Years After His Trial.

MADE BLUFF AT SUICIDE

Raleigh Grocer Fired Gun in the Air
Gashed His Thumb and Smeared

Blood on His Shirt Front
Over His Heart.

RALEIGH, N. C, July 30.-Governor
Aycock Issued a requisition this morning
on the Governor of Oklahoma for ,7. L.
Nichols, ex-sherlff of McDowell county,
who Is wanted to answer the charge ot
embezzling $5,0X1 while sheriff about
three years ago. Ho was arrested about
a week ago. His bondsmen made good
the shortage two years ago.
A letter from Hon. John Small, «Con¬

gressman from the Third District. Is tu
the effect that he left Norfolk: on the
2iith on a government steamer In com-

nany with a United States engineer, to go
over the proposed route for the Inland
waterway along the North Carolina
coast ¦*
Mr, J. F. Matthews, a well known

grocer at the corner of David and Blood-
worth Streets, played a queer game of
bluff at suicide this morning. His first
wife died about six months ago, and he
was remarried probably five months
later. Yesterday he was drinking con¬
siderably, and came In this morning and
asked his wife If she loved him as well
as she did when they were first married.
She told him she did not, and was think¬
ing of leaving him.
He left the room, took a shotgun from

the closet adjoining, stepped on tho side¬
walk, fired the gun in the air, and fell
as though wounded. He made a small
gash ln his thumb and smeared blood
about his shirt front, about his heart, and
groaned as though at death's door. A
physician was hurriedly summoned and
the man put under the Influence of opi¬
ates. An examination revealed the fact
that there was not a scratch on him.
His friends claim he Is temporarily in¬
sane.

ha dexhausted all the resources at his
command; and that these resouroes had
not been exhausted, since his police force
was In perfect control of the situation.
He denied having spoken slightingly of
his oath of office, declaring that only a
fool would do such a thing. These and
many other thin;·* he said, and when he
was done. It was almost a general conclu¬
sion that he had made for himself a

good witness, cool, clear, and collected,
but rarely hesitating.
Shortly after the Sheriff closed his state-

ment the defense rested Its case. The
rebuttal was very brief and there was
no sur-rebuttal.

Short Argument.
yesterday afternoon counsel for all sides

argued Instructions biifore Judge Sims.
There wits a vory considerable difference
of opinion and no agreement was reach¬
ed. The defense, the prosecution and the
Commonwealth submitted instructions
and argued them. Then the judge took
them under consideration until this
morning.
There is reason to believe that the ar¬

gument will be brief. The defense Is
trbsolutely positive of the acquittal of Mr.
Solomon and would probably agree to
submit tho case without any argument
at all. Mr. Smith made this statemont
last night. However that may be, neith¬
er Mr. Smith nor Mr. Carter will feel It
necessary to say much. How the other
gentlemen may view the matter Is not
known, but there will probably be no

protracted speech-making.
Tli6 argument will probably begin by

IOiSO o'clock, and from the looks of
things now It may be concluded early In
the afternoon. Mr. Bryan will probably
open, Mr. Smith and Mr. Carter will
follow, and Mr. Meredith will close.

The Opening,
The fourth day of the trial opened

promptly at 10 o'clock, with Judge, law¬
yers, witnesses and everybody ready on
the spot. The defense continued Its case
begun so auspiciously the day before.

First to occupy the stand was Police¬
man Tate, of the Richmond force. H9
said he was on duty at Lombardy and
Main Streets on the ilth of June.the
day of the shooting. He arrested a man
for not moving along when he was told
and took him to the station. Thus he
left before the trouble began. At Lom¬
bardy Street there was a small crowd
of people, which the police kept movlpg.
The people would go tip to the county
line and return. Finally the crowd dis¬
persed in different directions. The coun¬
ty police kept the crowd moving when
It came over the county line. Mr. Solo¬
mon himself being present and helping
to maintain order.

