mendation, and by a vote of 54 to 30 de¬

clded to havo free-for-all contests for
tho varlou» ofTices. A primary Will be
held In King George October iOth lor the
nomlnatlon of a Demooratlc cand'date
for the Stato Senate and a primary w<ll
also be called by the chalrmen of King
George and Stnfford countles lor a pri¬
mary to nomlnate a Democratlc candl-
dato for the House of Delegates.

WTNCHESTER, VA., Aug. 7..Middle-
town, the villago twelve milss south of
this city, whlch gained great notoriety
recently on account of numerous arson
cases, was the scene early tli|s morning
of a sensational rald made on a house of
111-rcpute bv Prosecut'ng Attorney R. _J,
Byrd, Sherlff C. H. Puroell and Deputy
Adam Forney. Shortly after midnlght
they entered and arrested three slstors,
Mrs. Cora Fellon and Lena and Mamle
Hensel. The glrls reslsted and one drew
a revolver. Thoy wero flnally overpow-
cred and brought to jail. StartUng dis-
olosures are expected at the trlal.
A messenger who has luat arrlved from

The Slayer of Jess Lawson
Walks Abroad and Boldiy

Defiers Arrest.

STANDARDSVILLE. VA., August 7.-

Jess Lawson was shot by an unknown

party, thought to be Burrows Shifflot,
about half past nlne o'elock Sunday

Blackwell's Hollow, ln Albemarle county,
whlle playlng ln the yard wlth Adam
Shlfflett's chlldren, who were Lawaon a

grandchildren.
Nlnotccn buckshot entered hls back, and

shot was fired. Lawson llved but an hour
and clalmed that Burrows Shlffllet shot
him.
Lawson served a term of two yeara

In the State prlson for barn burnlng upon
the oath of Shlfflett, whlch ls to some ox-

tent doubtod at present. Slnce that tlme
Lawson and Shlfflet were together In a

gang of flfteen a. year ago. and whlte-
capped a man on account ot a woman

whom Lawson has been llvlng wlth slnce
that tlme.
The two men havo been enemles slnce

over tho booty of the vlctors.
About January 1, 1903. the two ne-

came lmvolved ln an altercatlon noar

Shiffiott's home over thls matter and
Shlfflet omptled both barrels of a shot-
gun ln Lawaon'a back.
Thereupon Lawson took out a warrant

for Shlfflett, who has bon ln \r_st Vlr¬

glnla unrtl a few weeks ago, when he

roturned to Blackwell's Hollow, hls home.
and threatened to klll Lawson lf the
shootlng affair was not compromised.
. Burrows Shlfflett Is a relatlve, but not
an uncle, (as waa stated In The Tlmes-
Dlspatch of July 2Sth), to Anderson Shtr-
fiet, who was hung at Harrlsonburg In
1S7S for the murder of Dave Lawson.
Jess Lawson was a nephew of Dave

Lawson, and o flrst cousln to Tom Law¬
son, who was killed by Wlzo Shlfflett some
yoars ago.
Thls makes elght tlmos Lawson has

been firea on. fivo taklng effect, the last
being fatal. Shot once in the neclc wlth
a revolver, onco havln_ all hla front teetn
shot out. and the other three shot as

just related.
So far no attempt has been made to

arrest Shlfflett, who already has several
indlctments agalnst him.
He has been seen walking boldiy along

the rond Icading through tho Hollow, nnd
defies the officers of tho law to lay handa
on him. Shlfflett's Hollow ll.es ln Green
county.

lt ls clalmed and properly that there
has beon but one murder In thls Hollow
ln many yenrs and that one was a son

bo lald at helr door, when thoy are Inno-
ccnt.
