
WRECK ON
SEABOARD

Freight Trains ln Head-On
Collision Near Raleigh.

FAILED TO GIVE ORDER!

Nearly the Whole of the Raleigh Fire
Department Go to Durham to Take

Part in the State Firemen's
Tournament.

(Special to Tho Tlmes-Dlspatch.)
RALEIGH. N. C, August 10..A serious

wreck occurred on tho second division of
the Seaboard Air Line, four miles from
Raleigh, this morning about 3 o'clock. It
was a head-on collision between freight
trains. Both were (lowed down (or
crossing and running at only about, ten
miles an hour. else the damage'-would.have, been far rribre serious.
As It was, one fireman had hie hand

badly mashed, the engines were right
seriously smashed, and five freight cars,
most of them loaded with lumber, were
considerably broken up.
The wreck was 10.M to be duo to tho

failure of an operator to deliver an order
to a northbound freight train. It seems
tt.nt the extra freight, southbound, er.glno
No. 648, In charge of Engineer Sweet, re¬
ceived orders to meet tho northbound
freight train, extra, No. 650, In charge of
Engineer Stone, at Car.v, N. C. The op¬
erator, It Is said, allowed the northbound
train to proceed without the order, and
tho trains mat about half a mile north
of Csry. Part of the wreck was strewn
across tho Southern Railway tracks,
which parallel tho Beaboard Air Llhe at
this point, and blocked tho' Southern
Railway.

COMMERCE DECISION

RALEIGH N. C, August 10..Jud;<«

Purncll, of tho United States Court, to¬
day handed down an opinion refusing
the Injunction prayed hy the Interstate
Commerce Commission against the Cin¬
cinnati, Portsmouth and Virginia Rail¬
road Company et als. (including alto
gether forty-odd companies), restraining
them from continuing present freight
rates from western points to Wilmington
because they are unduly prejudicial to
Wilmington and preferential to Rich¬
mond, Norfolk and other Virginia cltiia.
Judge Purnell's principal reason for

refusing the Injunction Is that the rates
complained of are on lines in territory
north of the Ohio River, where there 13
great competition and circumstances
which tend to fix rates govern freight
rates. The Virginia cities being on these
trunk lines competing with water rates
end other roads enjoy lower ratea. Wil¬
mington is supplied by branch lines cf
two railroads, Atlantic Coast Line and
Seaboard Air Line, and Clyde Steamship
Lino, has not received such rates yet,
being In Southern territory, where com¬

petition for freight Is not 00 great.

NEGROES ATTACK WHITEMEN

Five Unarmed White Men Shot by Two
Negroes.

CHARJLOTTB, N. c, August lO.-As

the result of five shots fired at as many
white men In Long Creek township yes¬
terday afternoon by Charlie Shuford, a

negro, Mr. Alexander Auten Is dying m
X>r. Munro's hospital, in Davidson; Mr-
Charlie Lawlng Is painfully wounded in
the right arm and side and Mr. John
Lawlng Is painfully, if not seriously,
wounded ln his right arm. OBarlca Phil¬
lips and Mr. Utley, the two other mem¬
bers of the party of five, escaped in¬
jury, though both were shot, the balls
striking some parts of their clothing.
The five men were all In one wagpn, re¬

turning from the camp meeting at Rock
Springs. Mr. John Lawlng. one of the
Injured men, came to charlotte this
morning In order to have warrants sworn
out for Charlie Siwford end Charles
Holmes, the two men said to be guilty
of making the attack on the five men.
Mr. Lawlng wont before 'Squire h. 8.

Hilton and securedJhj papers, and Sheriff
Wallace to-day mailed them to the sheriff
of Oaston county. Both the negroes named
In the warrant live In the edge of Gas¬
ton, and It Is said that both are bad
Jn speaking of the trouble yesterday.Mr. Lawlng states that ho nor arty one

of his party provoked the negroes to such
violent acts. That they met In the road,
snd that his party gave thy.i more than
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half of the highway, still the buggy oc¬

cupied by tho negroes run against their
wagon. When tho negroes reached the
second wagon the wheels of tho two
vehicles lockod, thus causing some angry
words to pass, when Shuford and Holmda
fired. The white men wore unarrried.

