MUNICIPAL TAXATJON
By Vlctor Rosewater, Ph. D., Managing Edilor Omaha Bee.

Nearly twonty years ngo, (1S.SD. an ar-

tlcln ln Harper's Magazlnn snunded tlie

alarm agalnat "tho statiingly dlsprc.pc.fc
tlonnte incronso in tho cnst of governing
our cltles." Tho Immodlnlo cause nf the.»o
npprehonslons was a comparatlvo exhlhlt
In the. report of tlie comptrollcr of tlie
city of Now York, showlng that from 1JG0
lo ISSO, thn nutnlcipal Inidgel of tho nie-

tropnlis had giown frnm $12,000,000 to
some $30,000,000. Wo cnn nnly imaglne
how much stronger the words of warnlng
would hnve heen lmd it heen known thnt
by the explrntlnn of another twonty years
tho annual rcvenuo of a stlll Greater New
York was to mount close to $120,000,000, or

nearly ten tlmes in 1002 ,what It was ln
1860.
What hns occurrod ln Now York in

referenco to Its municlpal flnances lias
in every progressive Amerlcan clty. Tho
restilt Is that notwlthstanding Otir trc-
mondous natlonal development toflected
ln billioii-dollar eongrossos, tho expanslon
ot municlpal incomo and outgo nas gono
on with equal rnpldily, nnd whlle our con-
trlbutlons to tlio support of nntlonal nnd
Slato gnvornment flguro up to huge pro-
portlons, tho burdens that nro felt most
keenly and como closcst homo aro tho
burdens of niiinclpal governnient.
At host we can got but an Inndcquato

Idea of the colossal sunis requlrod each
year to llqiildato the municlpal bllls. Just
to socure nn approximato perspectlvo l
footed up tho lalest table of statlstlcs of
cltles complled by Commlssloner of Labor
Wright, (Hullollii Septoinber, 1002), whlch
includes only cltios upwards of 30,000
populatlotl and found that ln theso 137
incorporated cltles tho sggregatb current
Incomo for the your was $436,908,233.
My subject, howevor, ls not municlpal

revenuo, but municlpal tnxatlon. Amerl¬
can cltles have many sources of Incomo,
but taxatlon ls by far the most impor¬
tant. Of tho total current recelpts of tho
city of New York of $11S,740,69G, 7fi,SS(i,001
came in as proceeds of the property tax,
$2,364,636 moro from the franehlse tax, and
$51048,788 from sperial assessments. Of tho
$430,908,233 of recelpts of the 137 Amerlcan
cltles ever 30,000, $269,9S8,421 camo from
the property tax alone. Boston, Phlla¬
dolphla and Chicago pacli take In nearly
$1:0,000,000 every year as proceeds of tho
property tax.
Theso Rgures cmphaslzo the vltnl part

the property lax plays ln filllng the mu¬
niclpal pocketbook and tho necosslty of
recognizing exlstlng condltlons whlch
mako Impracllcable so mnny of tho
sohemes propnsed to produco tho mille-
nium in municlpal taxatlon. Our three
fold form of governmont.natlonal, State
and local.each sustained by moro or lcss
Interdependent flscal mnohinery and each
restrlcted by the constltutlonal llniltatlona
pecullar to the Unlted States, precludc us
from utillzlhg to any oxtent the experl-
ences of fnrelgn cltles and compel us to
look to ourselves for tho solutlon of our
tax problems.
No matter then what may be our Ideal

system of tnxatlon, no matter how many
of tlie publlc utllity services may be
munlelpallzod nnd mndo self-sustnining
or oven revenue producing, no matter
what new sources nf Incomo may he de-
veloped tbrough llcense fees. occupatlon
taxes, franchlse tnxes, etc, tho hackhono
of the munlclpnl income In thls country
ls nnd must for some tlme remaln tho
property lax levy, To abollsh thls tax
Is out of the questlon, foe Its loss would
hring eo-ery Amerlcan clty to speedy
baiTkruptcy; no adequato substltuto has
been devised for it; tho ever-wldenlng
fliianclal needs nf tho iniinicipallty qulck-
Jy absorb all newly provlded revenue wlth¬
out appreclably relleving tho pressure
upon the regular tax rato.' For tlie pre?
ent and Immedlato future the task must
bo to make tho best of what we have.
Tho favorite remedles suggested for

