Mr. John Skelton Wllliams' enreer ln

the railroad world/ enmmenced wlth the,
reorganlzatlon of the old Savannah,
Americus and Motitgomery. whlch wns

r6organlzed into tho Georgla and A*7a-
bama Rallway in 1895. Later, in 1SHS, Mr.
Wllliams and hls assoclatea sectired con¬

trol of the Seaboard and Roanoko and
tho Ralelgh and Gastnn (the two parcnt
companles nf the old Seaboard system'l
for tho control of which Thomas F. Rynn
waged a memorable flve yenrs' battle.
Mr. Wlllams nnd associates havlng con¬

trol of tha Georgla nnd Alabnma Rallway
and the smaller Seaboard system. then
acqulred control of the Flnrlda Central
nnd Pcninsula by purchase from tbe
Messrs. Cuttlng, of New York. By the
bulldlng of a total nf about Iwo hundred
mlles of new roadi the present Senboavd
Alr Llne Rallwny system of 2,000 miles
was completed. The purchnse nf the Kast
nnd West Rallway and the bulldlng nf
a few additlonal mlles gavo the system
entrance Into Blrmlngham, the Plttsburg
of the South.
The entrance of the Seaboard Into

Washlngton wns secured by the purchase
of a one-slxth Intereat ln the Rlchmond-
AVashlngton Company. In jolnt parther-
sblp wlth the Pennsylvanln Rnilway. the
Baltlmore and Ohlo Rnilway, the Chesn-
penke and Ohlo Rallway, tho Allantlc
Coast Llne Rallwny and the Southern
Rallway.
Tbe stock of tho Seaboard. Alr Une

Rallway cohslsts nf $|n,O00,O00 nf prefer¬
red four per cent. stock and $2!>.0O0,00fl of
common stock, a total of S4S,(XiO,(iOO. Tho
stock of the system is largely held in
Rlchmond. but prlnclpally by partles who
havo held it for pennanont Investmont
nnd not for a speculatlvo purpose. lt Is
prnclpally liold in lurgo blocks. For tlie
past three weeks large amounts ot' thls
stock hnvo chnngod hands dally on tho
Baltlmore Stock Kxchnngo. on some days
the snles aggregatlng over 5,000 sharos
per day, nnd It Is believed by some that
thla acoumulation of siock was to facill-
tate and enrry into effect tho transacllon
announced to-day. Just wliat p'roportlbri
of tho total ca])ltal atoek la held In thls
city could not he nsccrtalned, but lt is
known that tlie local holdlngs nre by a

comparatlvely amall number of porsons.

DAMAGED

Massachusotts Ran on Ledgo
of Rocks.

A DENSE FOG PREVAILED

Vcssel's Spccd Was Ha^dly Ratardod
and Sho Glldod Into Decp Water,

Several Forward Platea
Cracked.

(By Associated P/oss.)
BAR HARBOR, MR., August 12.-Whlle

Icavlng the harhor durlng a thief fog
nhout noon to-day, in compnny wlth other
vcsols of tho North Atlantlo Snuadron, tho
bnttleahlp Mnssachusolts sustalned cnn-

sidcrablo datnngo by strlking on a ledgc
c,C roclts off tho westorn end of Egg Rock.
Tha blg vesel ellppcd over tho rock'a Into
doop water, but Iho two forwnrd bulk-
tteada soon fiiicd, and lt was BUbSe-
qiletitly fotind that several plales forward
had been cracked, Tho Maanchuaolla waa
hended back into the harhor wlth rnn-
siderablo dlfflculty, nccouipanlcd by her
slster veasal, thn Indlarm, nnd thn gun-
hoat Scorplon. Sho wlll roninln hero untll
Captaln Mnnnlng, lie rcohimander, re-
ceivea ordors from Washington, when lt Is
expected that she wlll proceed to Brook¬
lyn to be dry-docked.
Tho squadron had no soner left than a

donso fog whlch hnd lieon ranglng off
ahoro all mornlng, rnlled In nnd wlthln
ten mlnutes It wns Imposslblo to seo niuie
thnn flfty yarda. lt ls bolleved thnt the ac-
cldent was due to a mlacalculattoh of tlie
Mussnchusctta' posltlon on tho part ot
tho nicvlgatliig ofllcer. When the blg bat-
tlcshlp Struck she wns golng at tho rato
of about nlno and n half knots, nnd, al-
though sho wns drnwlng twenty-slx feet
of water, and tbern was less than twenty-
Cvo foet on tho lodge, her progress was
but little rotarded, aud sho at once paased
over Into deeper water. Her ofllcers stated
tn-nlght that If sho had been flfty icet
to the westwaid sho would havo clcaroj
the ledge,
Tho eolllslon alren waa Immedlately

aoundod, nnd thn Mafsachusetts' bulkhead
doora closed tlght. The ludlana and Scor-
pion, whlch were Immedlately behlnd her.
rnn alongslde to render asslstancc. The
vcsel then returned to harbor.
