BARELY ESCAPED
WITH THEIR LIVES

Mrs. McOuIre Awoke to Find
Her House a Mass'of

Flames.

CHARLOTTE1. N. C, Aug. 12-Thero
was a disastrous conflagration ln low«r
Steel Creek yesterday morning nt an early
hour. The home of 'Mr. J. T. McGulro
was totally destroyed wlth all Its con-

tents.
Mra. I-cGulre and three chlldren, who

were asleep In the house, barely escaped
wlth tholr llvea. Shortiy after mldnijrht
Mrs. McGulre, who occupled one of tho
down-stalrs rooms, with her chlldren,
was awakened by tho popplng of fire.
Sho ruBhed Into another portlon of the
house, where Khe could ootain a better
vlew of the buildlng and to hor greai
amazement tho roof of the house was
ready to fall. She gathcred ber chlldren
up nnd mado for the yard. She had been
outslde the buildlng but a few ralnutes
when the entire structure fcll in. The
liro was of Incendiary origln.

SANITARIUM ENLARGED

Small Amount (nvolved in Gold Hill Re-
ceivership,

SALlHBimr. N. C, August 12..The

Whltehead-Stokes Sanitarium ln thls clty
will bo enlarged to double Its present
capaclty. The contract for the erectlon
of the new buildlng haa alrcady been let.
and the work wlll bo pushed to completlon
as rapldly aa posslble. Eighteen new

rooms wlll be added, and tho general
eqiilpment wlll be lncreased ln proportlon.
For a number ot years thls lnstltuilon has
been one of tho most successfu\ of the
kind In the country, and the demands
made upon it and us owners have ne-
cessltated tho enlargement of both the
bulldlngs and equlpment.

Typos Dld Not Want to Listen
to a DIscussIon of Wo¬

man Suffrage.

WASHINGTON, D. C, August 12.-Tho
Iuternatlonal Typographical Unlon to-rinv
decided unanlmously to hold Its meetlng
ln \VA ln St. Louls.
A proposltlon prohlbltlng a member nf

a subordlnate unlon from votlng upon a
chango of the scale of prlces unless ho
had been a member for at least slt
months. was adopted.
Tho provlslon ln the general laws pro¬

hlbltlng members of the unlon from ac-
ceptlng work In offlces where the pro-
prletor Imposes a task or "uead llne"
was stricken out.
The piincipal feature of Interest In tho

prooeedlngs of the "Woman's Auxlllarv to
tho Typographical Unlon was a de-
cislon not to hear an address In support
of female suffrage, whlch Mrs. Belva A.
Bockwood requested the prlvilege of de-
llvering. The decislon was reached 011
a motion by Mrs. F. O. Martin. a dele-
gate from Nashville. to the effect that
polltic3 should be tabooed by the auxll-
lary.

NEGRO RESGUED
AFTER BEING HUNG

(Byi Assoeiatod Press.)
VTHITESBORO. TEX.. Aug. 12.-Elght

negroes were arrested for an attempted
crimlnal assault on Mrs. Hart, a whlto
woman, hero to-day. Soven were re-
lease'd, and tho elghth man was held fou
ldentillcatlon. A mob appeared at tho
Jall to-nlght, took tho negro and hanged
hlm to a tree nearby.
Before ho beeame unconsclous olllcors

appearod and rescued the negro, and aro
hurrylng hlm to Sherman for safe-keep-
Ing. The mob ls gatherlng to pursue tho
prisoner, and It ls said other communl-
tles wlll Join the mob.
After the negro, Brown, had been forcl-

bly taken from the mob Its membera
turned thelr attention to the colored resl-
dents of the town. Guns were firerl
promiscuously ln the negro section and
tho terror-strlcken negroes, when thoy
came from thelr houses, were orderod teleave town at onco. No violence furthorthan thls lntlmldatlon has been dffered, so
far.
As a result, outgolng tralns on allroads are crowded wlth negroes.

Powers Must Intervono to
Prevent a Dlsaster.

A WAR SEEMS IMM1NENT

The Bulgarian Government Maintains a

Poacoful Attltude, but Holds Very
Pessimistlr. View of Situation,

Condition Unendurable.

(By Associated Press.)
SOFIA7 BULGARIA, August 12..The

Bulgarian Forelgn OfTlce has recelvod
very dlsqllletlng news from Its ngent at
Uskub. The Mussiilmnns there are daily
gatherlng in tho mosques, and lt is feared
that a massacre of the Chrhvtlans ls lm-
pending.
Offlclals here cxprcss tho bcllet that tho

intervontlon ot tho powers alono cnn pre¬
vent a dlsaster.
Tho whole Bulgarian Government taltcs

a declded pesslmlstlc vlew of the filtun-
tion. nnd tho offlcials openly express
thelr fears that a general massacre of tho
Ohrlsllanh* In Mncedonla Is Inevltahle.
posslbly wlthln four days, nnd almoat
certalnly wlthln a fortnight. Meanwhllo
the government contlnues to malntntn Its
peaceful attltude, hut lt belleves that n

sudden development of affalrs across tho
border may at any moment render tho
authorltles powerless to prevent war.

The reports from Bulgarlnn offlclnl
sgents In Macedonia show thnt nftnlrs
nro rnpidly growing -worse. Tho fact that
the Muisulman populatlon li becomlng
exclterl nnd congregatlng ln thn mosques
ls rcgarded as a bad feature, lndicatlng
tho posslblllty that a massacre may oc-

cur wlthln a very short tlme. It ls every-
wfcero declared that tho present mlnlstry
is dolng its utmost to check the revolu-
tionary movement, but the situation is
reachlng a point where circumstances
may prove too strong for tho Cablnot.
The growing oconomic depretelon ln tho
country constltutos a dangerous factor
in the situation. The commerclal classes
declare that the present conditlon of af¬
falrs is no longer endurable.

