This shows that the Gover¬
nor knows how to applaud If not to act.

In his State
asstult is punishable with death; and,
as ho observes, there can bo no excuse
whatever for lynching when the crime
Is certain to receive the extremo penalty
of tho law.

JOHN M. WASHINGTON

Sketch of One of the Heroes of the
Moxican War.

(For Tho Tlmee-Dlspatch.)
The subject of this sketch, John M.

Washington, was born In 1800. He was

graduated from the West Point Military
Academy, when slxtoen, in a two-years'
course. Ho saw much service, having
been ln tho Florida and Moxican wars
both, and was said to have been one of
the most popular, officers In the army.
He distinguished himself in tho Mexican
Vai- Ojiid especially at tho battle ot
Buena Vista, holding at bay Santa
Anna, with his ton thousand Mexi¬
cans.' with a hundred and fifty United
States regulars until reinforcements ar¬
rived. This pass was known as "a
second Thermopylea" and General Taylor
always called him "My Leonadas." He
was breveted major, and was General
Taylor's chief of artillery.
Major Washington was lost on the Ill-

fated San Francisco, outside of the Capes,
2-lth of December, 1853. Ho was bound
with his troops to Callfornln.i and on his
arrival thero. was to be promoted to
tho position ctf brigadier-general, being
thep colonel, Every newspaper North
nnd South, had an obituary notice of
him. ho being one of tho most distinguish¬
ed men of tho time. Had thoro been such
a craze for monument building then as
thero Is now, there would certainly have
been one erected to his memory.
In nil, tho galnxy of Virginia's great

men, thoro was no brighter star,
His parents wero Bagly and Elizabeth

Westwood Washington. His brother, Bng-
lv Washington, was a near kinsman of
General George, and had two brothers,
Colonel William Washington, who gave
up his theological studies to enter the.
Revolutionary War, and who nfterwards
settled in South Carolina, and Henry, who
went to Mississippi. Many Of his de¬
scendants. Winters, Footes, Ricks. Good-
loes and others, are there now.
Colonol John Macon Washington left

five brothers. Ono was Dr. Bably Wash¬
ington, distinguished in the United Stntos
navy. Another, Colonel Henry Washing¬
ton, was 'the surveyor-general of the
United States for many years, and sur¬
veyed all that country taken from Cali¬
fornia. Ho left a widow, who Is now
dead, and two sons, one living in one of
the upper counties, and tho other Mac-
Rao Washington, living in Tidewater Vir¬
ginia, and practicing his profession. He
wns In the United States navy when the
war broke out, but resigned and came
South. Though young, he had distinguish¬
ed himself m his profession, and was
made full surgeon ana was said to be
the youngest in either branch of the ser¬
vice. He missed being General Loo's
medical purveyor by not getting his or¬
der in time. When General Lee was up
In tho mountains and wns expecting a
heavy -battle, he asked from Richmond
tho best doctor they hnd and orders were
Issued (the navy not being fully organize^
then) for Doctor Washington to report
to Genernl Lee. Instead of the depnrt-
mont sending thn orders to him, they
Intrusted them to a lieutenant and he
never received them until a month aftor-
wards.
There was a special act ot Congress to

givo a pension to the wives of officers
who wore lost on tlie San Francisco, and
Mrs. Washington received twenty-five
dollars a month, which seems small com¬
pared with what Is allotted thorn now,
and this to tlio widow of ono of tho
most distinguished men In- tho United
States army! What must his loss hnvo
been to his family and country? C.
