of somn ef the rights they now enjoy.

The statement 18 made that tho planters
wish gome portlion of the bottoms In tha
‘Baylor survey thrown aut. This bottom,
it Is thought by the tongers, the plantera
wigh to lensn. The batile hetween tha
planters and tongers ls apparently golng
to ba a lively one, and will probably eut
a1 large figure In the Legltlature next ges-
slon.

The bellnf ls expressed that should tha
clolme of the tongers be disrogarded they
will visit thelr wralh upon the oftending
representatives.

Much Brandy Wil Be Made
if Officers Not Too Sharp.

Arbitratlon Commisston Will
Rule Agalnst It.

BOTH SIDES ASK FINDING'

Each Tried to Place on Olher Responr
slbllity for Working of Boys Under
Fourteen Years of Agein

Under the Stata law of Alabama, {t hag "
been possible to ut!lize the labor of boys
of twelve ysars and over, !n the mines,
The minars In all their contracts have
insisted on this rule belng Indorporated,
although some of the companles, notably
tha Tennessea Coal, Iron and Rallrdad
Uompany, haye proteated,

Ar. Percy, attorney for the Tennesses
Company, commented upon testimony,
stated that the miners were In the habit
of working thelr boys In the mines, Mry
Falrlay, for tha miners, replied that-the
miners dld not wish young boys In'the
mines, bt that the companles had ehs
cournged If. Mr. Perey sald the Tennes=-
see Company had endeavored to pravomt
hoys under fourteen years old working
in tha mines, buf that the union fell hack
on the Btnto Inw nnd inslsted on the
twelve-year-old clause pelng o part of
each naw ngreement, -

Mr. Flypn, president of the miners' |
unlon for this distriet, declared to the
commisslon 'that the unlon would gladly
agree that the comminsion In {ta findings,
should meke a rule that no boyn undeg .
fourtesn be allowed in the mines, ‘The
representatives of all the large companlea
who were present, Immediately declared
themselves in favor of the fourtesn-year-
old clauge, and Judge Gray eald the com-
mlsslon, on theme assurnnves, would make
such a finding. -

miner working twenty days a month
could ‘earn 100 a month.
