in Sealing with the tariff problem. Mr.

Chamberlain well understands that he

must reckon with the colonists ;is well

as with the people at home. Indeed, h°

Is clearly of opinion that if tho relations
between England and her colonies arc to

be maintained and strengthened; If Eng-
land Is to retain the preferential irrtde

of her colonie?, fhe must mako It to their

advantage to trade with her. Therefore,

Mr. Chamberlain has proposed a system
of tariff preferences between the consti¬
tuent States of the empire by which

their respectivo products shall be ex¬

changed ori a basis of lower customs than

are applied to tho products of foreign
countries. This Is not ? new proposal,
but rather a return to that which Is old,
ami which was abolished more than fifty
years ago. After losing her colonies In

America. England learned a valuable les-

pon and adopted a moro conciliatory

policy towards the colonies that remain¬

ed: Tariff preferences formed an impor¬
tant element In this policy, and the people
at homo submitted to heavy tax bui dons,

in order that the good will of the colo¬

nists might bo retained, but these bur¬

dens became intolerable, and about U50

they were completely swept away, and,
the existing policy adopted.
When the change took place there wrta

an outcry from all the colonies, espo-

tlcally from Canada, and at this time an

address was signed by 325 merchants of
Montreal, calling for annexation to the
United Slate? on the ground of "the moat

disastrous effect which the reversal of

tho ancient policy of Great Britain had

bad upon Canada." But the system did

not work as adversely as tho Canadians

expected, and they soon became recon¬

ciled to the change.
.Mr. Chamborlaln thlnke. however, that

there is now a demand on the part of the

colonists for a return to tho system of1

preferences, and In a speech delivered
at Glasgow on Octobr 6th, he said that

ho believed that tho colonies are pre-

pared to meet us In return for a very

moderate preference. "They would reserve

to us the trade we already enjoy," he con-

tlnued. "and would also arrange tholr
tariffs In the future In order not to start
Industries in competition with tho?e al¬
ready In existence In the mother country,
and not only would they enable us to

retain our trado with them, but they

would give us preference on all trade

dono with them by our foreign compu·

titors."

Secretar, Euiton Urges All Henrlco
Voters lo Support Wm. H. Brauer,

The jrrand Jury of Henrlco county will
meet a week from next Monday for a

regular session. '

There are many reason« to believe that
the grand Jury will figure to a certain
extent In the election ntlr-up, end that
il will Institute an Investigation Into cer¬
tain alleged frauds In the recent primary·
Whether or not the court will deliver any
Instructions to tho Jury 'urging auoh an

investigation Is a matter that cannot be

definitely determined, but It appear« very
likely, In vle%v of all things, that some¬
thing llko this will happen. Judge Wlck-
ham and Commonwealth's Attorney Sands
hove discussed the matter privately, but
such conclusion's as they might have
reached are known only to themselves.
Judge Wiokham Is expected to place the
Jury list In the hands of the sheriff to¬
day, and considerable Interest will doubt-
lesa bo manifested In the personnel of the
body.
It Is quite generally whispered through¬

out the county that the Tuesday election
will by no means be the last of the Hen¬
rlco muddle. Whichever man Is elected,
Todd or Brauer, there will without doubt
be an aftermath Involving another big
fight The defeated candidate, whoever he
It, will promptly prefer charges against
the other, and win attempt to snateh the
office from him In this manner. That this
will be the case there can scarcely be a
doubt, Adherent« of both candidates are
freely predicting some such denouement.
The grand Jury would enter at this

point, and it may like aa not get Into the
field whether this happens or not. The
County Committee declares Brauer to be
a vlolater of the Barksdale law. for
which violation certain penalties are pre¬
scribed, and It Is up to the grand Jury
to Investigate. It may decide, like the
State Committee, that the charge 1b
groundless, or it may not. But It can
hardly get around an Investigation of
some sort. When the doors are thrown
open In this case it le possible that the
whole election will be grone Into.

Everything around the courthouse ha»
been side-tracked, and politics holds the
first place In the minds of all men. It Is
said that In tho backwoods thi» keen ln-
terost. Is not manifested, but things are
ctrtalnly very much alive around the out-
skirts ot tho city. The vote on Tuesday
will probably bo much smaller than It
was In tho primary. One cause tharwlll
help produce this effect Is that while the
polls opened at'sunrise and closed at 7
P. M. in the primary, they will now opea
