When
tbs Pope had seatsd himeelf on the
throps all those present, one by one, pald
him homage.

nal Oreglla, dean of the Bacred College,
then etoéd up and In a'faw words thanlad
the Pontiff fer having put aslds hia
privatea mraferamees and  adiepted tha
burden of the Church, The Paps replled.

Minister of New Republic Writes
- a Flowery Letter to Sena-
tor From Alabama,

WASHINGTON, Nov. 8.—M. ‘Phillp
Buneau-Varllla, the snvoy of the new
Republic of Panama, to.day sent ths fol-
lowing lettar to Senator John T. Morgan,
of Alabama;

'"Afr, Senator,—As a champlon of the
completion of an Inter-oceanle canal
across the American {sthmus, as the min.
{ater plenipotentlary of the new Repub-
lie, tha life of which has eprung from
an explosion of the ardent desira of
turning !nto reelity this dream of cen-
turies, I feel myself hound to express
th you my admiration for the dlsplay of
indomitable will you have shown in the

4 service of . this nobls conception.

“The, tact that we have fought, both

with all the snergies of our souls, for &
common ldeal, i3 not lsasened by tha
miner fact of having defsnded diffsrent
sdlutione,
“If 1 have not besn on the same side
s you, allow me, Mr. Benator, io say
that It 18 simply becauss I antered Into
'the fleld of aective lfa about one-third
of a century after you. |

“The solution, which was tha bstter
one fifty years ago, when thers was
scarcaly  any ship drawing more than
sevantsan. feet of water, has gradually
sean {t4 superiority vanlsh and. trans-
form “itssly. into a deep inferlority, ‘ho-
cording to the constant Increams of the
draft ‘and of the length of ships.. °
