Driven Out of Building,·-.

DESTRUCTION IS COMPLETE

All Students Escaped, But Priests
Were Seriously Hurt.One

Domestic Missing.

(Dy Associated Press.)
OTTAWA, ONT., Dec. 2,-The Ottawa

University, one.of-iba largest educational
Institutions In Canada, was totally de¬

stroyed by fire early to-day. The loss Is
estimated at $500,000, with Insurance of
»200,000. All of tho students escaped,, but

many had narrow escapes. Threo priests
were forced to Jump from upper windows
and were badly Injured. They are Fathers
B. Hoyon. Fulton and MeOurty. Father
MoGurty probably Ib fatally hurt. Ono
of the domestics Is missing, and probably
porlshedln tho llames, and another, was
eo seriously burned that she will probably
will die. The missing woman, a. MUs
Danle. was luat seen on tho fourth floor.
Thero wero 460 »tudenta at the unlvon·*

slty, which was a Roman Catholic In-'
atltutlon. -Many of tho students Were
from the Now Enjtlarid States.

JUMPED icon LFE.
Whllo the utudents were at breakfast

In the refectory some of them saw smoko
escaping around the pipes. In half an

hour the fire mado Its appearance, and
soon aftorwards the. whole building wo»
in a blaze. Tho students and others who
had risen early escaped easily. A number
who wero still abed had to tako the fire
escapes In their night clothos or Jump
from tho building Into blankots held out
by the Aromen below.
Tho fire escapea wore a|l on ono side of

tho structure, and Uiose who slept oh tho
other side could not reach them.) They
had to Jump, some of them from tho
fourth and tlfth ctorlos. In Jumping sev¬
eral accidenta occurred. All of tho stu¬
dents, however, escaped with very slight
Injuries, no one being seriously hurt
Two of the priests were seriously In¬

jured and one, Father Boyon, Is not ex¬

pected to Ilvo. He was In tho fifth story.
He could not reach tho escapes and had
to· Jump. Ho fell on a veranda below,
larding on his shoulder and afterwards
rolling to the ground, striking on his
heat!. \

THE TREATY
IS SIGNED

The Ceremony Takes Place in
Government Palace in

Panama.

NO AMENDMENT WHATEVER

Treaty Approved in All Tts Parts
by Every Member of the

Panama Junta.

(By Associated Press,)
PANAMA, Dec. 2..Tho canal treaty

.was signed at 11:33 A. M. to-day. There
were no amendments to the treaty.
When every preparation had been com-

pletcd for the actual signing of the treaty
a government decroo was adopted, sot¬

ting forth that;
"Whereas, a guarantee of tho indepen¬

dence of tho Isthmus bas been obtained;
and,

'.'Whereas, celerity Is indispensable to
securing an -efficacious and- Immediate
fulfillment of this obligation on the part
of the United States and the Junta of
tho provisional government formed by
tho unanimous of tho people ot the Isth.
mus, and possessing full sovereign pow¬
ers over the Isthmus territory; be It
"Resolved and decreed, That the treaty

be approved In all Its parts."
Minister of Foreign Affairs Esprlella

arrived hero from Colon yesterday with
tlw new canal treaty.
Senators Arango and Arlas, with some

of the ministers of the new Republic,
met tho party at tho railway station.
Senor Esprlella drove Irrimedlatgely to
the government palac«i, where the chost
containing tho treaty, was placd on a

table In tho main office. Members of tho
Junta and of the ministry assomblcd In
tho grand saloon of tho palace. The
chest and two small tin boxes, addressed
to tho members of tho Junta and bearing
the seals of Minister Bunau· Varilla, were

placed on a. table In tho center of tho
room. Surrounded by the spectators,
who were seated about tho table, Senor
Esprlella ppened the chest and withdrew
the cotton wrappers, finally bringing to
light the treaty, enveloped In the Pana-
manían flag. The document was ad¬
dressed to the ministers of the Junta by
Minister. Bunau-Varilla.
Senor Arias thou broke the seal and

formally handed tho paper to tho mom-

be'rs of the Junta. Thero was only one
copy In the" English language.

THE DRUIDS.
The Stato grand officers of tho United

Ancient Order of Druids visited tho city
to-night and by invitation explained to.
quito a large gathering of; citizens th«
principles and objects of the order. .Tho
object of tho meeting was to secure a

sufficient number of chartor members' to
organize a grove -of tho order lb rotors-
burg and this was done. There are slit
groves of Druids In Richmond and Man¬
chester.
Over 1,000 State poll taxes have been paid

up.to date. And tho Indications aro that
some 1,000 or 1.700 men will qualify them¬
selves as legal voters before the 14th in¬
stant. Interest In the matter Is much more
general than heretofore. For weeks be¬
fore this tlraó last year the rush of to¬
bacco to the warehouses here was so

groat as to glut tho market. This year
tho receipts have been very light. At th·'
corresponding time last year It was al¬
most Impossible for the buyers to get
through more than one or possibly two
warehouses In a day. Now they get
through all In a fo whours. The reason is
the lack of a season for handling this
year. Tuero Is plenty of tobacco In the
couptry, and Petersburg is the highest
market in tho State. The planters are

very anxious for a good season.
