FIRE CHIEF SHOT.

Lies in Critical Condition From
Hunting Accident.

(Special to The Times-Dispatch.)
PETERSBURG. VA., Dec. S..E. V. Far¬

ley, chief of the Fire Department In this
city, was seriously Injured this afternoon
while hunting near Port Wnlthall, in
Chesterfield county,
Chief Farley had shot a bird and laid

his gun down, while he went to look for
hfs game. Returning, ho picked up his
gun by the muzzle, and as he Trow it
to him a weed'caught the triger, caus¬

ing the gun to go off. The load entered
the abdomen.
Messrs. Ro.wit L. Bowman and E. L.

DeJarnette, whe were with him, brought
him to the city on an electric car, and
he was taken at once to the hospital,
where ho now lies In a critical condition.
His physicians are not yet able to forecast
the result of his wounds.
Mr. Farley's service as chief of the

Fire Department has been more than
olflciont. He bus always done his whole
duty, and has won.universal eateem. Mr.
Farley has had many narrow escapes
from death. In the explosion at the Ro¬
maine Fire Works during a flro his horse
was killed and ho wns blown twenty-
eight foet. His Ufe was despaired of for
many weeks.
He is a calm, cool, courageoue fireman,

and never neks his men to go where ho
docs not lead

THE CULLEN TRIAL.

Argument Heard and Decision
Reserved Until To-day.

HARRISONBURG, VA., Doc, S.-The

trial of Captain Orlan Clyde Cullen, of
Warren county, charged with Intent to use
the mails to defraud, was begun to-day
in tho United States District Court, Tho
attornoys for the defense demurred on

the grounds that tho malls were not used
with criminal intent. Judge McDowell
heard tho arguments of the counsel, and
reserved his decision- until to-morrow
morning. There are about forty wit¬
nesses for the proseoution from all parts
of the county here, who were victims of
Captain Ctillon's alleged offense.) Captain
Cullen, In conversation with The Times-
Dispatch correspondent, professed to he
innocent of any Illegal uee of malls, ana
claims that he Is the vlotlm of the pre¬
judices of several high officials who de¬
sire to prevent his testifying in govern«
ment oases now ponding.

Completed Consideration

of the Bill.

OYSTER PLANTERS GATHER

They Are After the Jordan Bill.
Telephone Men Coniing

in; Rapidly.
Tho House Committee, on Counties,

Cities and Towns mot lost night to give
a hearing to certain Charlottosvllle gentle¬
men on a. bill proposing to nuthorlzo the
city to closo certain streets. Tho bill Is
one offered at the request of tho I
City Council, and tho proposition Is
to closo Fifth, Sixth and Seventh Streets,
Judge R. T. W. Duko was before tho com¬

mittee In the Interest of certain property
owners who protest against closing the,
streets; whllo City Attorney George Per¬
kins, and Dr. ?. T. Nelson wero present
on behalf of the Council, to urge tho
passage of tho bl|l as necessary in tho
work of public Improvement.
There were but flvo members of the

committee present, however, and further
action on tho matter'was deferred until
to-day when further hearings will be
given In tho matter.

INSURANCE BILL.
The Senate Commltteo for Courts of

Justice has not yet concluded consldera-
tlon of the Insurance bill, but may take
It up to-day after disposing of the bill in
relation to tho right of eminent domain.
At a recent hearing certain well known
Insurance agents who objected to certain
phases of tho bill appeared and stated
their objections, suggesting amendments
to removo tho objections. Nearly all these
wero agreed to by the friends of the bill-
Pending further argument and consider¬
ation of the constitutional phases of the
measure under discussion, tho committee
rose, but has since held no further meet¬
ings,

MORE OYSTER PLANTERS.
More oyster planters and packers from

Norfo..v and vicinity arrived In the city
yesterday to advocate the passage of the
bill to break the Baylor survey. The
tongmen have not shown up In any num¬

bers, and it is now Improbable that they
will, the Tidewater representatives having
assured them that generally they can do
little to aid In defeating tho measure. The
advocates of the bill are manifestly anx¬

ious as to Its fate. In fact, there has
been nothing In the way of developments
to warant the forecast yesterday that the
fate of the bill was hanging In the balance.
Both stdes are hard at work, but are

working quietly, and theer Is reason to
believe that efforts are being made to
trade for votes for and against the meas¬

ure. The'Tidewater representatives are

saying little and making no claims, but

they are hard at work and are bringing
strong personal Influence to bear to win
votes against the bill.
Among others In the otly Is Mr. J. B.

Baylor, tho engineer who made the sur¬

vey of the natural oyster rocks of tho
State, and to which his name was given.
Tt Is understood that he advises a resur-

vey of the grounds.
TELEPHONE MEN.

The telephone men are gathering here
from an over tho State to advocate or

oppose the bill requiring all telephono
companies to connect with each other.
Among those seen In the lobby of tho
Capitol yesterday were Messrs. Hunt
Chlpley and F. E. Montague, of tho
Southern Bell Telephone Company, which
Is' unalterably opposed to the bill; Mr.
N. C. Watts, of Augusta, and others rep¬
resenting other lines.
When the measure comes up for con-

Flderation by the Senato Committee, there
will be a. large delegation of opponents of
the proposition. The amendment is not
expected to pass the Senate.

PREACHER MISSING;
FRIENDS UNEASY

Rev. Max Block, Subject to
Heart Failure, Not Heard
From for Two Days.

For two days tho Rov. Max Block, a

minister of tho Disciples' Church, who
has boon nt work in Richmond for sev¬

eral months, has been missing from his
residence, lo tho grcut concern of his
friends and fellow ministers In tho city.
Mr. Block Is subject to heart failure,

nhrl upon previous occasions, has been
found gasping for breath, almost lu a

dying condition. Prompt nttontlon was
nil that saved him. His friends wero

nround him then and" Were able to keep
closo watch on his movements. It 1»
now feared that ho has been stricken
again in somo out-of-tho-way place and
Is, perhnps, suffering tor lack of as¬

sistance, or that ho has found his way
lo somo placo where ho Is not knoWri.
,Mr. Block came here about nine months

ngo from New York, and has been stay¬
ing at tho Fulton House. Ho Is a. man
of about thirty-five years of ago, and Is
married, though his family does not Ilvo
hero. Ho hos preached several times for
tho Rev, Mr. Wiley, at tho Methodist
Institute, and seemed wrapped iip In his
work. For some little time past ho had
been enaeavorlng to organizo a Dis¬
ciples' Church In Fulton.
The last seen of Mr. Block was on

Monday morning when ho attended tho
intotlng of tho ministers at the Seventh
Street Christian Church.. Ho did not re-

torn home and no word from him has
l.'cen received. He Invited the Rov. Har¬
ry Pearco Atkins to hold a prayer- meet¬
ing with him at tho Fulton HouSo last
night, but when Mr. Atkins wont, Mr.
