PRIVATE PILLOW’S = RECORD

[A' Comrade’s Recollections of
Some Daring Acts of His—In-
cidents of Confederate \Wat.

"Editor of The Times-Dispatch!

Sir,—In your Confederate column of
Bunday, November 28, appeared a sketch
of Color-Bearer Hlckock, of the Eleventh
Nirginia Regiment. I well remember hlm,
and was within six feet of him when he
was shot at the battle of Sewven Plnes.
The regiment, with the rest of Kempers
Brigade, had double-gquleled ahout a mlle
in order to support and reinforce the
troaps who had charged and captured
the Trankea's hreast-works just in front
of General Kasey's camp.

The brigade, Its flank, left in front,
passed the breast-work, filed to the right,
ond went pell-mell into the deserted
camp, and into o very hot fire from the
cnemy, who had rallied, or had been ra-
Inforeed n  short diztance east of (he
breast-work® and camp, from which they
hiad fed, Gur men (el prone on the
grotund, and commenced {iring in  the
direction whence the shots came, while
Jtekoelk remamed standlng, holding alofi
the fag until he was shot down—when
1the ecolors were selzed by Color-Guard
Haynes, of Company I Just then Cap-
inln Foulks was shot dead. Haynes, with
the colors in his hand, rushed to Cap-
tuln Foulks and eried out: "Oh, my pooer
eaptain is killed; my peor eaplaoin ls
Killed, "

Under orders the brigads fell back to
the Yankee breast-works, a short dis-
tance In. the icar, and fought from tie
ditch side in water knee (lecp, and more,

Al the battle of Drewry's Bluff, in dMay,
1864, the Twenty-fourth Virginie and g

up on their dank and rear, and the whole
brigade of Yankees, general and  all,

lists, nnd by Infetmation furnlslied (ron

{ng somewhat Incomplete, It 18 belleved
that the loss thus cecasjonsd will be [ar
mora than conipeneated for by the remov-
al of o]l dount At to the absolute ncoura-
oy of all Ll tne roster does show. The
fact that the Confederate part of o roster,
complled ng Lhe fnw requires this onie to
be, may not contaln tlhie npme of some
particuiar person wlll ‘net be eoncluslve
evidenca that ihat person did not serve
in the Confederate army, while the fact
thatf the nama of any peraon ld borne on
the roster, wnl be Indlsputable evidence
thnt that person waa o the mliiltary ser-
vice.

THE NOSTER.

The publication known as the Ofclal
Reeord of "iha Urlon and Confedorate
Armles might have been made more
nearly eomplete, and perhaps. more in-
teresitng, 19t had ineluded unotflieial doe-
umentz or reporis made from  memory,
afier the closa of the war, by particl-
pants In the greal struggle. It Is uni-
versally concadeed, however, that the chiel
valua of that publication ls due to thoe
fapt thet It ls an unbiased presentalion
of Lhe showing of econlempornneois rec-
ardys made durlng the wor perlod, anr
that {t contams nothing agtinst which
ean be urged tha well known fullinllity of
the human memory, Lhe natural desive
to oxtenunde or cxplain past actlons In
the light of subsequent evenls, and tha
genoral dlspositlon (o malie the records
show whal one Lthinks they ought to
show Ih justlee to hkimself, his friends or
his aecqualntances.  Tho aopplication  of
the same ruin lu the recentiy authorlzed
toster 1a belinved to be necessary In order

U8B STATE OPFICIALS.

A gquestion has avisen as to ths poy-
ment of the representatives’ designnted
by the governors to co-operats with tha
department in e eolleation: of the mis-
slug Confedernle reeords, but It has baen
pointed oul that there ls no authority
of taw for the emplopment In the com-
pllation or In the necessary prellminary
worlk of uny persond other than the reg-
ular employess of the Record and Penslow
Office; thal Leie Is no fund fram which
pther persons cun bLe pald for thelr ser-
viees, sven I they wera appointed ar em-
ployed on the work; and |t was for these
reasons Lhat 1| was suggested by tha Hees
retory of War (o the Governory addrestied
on the subject that they sheuld designate
tn confer and co-operate with the Chief
of the Becord nnd Penslon Office persons
who are In the servico of Lhelr Biates
and alrendy In the receipt of silaries. It
was assumed thiet by thus utilizing the
sorvices of the Slate offcials Lhe neces-
ally for paying salorles for work dono
fn connection with the roster would he
obviated, and that it would not be neees-
siry for the States 1o [neur any materinl

expensa In gulherlng up sueh original
Conlfederaie records a8 can be  found
wlthin  thelr bovders, beewusa the Wur

