Inhibo
Benato bill, dei««, ned-to perfect it, and
then provides for permitting municipali¬
ties) to lay license taxes ui>oh social clubs
not In excess of those fixed by the State.
Ii.stcad of a bond of $2,500, provided In tho
House amendment, a bond of $2,000 is re¬

quired of each social club hereafter or¬

ganized, but It Is not Hpcclfled that It
¦hall bo given In ? surety company.

?'??? report provides for a forfeiture of
the charter In case of violation of law,
and gives tho corporation the right of ap¬
peal. 'When a charier Is flrfelted, the
court trying tho case shall make a cer¬

tificate of the forfeiture to tho Stato
Crrporatlon Commission.
Following Is an Important provision of

thb committee's ripprt: : »\ \
Tlio certificate of incorporation of every

club hereafter created, which intends to
sell or dispenso such liquors, shall set
out the exact location of tho proposed
club house, of such club, nnd such liquors
or any of thorn, or any mixtures there¬
of shall be sold or dispensed at no other
place or location than that specified in
euch certificate of Incorporation.

SAYS BILL IS DEAD
AS A DOOR-NAIL

No Legislation on Oysters
Thought Likely, Even

Next Session.
The oyster bill is dead, certainly for

this session. Although tho Jordan bill
was technically recommitted by the Son¬
ato. Tidewater members of tho Sonnte
nnd others doclaro that this was merely
dr.no out of consideration for certain
friends of tlio bill, and that the Jordan
Mil, though not specifically voted upon, Is
us dead as lt would bo had It been voted
duwn by a majority as decisive as tho
adverso vote on tho Keozell substituto.
S'orne even go so far as to say that tho
bill is llkowiso dead for tho coming ses¬

sion, expressing their conviction that no

attempt would be made to pass tho bill
at thc session which begins January 13lh
and continues sixty days.
Several of tho senators, who voted

against tho Koezoll substitute, declaro
thai they did so because it committed
to tho Board of Fisheries the power and
authority to lease out tho depleted oyster
rock in tho Baylor survey. Thoro Is
without doubt opposition on tho part of
somo senators to vesting In tho Board
of Fisheries any more power than lt now
has.
Other senators voted against the bill

because lt was not In their opinion con¬

stitutional. Ono senator doclarod that
oven had tho bill passed tho Sonato, its
passago by tho House would have buun
overthrown because of tho failure of tho
bill to pasa the House by tho citf.stttu-
t'.onnl majority of fifty-one votes or moro.

Mr. Walker expressed his earnest con··
vlction that tho Jordan bill Is uncuu-
Btitutlonnl In tho form, In which it was
offored, certulnly.
Many senutors nnd others express tho

opinion that there Is much barren or do¬
pimeli rock within tho survey, which
should bo leased out, but thsy ajo un¬

willing to vote to loose lt unless a bill
can be drawn which meets tho objec¬
tions urged to this ono. Some think a

1-.0.W survey would bo necessary us a con¬

dition precedent to leasing out tho barren
o.i ea within tho survey.

tho young Boldler rose to tho staff of Clon¬
erai Stonewall Jackson, anil achluved
fumo for his bravory and skill as un oni¬
cer
At the battle of Chancellorsvlllo Colonel

Douglas reççlvod a sevore wound. Aftor
the death of General jn.i-k.snn he was at

different times adjutant-general and chief
of staff for General ICdwmd Johnson, Gen¬
erai Cordon,' General Early, General

Walkor and Genoral Rossor. He was

wounded again at tho battle of Gettys¬
burg, and never fully recovered from the
effects. His dashing stylo and bravery had
made him famous, and as a mark of the
estimation In which ho was regarded by
his superiors won promotions rapidly. He
became colonel ot the Thirteenth nnd
Forty-ninth Virginia Regiments, which
wore consolidated, and his command was

assigned to tho brigade formerly com¬

manded by Generals Early and A- P.
Hill.
After tho war Colonel Douglas returned

to his homo at Shophei-dstown. He went
later to Winchester, Vn., and engaged In
the practlvo of law, romalnlng there for
two years. He then camo,to Hagorstown
and has been a resident of this city ever

since,
Political Career.

His political enrcer dutt« rrom 1S73,
when he became a cundlrtato for State
Sonate on tho Democratic ticket, but w.-ta.
dofoated. He wns a member of Governor
Carroll's staff from 1S7Ü to ISSO, and In
187T he had ohargo of the department of
Western Maryland during tlio railroad
strike at Cumberland, In 1WS ho was
nominated for Congress and was defeated
by L. E. McComas. In March, 1S9J, Gov¬
ernor Jackson appointed him to fill out
the unoxplrod term of Judge A. K. 6yes-
ter, who dlod on the bonch of tho fourth
Judicial circuit.
General Douglas practlcod law In

Hagorstown almost continuously after ne

bocamo a rosldont of the piuco, occupying
high ra/ik for his legal learning and abili¬
ty.
Besides, General Douglas was a literary

man, having written and lectured on tho
civil wor, principally before tho Histori¬
cal Society of Boston, and at Harvard
UnlvorBity, Ho had traveled extensively
and had a wide acquaintance, Including
nearly nil of tho principal statesmen and
soldiers of uls time, Ho was nn Inti¬
mato friend of General Grant, and tho lat-
tor's family after the death of the for-
mor. Tho ornnmont worn on the lapel of
his, coal ns shown In the plcturo, was a

gift of tho arnnt family, and highly prized
by Gonornl Douglas.
As ? Itiwyor ho was powerful lu ar¬

gument and convincing before a court or

Jury, nnd as a Jurist ho was colui and
Just. In privato Ufo he was tho thorough
gentleman, courtly and doteront, nnd his
distinguished military bearing made him
conspicuous everywhere
