Hiero is no way the canal treaty can bo
defeated In-the Senate. It was admitted
that a. number of Democrats must voto
lor ratijlcatlon of tho convention, as their
geographical position and tho consequent
commercial conditions demand it.

Tlie action of the Republican members
of tho Smntc Foreign Relations Commit¬
tee In adopting the fjodgo resolution to
report the treaty without delay wbr com¬
mented on and several Democrats, nota¬
bly Senators Morgnn. Daniel, Bn(ley and
Pet tup, predicted that If goaded by Re¬
publican precipitancy the Democrats
might yet become a .unit in voting for
rejection of the convention. Other senn-

ators agreed that this was ImpossibV?,
nnd after the meeting admitted that It is
plo:cor than ever that the treaty will be
rallied.
Just beforo the close of tile conference

? motion was adopted authorizing Senn-
tor Gorman to appoint a committee of
1hre>\ in addition to Mr. Gorman, of
¦which he Is to be chairman, to draft a

composite.« resolution of ineiulry. which
¦will have tho unanimous support of the
Democrats. This committee was Instruct¬
ed to report-to-morrow. Tho resolutions
Introduced In the Senate by Messrs. Mor¬
gan, Gorman,'Carmack and others, call-
in»; for Information concerning the Pan-
emn revolution and tlie formation of the
Republic of Punama, will be used In
drafting the resoVjtlon which it Is ex¬

pected will be adopted nt to-morrow's
conference.
The committee,, as announced by Mr.

Gorman, is composed of Senators Car-
mack, Cockrell and Culbcrson.

DISCUSS PANAMA.

¡President's Course Is Criticised
and Defended.

Senate required less than a minute to¬
day to disposo of the.· motion to refer to
the Committee on Postónicos tho various
resolutions looking to nn investigation of
the Postonico Depurtment. The question
had been previously debated for hours
nt o time, but when the motion wan put
to-day no senator manifested any dlsro-
tdtlon to further discuss It, and it was
adopted without if negative vote.
The adoption of the motion occurred

curly .in-the day, and after the passage
of a half dozen hills tho Sehnte returned
1o tho consideration of the Panama ques¬
tion. Mr. Qnnrles spoke for almost two
"hours In support of ihe course of tho
nelmlnlstrntlon, and was followed bv Mr.
Patterson, who criticised the President's
course hi Panama,
Mr, Queries declared tho revolt of Pon-

lima In. the interest of the canal to
be the tlrst movement on tho Isthmus
lor the promotion of tho rights of civili»
üritlon for tho past one hundred yours.

latter body. The St. Louis Exposition
has received ten millions from the gov¬
ernment, and it is said that the manage¬
ment of tho Exposition will ask for moro

at the present session. Tho bill making
nn appropriation of over a million to tho.
Iy-wls and Clark Exposition at Portland
In 1005 Is now pcndi'ng and about the time
It Is passed, or disposed of In somo man¬

ner, the Jamestown bill will come up. It
Is bellovcd that tho disposition of the
Republicans of the House, however, la
to voto for the Jamestown measure.
Mr. Maynard is working day and night

to interest the members of Cougress In
the scheme, and has undoubtedly met
with success. He Is very hopefui of so-

curing the 'passage of a bill making a
substantial appropriation, but ft should
be borne In mind that Speaker Cannon,
sala last year, when chairman of tho
Committeo on Appropriations, that he
would never again vote for a bill ap¬
propriating a dollar to an exposition.

Wilmington Postoffice.
President Roosevelt has definitely de¬

here in the interest of Mi'ss Darby, osten¬
sibly, wrote her und borrowed one hun¬
dred dol .ars, and then as soon ns It was

. received-AV^tit'to 'work to got the 'office
¡for Mrs. Russell. It is thought to be prob¬
able that tho President will reappolnt
Miss Darby.

Blacksburg Office.
There arc no actual developments in tho

contest which tlie friends of Mrs. Hogo,
widow of J. Hampton Hogo, are making
to have her appointed postmaster at
Biacksburg, except that the delay In the
announcement of the appointment is en¬
couru-ring the supporters of tho lady.

Is a strong
backer of Mrs. Hoge. but he is not very
close tn the President, as witness his
tight against the confirmation of Leonard
Wood. Tho chances appear to be in favor
of the renppolntment of Elliott,' though
the delay somewhat indicates the ap¬
pointment of the lady.

HIS CAREER
WAS UNIQUE

George Francis Train One of
the Most Picturesque Figures

in American History.
(By Associated Press.)

NEW YORK, Jan. 19..Georgo Francis
Train, who died hero last night, proba¬
bly was ono of the most picturesque fig¬
ures In tho history of America. Only
a year ago, when he was seventy-four
years old, he dictated the reminiscences
of his extraordinary career and the re¬

sult was published in book form. Sum¬
marized In his own curious fushion, this
contained the following information
nbout his Ufo:
"Shipping clerk, sixteen yonrs; man¬

ager, .eighteen; partner in Train and
Company, twenty; with an Income of
$10,000.
"Established firm George Francis

Train und Company, Melbourne, Aus¬
tralia, 1S53; agent White Star Lino, in¬
corno $9O,0CÍ). Started forty clippers to
California In 18-19; built rn.Voad con¬
necting Erio with olll° and Mississippi .

"Pioneered tho first streot railway in
Europe, America, Australia and Eng¬
land; built first Pacific railway, 18(12-
1869, through credit mobillor; owned 6,000
lots In Omaha, worth Î3.000.000; lieon in
fifteen Jails without a crlmo."
Mr. Train's paronts, with several broth¬

ers and filstors, dlod nt Now Orleans
from yellow fever, and his childhood
homo wns on his grandmother's farm In
Massachusetts. Not long aftor ontorlng
tho Boston shipping house, founded by
his' cousin, ho wont abroad, and from
that timo on ho wnndored all over the
globe.
In 1ST3 ho began a career as lecturer

nnd agitator, and hold public debates
with same of tho ablest orators In tho
country, A few years ago ho mado a

trip around .tho world In sixty days,
saying afterward that his psychlo forco
enabled him to overcome all obstacles.
When Mills Hotel No. 1 was openod

several yours ago, Mr. Train wont thero
to live, and since thon made It his quar¬
ters. Ono of the features of his event¬
ful Ufo was his admiration for clfll-
dien, nnd for ye irs ? familiar spoctnclo
In Madison Square was "Citizen" Train
on a bench surrounded by a group of
little ones.
Mr. Train's last mldadventauro oc¬

curred last summer, when he wqs quar¬
antined at Stamford, Conn., In a small
Jt-olntion camp and threatened that city
with a suit for JiO.oOO damages. Ho was

author of at least fifty books nnd fre¬
quently asserted that his "psychic pow¬
er" would eventually mako him tho most
potent sovereign of the earth,