(vlr. Green' Statement.
County Officer Green, who h»s figured

more or less prominently in various mat-
ters connected with the strike, was
'placed on the stand. On the 17th Mr.
3fS*n was stationed with Chief Rut-

cllffo at the Rcscrv.Ir, where all was
.ulet, until Enrloy cam» ami wan ar¬
rested for carrying concealed weapons.
Then followed that. series of disorders
culminating In the arrest of Captain
Gulgon, Myer Angle and the young man
nimed Abbott. An account of these oc¬
currences was given by the witness He
told how he nrrested the constable who
.md hit Gulgon, because he felt that tn»;
Captain had practically called him a liar.
Mr. Carter wanted to knew something
about tho adv-Ico Captain Gulgon hnd
given about shooting. So far as the wit¬
ness could remember Captain Gulgon,
shortly after the arre·-! ot Farley, had
advised the guards that If any officer
attempted to arrest one of them for car¬
rying concealed weapons and without
a wnrrnnt. they would bo within their
rights If they resisted arrest, and If they
carried their resistance to the extent
of shooting.
This was the first disorder, and there

was practically no other. On the next
day ther« was a big crow, nf strikers
at the Reservoir, but Officer Green had
seen no trouble at all. He heard that
a guard had been hit, but e--uld not stnto
of his own knowledge Whether this was
true or not. Solomon was at tho Reser¬
voir nearly every day, and when he
wasn't there he w*ts In constant touch
with the officers. As late as the 24th.
the day of tho riot. Green consulted with
Solomon and informed him that ho
(Green) and the other officers had tho
situation well ln control, and that there
was absolutely no need for troops.
On the night of the 21th the witness

was on Main Street and saw tho shoot¬
ing. He saw tho electric light smashed.
One car went by nnd wa? not fired at.
A second started.No. Cl.and ran over
what Green thought was a torpedo.
Thnn It began firing (In tho city), and
continued several squares up, starting in
the city and continuing aft-»r It reached
that county, shooting hack Into tho
crowd. A third car set out, and that,
too, began firing In the city. It was

stopped at the sheds by the county offi¬
cers and the three guards were arrested.
Thero was no crowd In the county, which
was kept clear by the staff of officers
there.
According to the witness, thero wns no

man on the force who would answer ex¬

actly to tho description given by Mr.
Potts of the supposed officer who refused
to arrest men for stoning a car. More¬
over, no county officers were stationed on
the cars. If they happened to be on any
cars, they were riding as private citizens,
and wero not there to protect the cars.
Th»' city police rode on the cars to Lom¬
bardi* Street nnd protected them to that
point, whero thoy got out. But the coun¬
ty officers did not take charge of thorn
at that place. The company put Its own
aimed guards on them. Mr. Green said
that the guards who did the shooting had
not been sworn in as officers, and did not
have the powers of police.

Knew Where the Line Was.
Another Richmond officer was now

placed on the stand. Policeman Hulchor
was at Lombard.- and Main Streets be¬
tween 3 P. M. and 8 P. M. on tho eve¬

ning of the 24th. Thero wero somo peo¬
ple, the crowd fluctuating between twen¬
ty-five and one hundred people, perhaps.
Tho people were attracted by the military
stationed at West End School, and tho city
policemen kept them constantly moving,
so far as they were able to do so. One
man was arrested for not moving, but
there was practically no disorder. The
city officers did not drive the people-
men and boys, mostly in small numbers.
into the county; simply ordered them to
go away, which they did. Where they
went, they did not know. Up to the time
Mr. Hulchor left, at S P. M.. there was no

big crowd at Lombardy Street, in the city,
or in the county, either, so far as he
could see. His vision extended up the
street about half a mile.
The most Important part of the» testi¬

mony of this witness, however, was his
statement concrenlng the location of the
county line. He said he and the other
city pollco knew perfectly well where
tho county line was.150 feet beyond Lom¬
bardy Street.and recognized their duty to
protect the place up to that point. And
this duty he performed to the best of his
ability as long as he «_tayed there.-until
S P. M..before tho shooting began. Mr.
Hulcher wa_3 of the Impression that the
military also knew where the proper
county line was. He thought something
was said about It during the day, yet
they got .off at Lombardy. At all events,
they could have found out very easily
where the line was. The city police there
could have told them, if they had not
known. Colonel Anderson, ln command
of. the regiment, and Major Savllle, at
one time In charge of the troops at the
West End School, are both residents of
Richmond, where they have lived many
years.
The next witness was a county officer,

Gerald by name. He testified that there
was no special disorder before the shoot¬
ing of the 24th. His account of this
affair was not greatly different from that
given by the other county officers, with
the exception that the car was stoned
before It fired. There were no crowds in
the county. Now and then a knot of
people would gather, hut they were

promptly dispersed by the county police¬
men.