LETTER ON
LYNCHING

Mr. Roosevelt Writes a Strong
Paper on the Subject.

CONDEMNS IT VIGOROUSLY

Every Man Who Has Taken Part In One
He Says, Must Suffer Degradation.

Governor Durbin Makes
a Peply.

OYSTER BAT. N, T., Aug. 10.^-In a

letter, the publication of which was au¬

thorized to-day. President Roosevelt
commends Governor Durbin, of Indiana,
for the attitude he assumed recently re¬
specting lynching.
The salient points in the letter follow:

Permit me to thank you as an American
citizen for tho admirable way in which
you have vindicated tho majesty of the
law by your recent action in reference to
lynching.

I feel that you have not only reflected
honor upon the State which for Its good
fortune has you' as Its Chief Executive,
but upon the whole nation.

All thoughtful men must feel the
gravest alarm over the growth of lynch¬
ing In this country, and especially over
the peculiarly hideous form bo often
taken by mob violence when colored men
aro the victims.on which occasions the
mob seems to lay most weight, not on
the crime, but on the color of the crimi¬
nal. In a certain proportion of these
cases the man lynched has been guilty
of a crime horrible beyond description;
a crime so horrible that as far as he him¬
self Is concerned he has forfeited the
right to any kind of sympathy whatso¬
ever. The feeling of all good citizens
that such a hideous crime shaJl not bo
Hideously punished by mob violence Is
due not in the least to sympathy for the.
criminal, hut to a very lively sense of
the train of dreadful consequences which
follow the course taken by the mob ln
exacting inhuman vengeance for an In¬
human wrong.

ADVICE TO THE NEGROES.
In suoh cases, moreover, it Is well to

remember that the criminal not merely
sins against humanity in lnexplablo and
unpardonahle fashion, but sins particu¬
larly agatnBt his own race, and does them
a wrong far greater than any .white man
can possibly do them. Therefore, in
such cases the colored people through¬
out tho land should in every possible
way show their belief that they, more
than all others In the community, are
horrified at the commission of such a
crime and are peculiarly concerned In
tnklfig* every possible ».neasureto prevent
its recurrence and to bring the criminal.
to Immediate Justice. The slightest lack
of vigor either In denunciation of the-
crime or In bringing the criminal to Jus¬
tice Is Itself unpardonable.
Moreover, every effort should be made

under the law to expedite the proceedings
of Justice In the case of such an awful
crime,

SWIFT JUSTICE DEMANDED.
Men who have been guilty of a crime

of this sort or murder should ha visited-
with swift and certain punishment, and
the Just efforts made by the courts to
proteot them In their rights lhould under
w, circumstances/ bo perverted Into per¬
mitting any mere technicality to avert or
delay their punishment.

It |s, of course, inevitable that whore
VMigeance Is taken by a mob Jt should
frequently light on Innocent people, and
tho wrong done In such a case to the
Individual Is one for which there is no
remedy. But even where the real criminal
Is reached, the wrong dons by the mob
to the community Itself is well-nlgh as
great. Especially Is tills true whero the
lynching Is accompanied with torture.
There are certain hideous sights' which
when once seen can never bo wholly
erased from the mental retina, Tho mere
fact of having seen them implies degra¬
dation. This Is a thousandfold stronger
when Instead of merely seeing tho deed,
Die man has participated In It Whoever
In any part of our country has ever taken
part in lawlessly putting to death a crim¬
inal by the dreadful torture of fire must
forever after have the awful spectacle of
his own handwork seared Into hie/ brain
e,nd soul. He oan never again be the
same man.

PROGRESSIVE LAWLESSNESS.
Tills matter of lynching would bo a

terrible thing, aven If It stopped with the
lynching of men guilty of the Inhuman
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and hideous crime; but as a matter of
fact, lawlessness of this type never does
stop and never can stop In such fashion.
Every violent man In tho community Is
encouraged by every case of lynching ln
which the lynchers" go unpunished to him¬
self take the law Into his own hands
whenever: it. suits his own convenience.
In the same way the use of torture by
the mob-In certain cases is sure to spread
until It Is applied more or less indiscrim¬
inately ln other cases.
Surely no patriot can fall to see tho