pr.ovaillng tax abuses in our cities are
separate sources of revenue and local
optinn in taxatlon. Tho two plans are
oftcn urged as property oomplementary,
but they dn nnt necessarlly go togethcr.
"Wo havo many separate sources of rev-
enue fnr clty and State wlthout local
optlon, and wo may havo local, optinn
wlthout separatlng the sources of reve¬
nue. Many students thlnk wlsdom re-
quiros tho Riato to support its treasury
from taxes on cbrporatlons, lnherltahces,
otc, nnd tn releaso to tho mtmioipalltles
exclusive jurlsdlctlon over real estate. In
the lnrger and wealthier Commonwealths
thls tendency ls unquestlonably markod,
but In the vast majorlty nf our States,
es.pecla.lly where ngrlcultural ipursulta
predomlnate, the stago has not beon
roached and rannot soon be reached
whpro tho State government can reallze
suftlclcnt revenue to Its needs unless
pleced out wlth n general lax levy. On
the other hand, if we aro ever to havo
n cpmprehensive and unlfled system of
taxatlon It cnn bo aehle.ved by local op¬
tlon subjoct to oxpress ilmltations only
bocauso wlth each inunlclpallty strlklng
out haphazard tho iwln evils of double
taxatlon and complete tax evaslon can-
nnt well bo avoldeil,
Tho dogont roason why the munlclpallty

should havo Indepondence ln tax matters
le thnt whero State and local taxes are
both linposed on ono nssessod valuatlon,
the former helng npportionod, tlie inovl-
tahlo temptatlon to cornpbtltive undor-
valuallons ls irreslstlble, and to avold
cohtrlbuting an umlue puota to tho Statn
treasury the clty nssessment roll la re-
duced to rldlculously lnslgnlflcant pro-
pnrtlnns, and tho clty tax rate corre-

gpondlngly Inflated to nppnrently conlis-
citory figures. Thls dllcmma has been
obvlated In certnln enses, not by sepnrat-
lng tho sources of revenue for Statn
and clty, hut by provldlng tho clty Wlth
separate machlnery for nssossmont, The
snmo property ls thus assossod twlci
onco for Htalo purposeH nt, say, 20 or 30
per cent, of its solllng price, and on
for clty ptll'poaos at full value. Thls
ls, of course, an cxpenslVe dupllcatlon nf
assessment work, hut lt has advantages
as well as ulsadvaiitages,
Tho essenco of Jiistleo In tnxatlon Is

equallty and unlfonnlty.an equal burdon
on all slmllai'ly sltuatod nnd an untfor-
nilty of appllcailon to all wlthin tho samo
jurlsdlctlon, Porfeot Justlce is not to
expected ln any system of taxatlon, but
there la rm insiirmountabln obstaclo ln
the way of allalnlng Hubstantlal jusllc
SueceBS or I'alluro after all depends dlrect-
ly upon the ahlllty and Inlontlons of the
olltcors who admlnlslor the tax machlnery
and tho charucter of theso olllcera do-

Pends on tho stato of publlc oplnlon that
governs thelr scloction nnd operates na
the niainspring of Uioir oflicial actlon.
Having dovotod a month wlthln tho pnst
year as a meinbcr ot a. bonrd of rcndow
for tho revlslon of llio grand nssesment
i-oll of a clty wlth over $100,000 Inhahltanta
and a valuatlon in excess of $120,000,000, I
nm convlnced ns tlio rosnlt of that ox-
perience that cnnsclentlous nnd doter-
Jiiined tax ofllcers, backed by a hcalthy
publlo sentimont. can apportlon tho tax
burdens nccordlng to our atandnrds fvlth
an approxlmato degro of accuracy.
My observatlnns nnd oxperlenco havo,

moreover, mado mo a groat bellover In
Publlclty as a potont remedy for most of
tho lils of tho body pollllc, and more pnr-
tlcularly for nbusos in taxatlon ln citloa
wlioro tho hoalthy litlmulus «f nelghborly
^vatchfulncss cannot be ns strong as in
rural dlstricts. lf a man can hldo hla
property from tho nssossor without befng
found out and ndvertlsod as a tax-shlrkcr,
bo ls more apt to llst tho ltcms falrly. If
tho laxpayer is enablcd without too much
trouble to compare the ivaluatlons nn hls
property wlth those of hls noighbors or
buslness rivals, ho Is llkely to accept
roasonablo a'aseasmenta gracofully lf
ratabio wlth tho others. In every clty. tho
assessmont llst, nt lonst of porsonalty,
ln a)l sums In excess of say $1,000, should
be publlshed annually for tho lnspectlon
of the taxpayers and tho detailed schodules
kept accessiblo to all who wish to consult
them.
One of the clilof dlfflcultlea In flxing ns-