PREPARING TO ATTACK

Turkish Troops Surround Town Held
by Insurgents.

(By Associated Press.)
CONRTANTINOPT/E. August 12..One

hundred and flfty revolutionlsts were

kllled ln the flghtlng at Sorovilch. August.
9th, accordlnir to officlal Turkish reports.
The same dl'spatches, whlch have been
communlcated to the Russlan and Aus-
trlan embassles, state that tho insurrcc-
tlonary movement la increaslng dally.
Telcgrams recelved to-day from Monn-

stir announced that Krushevo ls stlll oc-

cupled bv the insurgents. Four thousnnd
Turkish' troops wlth artlllery surround
the town, and aro proparlng tp attaclt
and If posslble retake the positlon.

OFFICIAL REPORT

Britlsh Consul-General Sends Account
of Massacre.

LONDON, August 12..A dlspatch from

tho Britlsh consul-general at Odessa, for-
warding the report made by the Britlsh
vlco-consul at Odessa, V. Bosanquot, who
was sent specially to KJshlneff to obtain
the facts regarding the recent anti-Jowish
rlots thero, is publlshed to-day.
Mr. Bosanquet's report. whlch is dated

July 28'h, generallybgrrees wlth tho storloa
of the occurencea cabled to the Associated
Pres. It says:
"The area of the dlsturbances com-

prlsed two-thlrds of the town of Klshl-
neff. Tho murders all occurred on Mon¬
day, tho second day of the dlsturbances.
They were perpetrated hy bands of
rloters In dlfferent parts of tho town.
Many bcllevo thoy woro tho work of
organlzed companies, which arguos in
favor of a prearnngod consplracy to ex-

termlnato tho Jewa.
"Apparently a feellng existod among

tlie lowc-r classes that the Jews ought not
to bo ln a majority in KJshlneff, Tho local
authorltles took no effectlve stop to stop
tho rlots. Tho soldlers wero passlvo, lf not
Hyrnpatnetlo spectators. If resolute actlon
hnd been taken by the nuthorltles, I be-
liovo tho rlots would hnve been checked
at an early stago."
Mr. Bosanquet places the Jewlsh vlc¬

tlms at forty-ono kllled and 3K1 wounded,
whlle among tho Chrtstlans one was klll¬
ed and slxty-eight wounded.

Ho Is moro nearly the prototypo of tho
fresh-wator black basg than any natlvo
of tho sea, so far as my experlenco goes.
"He hns tho same symmetrlcal body,

the same untlrlng splrlt nnd aftortls tho
angler an emia.l amount nf spnrt. Ho.
soldoin attalns to tho welght of hls frosh-
water congenor. Jn nearby wnters lt Is
unusual to hook a klngflsh of moro than
two pounds, but every oiico ln thoso two
pbunds ls flrm, hard flesh nnd muscle.
"No Booner doos tho hook- penetrato

hlB tough mouth than thoro ls actlon att
hls end of tho Une. Tho dlfferenco bi
strenuousness of flsh If never more nc-
curately dnmonstrated than whon a klng¬
flsh is hooked on weakflsh grounds. Ono
or two lunges and tho weakflsh ls towed
to the landlng net; but after flve minutos'
play tho klngflsh stlll retnlna the vlgor
nnd musclo whlch ho exhihlled when ho
first took the hook,
"Tho klngflsh Is nlwnys found on a

sandy bottom. Sometlmes he resombles
the fiuko ln his secrotive habitR. He will
lie in tho lnoso aand at the polnt of a bar
Ir. a tlde way, completely submergod In
tho sand except hla eyes, wliloh are coti-
tlnually on tho alort for the food brought
nlong by tho tlde. Sometlmes tho klng¬
flsh chooses the breakers for a foedlng
ground, and they aro froquontly caught
from the Coney Ialand nnd Rockaway
plers.
"Black bass tacklo Is amlnently sulted

to thom, but tho hook should be a smnll
Sproat bend and tho Ilno should bo llnen,
aa sllk rots very qulckly ln salt water,
The favorite- balt for klngflsh I3 shedder
crab or shrlmp. Indeed. shrlmp ls a ,unl-
versal salt water balt.
"Some flshormen mako tho mlstake of

puttlng a dozen shrlmp on a hook, mak¬
lng tho hook look llko a pln wheel. The
most successful salt water flsherman of
my acqualntance usoa only two shrlmp.
Ho hooks those tbrough tho tall.
"Of course, so smull a balt ns Fhrlmp

doe3 not conceal tho hook. The. old no-
tlon of absolutely conooallng tho hook
has heen long dono away with by o\peit
anglers. The maln polnt Is to present
your balt in tho most natural fcrm to
your prospoctlvo vlctlms. Hooking a

shrlmp through tho tall glves the llttle
fellow a chance to asumo a nntural ap-
pearanco in the water, whlle looking
hlm tbrough the body destroys all his
chances for niovement.

"Tlie klngflsh seoms to bo a fellow wtio
does not requlre companlonship. Ho doos
not herd wlth hls fellows, as do tho bluo
and weakflsh, and It is seldom that the
angler fills hls basket wlth klngflsh alono.
Stlll, thoy all have n llklng for sandy
bottoms and tho surf, and where one Is
caught there are sure to be several ln
the vlcinity.
"As a food flsh tho klng Is universally

conceded to bo a dellcacy.".New Yorr