Department can, and docs, pay nll the ex-
penses of  teansporting  the records  to
b Washinglon, and returning them to Lhe
persons from whom they were recelved.
THE WORK DONI

So far as ho War Department iz ad-
vised, the proposiilon to publish a roster
of the Unlon and Confederate arniles has
been well reelved In all sectlons of Lhe
eouniry. The depnrtment has uot hecn
advised of any exprasslon on the subject
hy any organizea body of Unfon veterans,
but ot a meetng of the Confederato vele-
rong at New Orleans In May last, 4 reso-
Iution  was  unanlmously  edopted com-
mending the work, nnd urglng upon all
Confedarate suliliers and thelr descend-
ants who bave In thelr possession any
orfginal recoras containing the nomes of
Confedernte soidiers, Lo gend them to the
Governors of ihelr respoctive Siatos. for
transmlssion to the Secretary of War.

1t is oarly yer o look for nny extended

for the colleation of missing records, but
the work done s already bearlng frult, n
contlderable number of orlginn] records
having been 1cedved from Ewate offieials,
historleal associntions and private n-
dividuals, Theee records have beon cop-
fed and retdrwes to the persons fromn
whotn they wete reeofved.
The aetual work of complling nomes for
the roster cannol be undertalken untll the
preliminary work af copylng nnd index-
ing the records now I progress, ehill
have Leen completed, or until |t shall
have been s0 161 advaneed as Lo Justify
the diverston of ay ortlon of the clerleal
foree for thal purpose. Relutively litle
work In preparation for the compilation
of the namey o7 the offleers and enlisted
men of the volunteer forces of the Unlon
army will be nuceesary, that work hiving
been accompllehed in the complotion of
the much grealer work of repraducing
thelr Andividial milltary records by the

COL. DAHLGREN’S LEG.

Not Placed in the Wall by Order
of His IFather,

Editor of The New York Tribune:

Sir,—In reading your Interesting artlcle
of Sunday, November 20th, on "The Na-
tlon's Navnl Gun Factory," one or two
misstatements have beon brought to my
n*tention, which 1 would llke to have you
correet. From the tone of the artlele,
ane would Imaglne that my father was
in command of the Washlngton novy-
yard .op practlcally all the time durlng
the Civil War. The facta are that on
April 22, 1561, he was made commandand
«f the Washington navy-yard, to suc-
ecpad Captnln Franklln  Buchanan.  On
July 16, 182, he waus appolnted chief of
the PBureau of Ordnnnce. February 17,
1963, he was commissioned rear-admiral,
ant recelved at the same time the thanks
¢f Congress and an extrpordinary com-
pilment by iho extension of ten years to
Wig term of netlve service, In July, 1563,
he wns ordered ta rellave Admiral Du
Pont, [n command of the South Atlantle
Bquadron, and remained In comand un-
Wi the termination nf Lthe rebelllon.  On
the termination of the rebellion, he wis
ardered o take, command of  the. 8outh
Facllic 8quadron, and on the: termlnation
of his command  there, returned to hla
dutles os. chilel of the Bureau of Ord-
piance, with' headguoarters at the Wnsh-
|ngton navy-yard, where ho dled July
18, 1570,

“¥ls son, Colonel Urle Dahlgren, who
was in the army at Getlysburg, lost a
eg In o skirmlsh al Hogerstown, Md,
gfter the greater battlo, ‘I'he elder Dahl-
pren caused the amputnted limb to bo
placed In the rear wall of storehouse, No.
10, ¥

Admiral Dahlgren dld not caouge ihe
ampulated Hmb of Colonel Ulri¢ Dahl-
gren tp be placed dn the reap wall of
storehouse No. 10, This event happened
In July, 1802, at which time the admiral
wns In ecamand of tho South Atlantle
Blockading Bguadron, with headguorters
at Chaorleston, and at that time was
many miles away. Jusi who was in
cemmand of the Whashington navy-yard
at the time, and who was actually re-
sponsible for the placing of Colonel TUl-
rie Dahlgren's limb ns the foundatlon
rlone of stéorehouse Noo 10, [ nm just at
this moment unable to state; but that my
‘fither, cither diractly or Indirectly, was
rogponsible for it, [ deny nbagittely, This.
inleatatement has ghven greal annoyance
to my family,'and has been mode o num-
ber of thmes In peint; henee my desire
to have the correctlon made In a promi-
nent journal Mike yours.