Condition of the Jail.
Something positive about the condition

of the county Jail was told by Dr. Lorri-
mer James, coroner of Henrlco and health
officer of tho county. He said there was
a systematic method of keeping the jail
ln proper shape, which method he ex¬

plained ln detail. He Inspected the jail
three or four time each week and some¬
times every day. It was swept, washed
out. limed, etc., regularly. The cell ln
which the guards were placed was on
the shady side of the jail, and was per¬
haps comparatively dark, but it was per¬
fectly cleaned.
r»r. James expressed surprise that Dr.

Carrlngton and Captain Gulgon should
ask that they be permitted to Inspect the
Jail In the absence of himself the health
officer, who had charge of tha Jail. He
had no objection to an Inspection by
Dr. Carrlngton or anybody else, but It
should bo done ln proper form, with
proper courtesy to himself, the coroner.
He had once gone to the Rosorvolr to
Inspect the place there, but he made due
application to Dr. Carrlngton.
Further, Dr. James stated that Solomon

had asked him about calling out troops
and that he (James) thought they wero
needed.
.Deputy Sheriff Voegler testified that

he put tho men ln the cell, which was
perfectly clean. It was on tha shady
side of the Jail, but was no darker than
any other cell on that side. It was the
only one In the Jail unoccupied when tho
men were brought there. Solomon did
not order where they were to be put.
He merely sent them thero und the Jailer
locked them up. The cell was much safer
than the extra room, and they wore put
there for one reason because there was
a suggestion that an attack, would be
made on the Jail, Every precaution was

taken and it was arranged with Colonel
Anderson to get a military guard If neccs-

sa- y. Reverting to the original point,
Mr. Voegler said that the cell, llko others
ln the jail, "·"·'-. perfectly clean and
habitable.

Solomon on the Stand,
A thrill of interest ran around the room

when the name of Sheriff Simon Solomon
was called, and when the defendant in the
case walked forward and took the stand.
The crowd gathered around clo_er and
settled Itself to listen closely to the
recital of tha s%*-erlif·
Pursuant to tha directions of his coun-

bcI tho witness began at the first day of
the strike, and in regular sequence stated
ihn event» and his connection with themon and m» to «* ·***··- ·?? »»« 24th of
Tune when troops were called out. On
the Ì7lh the day after the strike was

called, and tho tiret-duy when the cars

were ??? run. he received from the com¬
pany a lette »sKlng for protection.
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ly afterwards Captain Guigon consulted
him about tho same matter, after which
conversation ho went to see the Common¬
wealth's Attorney. He told the company
that, he as sheriff had no authority to ap¬
point special policemen In view of the
strike, hut that he was sure that Judge
Wlckham would do so If he thought It
recessary. A day or two passed without
Incident of special note. Tho first disc¬
order was the Guigon-Angle affair, on Sat¬
urday, tho 20th. and ns a result of this
disturbance he, on tho advice of Judgo
"Wlckham, kept Ancle away from the
Reservoir, and the company kept Guigon
away, so that there might bo no repeti¬
tion of tho trouble.
On tho afternoon of this day President