fearful brutalizatlon nnd debasement
which the Indulgence of such a spirit and
such practices inevitably portend. Surely
all public men, all writers for the dally
press, all clergymen, nil teachers, all who
In any way have a right to- address the
public, should with every energy unite
to denounce such crimes and to support
thoso engaged In putting thorn down.
As a people who claim the right to speak
with peculiar emphasiR for freedom and
for fair treatment of all men, without re¬

gard to difference of race, fortune, creed
or color, wo forfeit the right so to speak
when wo commit or condone such crimes
as those of which I speak.
The corner-stone of this republic, as

of all free governments, Is respect for
and obedience to the law. Where we per¬
mit the Jaw to be defied or evaded, wheth¬
er by rich man or poor man, by black man
cr white, we are1 by Just so much weak¬
ening tho bonds of our civilization and
increasing the .chances of its overthrow
and of the substitution therefor of a ws-
tern In which there shall be violent alter¬
nations of anarchy and tyranny.

DURBIN'S REPLY

Thanks Mr. Roosevelt for His Public
Commendation.

(By Associated Press.)
rNDIA^APOiaB.-lND;; August 10.-

Governor Durbin to-day Sent a formal re¬

ply to the letter he received from Presi¬
dent Roosevelt concerning the mob at
Van Sill. Governor Durbin says:
"Dear Mr. President: Acting- in accord¬

ance with tho suggestion made by tho
Secretary to tho President, I yesterday
telegraphed you my approval of tho
communication you'have seen fit to ad¬
dress to me under [date of August 0th.
In doing this 1 proceeded on the well war¬
ranted belief that the commendation you
have so generously accorded to my offi¬
cial acts was only Incidental to the
broader purpose of your admirable letter,
which is a moving appeal to tho con¬
science and the patriotism, destined, In
my opinion, to profoundly affect public
sentiment on a vitally Important national
problem. Tho effect of such an appeal
from such a source Is certain to bo sal¬
utary in Its widespread influence. In
this Instance, as In other emergencies,
you have spoken with the courage of
your conviction, with the eloquence of
eranestness and under the Inspiration of
tho clear understadlng of and devotion to
the duties and responsibilities of Amerl-.
can citizenship.

"I feel that you have struck the key¬
note of a national necessity when you say
that all public men, all writers of the
preBs, all clergymen, all teachers, all
who ln any way have a right to address
tho people should with every energy unlto
to denounce such crimes and to support
those- engaged ln putting them down.
Und. declare' the corraletcd doctrine that
'wev-must show that the law Is adequate
to deal wtth crime by freeing It from
every vestige of technicality and delay.'
"Your stirring words will serve to press

homo upon the people a responsibility,
which, reaching beyond all thoso ln au¬

thority, is after all essentially their own,
To arouse the renllzatlon of that respon¬
sibility and all that It Implies will bo
to eradicate conditions wlicb otherwso
may soon become, ns you point out so

clearly, an Immediate menace to every
life of the republic"

Endorsed In South.
(By Associated Press.)

ATLANTA, G.V, August 10..Governor
Terrell to-day endorsed, the -contents of
fprpsldpnt Roosevelt's letter to Governor
Durbin, of Indiana, In regard to the re-
cont notion of Governor Durbin to prevent
lynching in that Slate.
Governor Terrell gave the following

statement to tho Associated Press to¬
day:
"I think the President is in the right

line and I nm in hearty accord with the
views he expresses; The majesty of tho
law Hhould bo upheld, -but at tho ««imo
time there should be a prompt and speedy
trial of the offenders in the case of that
crime which most frequently excites tho
anger of mobs and l*aas to lynchlngs, nnd
tho punishment should not he delayed
by technicalities.
"We have so,amended our criminal laws

in Georgia as\to have speedy trials by
authorizing our Judges to order a tpoclal
term of the court to try orlrnlnals.
"No law, however strictiy enforced, will

absolutely stop lynchlngs for this crime,
but speedy trials tend, to lcssun the num¬

ber and practically soi'vo as a. preventa¬
tive of lynchlngs for other offenses.
"It Is Interesting In this connection to

note that the numerous lynchlngs In the
North and Nnrthvuvt of Into have brought
forth such an expression from the Pres¬
ident while tho mimber of them In the
South has been so few within the same

period as to attract Utile or no attention."