sesstnents for fntinlelpal taxation is tlio
lmpression commna among buslness men
lhat lt ia thelr prcrogatlvo to say on how
1,'reat a valuatlon they are wllllng to pay
taxes nnd to inslst on thelr esllmatcs be¬
lng flnal. Imbued with thls ldea, intolll-
pent men wlll frequontlv refuso to givo
information necessary to furnish tho basls
for a falr nsscssment and then when tho
RSSOSsing body seoures Its Information ns
best it can to feel themselves nggrleved.
ln Justlfleatlon of thelr positlon lt. ls eon-
tended tliat moroantlle capltal is ontltled
to lenlency as compnred wlth Invostmenta
in realty because otherwiso Its owncrs
would bo at a disadvantagei in dolng busl¬
ness in competlilon wlth merchants nnd
jobbers of other cltlos where the taxes
imposed aro llghtcr. lt is further urgod
that whatever encouragement is given
morcantllo esfabllshments in the shape
of lower assessments and smnller tnxes
redourids to the beneflt of tho owners
of real estato and other flxod instltutlons
whoso value rests upon tho malntenance
of a growing populatlon. Accedlng to'
these pleas, however, would mako it slm-
ply a question how much ndvantage
should bo given to mercantlle capltal, nnd
the only loglcal outcome would bo tho
remission altogether of such taxes. But
that capltal Invested in business should
go untnxod whlle capltal invested in real
estate should bear all the tax burdens re-
solves ltself ultlmately into the slnglc
tax on land values, for which our Amerl-
can cltlos are hordly now prepared. Still
less welght Is to bo given the stock argu¬
ment that buslness cstablishments In ono
clty should bo a.ssessed only nominally for
municlpal taxation because competltlon
ln other cities where the expenses of gov¬
ernment mav be much smaller and the
protection afforded far less adequate are
taxed stlll less. To concedo the validity
of thls argument would be in substanco to
a How tho taxes in ono city to be flxed by
ihe authorltles of somo other city, and It
would bo merely a matter of tlme when
nll tho dlfferent competing cltlos and
towns would be vying wlth one nfiother to
abollsh taxes upon mercantllo capltal al¬
together, lf not to go further with sub-
sidy premiuma.
As a matter of fact, so far as there Is

good ground for tho relief of personollty
from excesslve tax burdens, It ls recog-
nlzed ln all our Amerlcan cltles that 1m-
pose speclal assessmonts for benefits ac-

eruing from local improvements to tlie
owners of adjacent property. The. prln-
ciple of the speclal assessment as do-
fined in my monograph. upon that sub-
Ject is that "where an expensa ls to be
incurred by a local authorlty for a pubiic
improvement whlch rejults In speclal, dis-
tinct and measurablo advantages to the
property of partlcular lndlviduals, It ls
more equitable that those lndlviduals who
benefit thereby should contrlbute to tho
expense to tbe extent of theso benefits
than tliat the burden should be plaeed
upon others who have recelved no such
benefits." (P. 139). Aa already lndlcated,
the municlpal rovenues ln Greater Now
York for 1901-'02, woro swelled by over

S5 000.000 recelved as speclal assessmonts,
in Chicago by nearly $3,000,000 in Pltts¬
burg and Clevoland by nearly $1,000,OCO
each and in othor cltles ln smaller, yet
signlflcant amounts. Speclal assessmonts
canstTtute a thoroughly eatahllshed foa-
ture of municlpal taxatlon in Amerlqa
wlthout whlch the rapid enlargement pr
tho permanent plant of our cltles could
not have taken place.
As to the numerous franchlsed corpor-

ationsi whlch for years havo enioyed most
va name privileges not f^^W&jgg.,,,,. r-nmnensat on but in many lnstances
w ihoutTeaidng even their fair proportlpn
oV i ho tax buVdens, much rece.it Improve.