Sitterdlng and Major Martin visited the
courthouse and had a consultation with
Judge Wlckham. They asked for more
police, and said that there was nt that
time a mob. threatening and angry, at
the Reservoir. Tho Judge sent Solomon
out to communicate with Chief Ratcllffo
at tho Reservoir with reference to the
reported mob, and tho chief stated tha.t
all was quiet and peaceful there, which
report tho sheriff duly made to the judge.
Solomon then proposed to Judge Wlck¬
ham that he go out to tho Reservoir him¬
self with him (Solomon), see things first
hand, and thus set tho rumors at rest-
To this the Judge gave his assent. When
they reached the Reservoir they found
everything quiet, and they attorwards
held a conference with Mr. Huff and other
ofllcers of the company. The question of
running the cars on the next day.Sun¬
day.when the strikers' parado would be
held, came up, and the Judgo advised the
company not to run them, because If a
mob gathered the county police would not
no ablo to protect tho property of the
company. In this statement the sheriff
agreed, and It wan decided not to run
thc cars on the next day. The sheriff de¬
clared that the Judge had said nothing
In his presence about tho purchase of
guns by the company and tho arming of
the company's guards. While they were

all there Judge Wlckham went to tho
'phone and called up Mr. Ratcliffe. He
told the chief that he was entirely sat¬
isfied with his services, and he compli¬
mented him and tho men under him. The
sheriff was positive that he had said
nothing about his oath of office, as de¬
clared by Mr. Wells, one of the witnesses
for the prosecution. The gentlemen ln
the crowd were very friendly, running
on and Joking with One another, and he
might havo said something about the fact
that while ho was fooling with the com¬

pany his opponent was out getting votes.
But If he did, ho said It as a joke. He
was positive, however, that thero was

nothing said about the oath. Any man,
he declared, would be a fool to make
such a statement as was attributed to
him by Mr. Wells.

About the Military.
It was further stated by tha witness

that at the conference held at tho Réser¬
voir that there was nothing whatsoever
said about calling out the troops. The
first mention of the military was made
to him several days later.on the 23d.
the day Mayor Taylor called for troops,
and after the Mayor had mado his appli¬
cation. About 5 o'clock ln the afternoon
Major Martin called him up over the tel¬
ephone and asked that he Join with the
Mayor in calling out the troops. This he
declined to do, declaring that there was

no disorder in the county, and that until
the situation got beyond his control he
did not wish to have the soldiers there.
Just as he left the Jail office after this
conversation with Major Martin he met
Mr. Sitterdlng and Mr. Wells, both of
whom had come to the courthouse to
ask him to call out the troops. To them
he told the same thing he had told Major
Martin, and when Judge Wlckham called
him up a short while after and said It
might be wise to a,sk for military protec¬
tion, ho told him also. Then he went to
see Commonwealth's Attorney Sands. Mr.
Sands told him ho had done exactly right,
and that he really had no right to call
for troops until he had exhausted all the
resources at his command, and this had
not been the case up to that time.
On the next morning the Judge and

the Sheriff held a consultation, and Mr.
Solomon told Judge Wlckham that Mr.
Sands had endorsed the position he had
taken. The Commonwealth's attorney
was sent for, and all three conferred.
Judge Wlckham agreed with the other
two that there was no disorder In the
county, and that from that point of view
there was on need for troops, but he
thought that as the situation was really
one and that the soldiers had been
placed on duty In Richmond tho same

had betten bo the case in the county. At
least he thought there would bo no harm
to arise from It. Tho sheriff told him
that the working people hud no love for
the military, and that to call for troops
at that time would be like oaivlng a red
flag In front of a bull. As sheriff, he
had gone out and Investigated tho situ¬
ation and had consulted with everybody,
and he was positive that there was no

n«ed for troops. When It became evi¬
dent that he could not handle the situa-
tlon he would ask for assistance, but not
before. That afternoon the Judge and
Mr. Bands went to see the Governor.
Solomon started for the West End. but
before he reached there he received a

'phone message from the Governor, in¬
viting him to call for the troops, following
the lead of the Mayor. Ha declined on

tho grounds already stated.

The Shooting.
This waa on the afternoon of the 21th,

the day of the shooting. The sheriff, as

stated, was on his way to the West End.
During the day be hud been asked by
Mr, Murray M. McGulra to give the com¬

pany two policemen for each car after
It left Lombardy Street. He replied that
this was Impossible, but that he would
give him one man each, and that ha
would himself come out to look Into the
matter. He was now on his way out.
When ho reached Lombardy and Alain
he saw that the company had taken mat¬
ters Into its own hands and had placed
on each car four of its own guards, armed
with double-barrelled shotguns. Ha con¬
cluded that there was. therefore, no need
for his men, whom he utilized In distribut¬
ing about the place.
That night he stayed at Vine and Main

Streets, und he witnessed the shooting
that' occurred a short while afterwards.
He saw a car come up the street, and
heard It as It ran over a torpedo. He
saw a man full oft. Then tho llnug be¬
gan from both eides. A, second cur camo
und began to shoot. He and Lewis
.lumped behind a telegraph pole, but
car.io out and assisted ln the arrest of
tho three guards on the second car. Then
ho decided to eall for the military, The
people had been Incensed by what he and
they regarded as an unwarranted attack
on tse crowd, und oe could not answer
for what they could do. He told the Com-
monwcalth'8 attorney he was going to
call for troops, hnd Mr. Sands now agreed
that this would be best. He met Judiie
Wlckham at St. Paul's Church, und the
two together went to the Governor.and
went through tho formalities attending
an application for military protection.
Neither Colonel Stern nor the Governor
Bald anything about ulready having culled j

out th« troops, and he (Solomon) knew
nothing about this fact until he read It
In the petition of the company asking
for his removal from office.
"Now, Mr. Solomon." asked Mr. Carter,

ns the witness drew near the close of his
story, "wero you ln your refusal to call
for the military Influenced in any way
by a fear that such a. course might mako
you unpopular with the people?"
"No, sir."
"On your oath you say that?"
"Ves, sir."
Mr. Carter turned to the list of charges

.nado by tho company and a'.küd him
something about the alleged bad treat¬
ment of the. guards. Tho witness snld ho
know absolutely nothing about the r<--
rorted handcuffing of the thrê«; man.
Ho ,-id hot assign thorn to a cell In the
jail and did not know to which cftll they
would be taken. Ho knew, however, that
they would be Enter In a coll, since it
was feared that the people ho had Ghot
might mako somo attack on tha jjil dur·
ing tho emirs,» of the night. Sol »mon
went to Colonel Anderson and arranged
with him to hurry a military guard to
the jail in a moment's notice, if sueh
nn attack was made. So far as tho con¬
dition of the Jail is concerned, he snld
It was ns good as that of any Jail In the
State. He remembered about the request
for ? ? Inspection of tho Jail. He said
Gulgon wanted to gio through tho placo
with Dr. Carrlngton and Mr. Moroso,
and thnt ho refused to permit them to do
so. He then went to Judge Wl-kham.
and told him what he had dono, and the
Judge approved, declaring that in the
present excited state of things ho thought
It best that the Jail should not bo writ¬
ten up by tho newspaper man.
Concerning tho several reported dis-

orders brought, out by the prosecution,
the sheriff said no report had been n.ado
hy tho company to him of nny ot them.
He had heard several reports of disor¬
der In the county, and had promptly
Investigated them. Ench time he found
that they were false.that thero wns no

riot of any sort. The troops were not
called out ln Richmond until there had
been two or three riots. There had been
none such ln the county, but as soon ns

thero was great disorder.following the
Lombardy shooting.the demand for
troops wero promptly made.

Cross-Examination.
Beforo the cross-examination of Mr,

Solomon, Mr. T. C. Redd, the county
surveyor, was placed on tho stand. Ho
testified that tho county lino was 151
feet beyond Lombardy Streot.
Tha sheriff was subjected to a severo

cross-examination, but on tho whole he
came out of It unscathed. Ho stuck. In
the main, to all tho Important state¬
ments ho had mado. He declared that he
had practically given up reading the
newspapers, because they did not tell the
truth. He did not rely on them for his
reports ns to conditions ln tho county,
but went out and investigated himself.
Ho had gono to great lengths to learn
tho facts; had visited the affected re¬

gion In person; had consulted citizen?,
officers and others, and bad dono every¬
thing else in his power, and was per¬
fectly satisfied that the situation was

perfectly In tho control of tho courty
officers.
Counsel ran him protty close »in '.he

question of allowing the company to put
armed men on the cars. Ho recognized
that this tended to a breach of tho peace
and ho know also that citizens wero

complaining about it, hut he did not stop
It because he understood from tho Com¬
monwealth's attorney that tho company
had a right to do so. Counsel said that
a way to have prevented it would have
been to call out the military, and asked
Mr. Solomon why he had not done so

Mr. Solomon said he did not do so bu-
cause there was no disorder ln the county
and no need for the armed men on the
cars. Then tho two had It. The prose¬
cution tried to place tho onus on ths
hack of the sheriff, declaring that he was

responsible for the necessity to put these
men thera. Tho sheriff promptly declared
that It was the fault of the company;
that thero was no such necessity, and
that they put the men there when there
was really no occasion for doing so, and
that therefore the company ls to blame.

Not the One.
After Mr. Solomon left tho stand, an¬

other county officer. Monhu.i. who, be¬
cause ho had whiskers, might by some

chance have been the one described by
Mr. Potts, was introduced. Tho witness
stated that he was on no car when stoiiC3

were thrown, and that he knew nothing
of the Potts incident. Moreover, he hid
served hut about two days, beginning
with tho Sunday of the parade. The
Incident described by Mr. Potts occurred
before the parade. The witness sal»! he
hnd seen no disorder ln the county at

any time. He had not/ ridden on the
cars at all, from the time the strlko
began up to the time of tho riot.
Ono of the auditors of the Passenger

nnd Power Company, Mr. G. B. Williams,
was placed on tho stand, with a view to

giving some Information concerning the

receipts of the company on Friday and
Saturday.the first two days of tho strike.
Mr. Williams referred to the books ot
the company and showed th-i,t the ac¬

tual railway receipts for Friday amounl-
r-d to $31.30, and on Saturday to $121.10.
This statement differed materially from

that made by Dr. Carrlngton, but the
latter's position was at once explained
when It was shown that he had mads
reference to tho general receipts nnd not
to tho railway receipts alono. The fig¬
ures for the general receipts tallied sub¬
stantially with those given by Dr. Car»
rlneton the other day.
Tho object of the defense ln getting

a look at the books was to prove their
assertion that during the two days prac¬
tically no people were riding, and that the
Passenger and Power Company lost noth¬
ing by stopping Its cnrs from running on

the day of the strikers' parade-Sunday.

Se Rebuttal,
ure the defense rested Its

case. It "had several other minor wit¬
nesses, but did not bother to put them

on. The attorneys for the Commonwealth
and the prosecution and several attaches
of tha company retired for a few mo¬

ments for a consultation, and as soon as

they returned the rebuttal began.
Tho first witness waa Mr. Van Buren,

who started to tell of a certain occasion
when he waa hit with a brick. Objection
was taken to this line of testlnTony on

rebuttal, and after considerable discus¬
sion, Jurgo Sims ruled It out since neither
Solomon nor his officers were present
when tho alleged disorder ocourred. Con¬
stable Eubank was then placed on the
stand. Another legal tangle ensued, but
the witness was permitted to make cer¬

tain definito statements about the much,
discussed arrest of the boy In tho West
End and tho conversation with Mr. Rat¬
cllffe. Mr. Eubank stuck to lila statement,
made on the stand before.
Mr. Ernest Wells was placed on the

stand, and said that despite the denial
of tho Bherlff his statement of the re¬
marks made hy the sheriff about his oath
of office was absolutely correct Inspector
Johnson followed, and said there were

some stones on tha traok on the night
of the shooting. It developed later, how¬
ever, that thla obstruction was discovered
before the shooting, and the testimony
was ruled out, since nobody had said
there were no rocks on the track before
the ehootlng occurred. Here again there
was another spat between counsel.
The rebuttal closed hure, und there was

no aur-rebuttnl. The court adjourned
until 10 o'clock this morning In order to
give counsel time to argue Instructions.
