Certainly tho
common, .ordinary, bVery-day petition
business wouldn't, do fit all.
The truth IS, .that, tho only safeguard

of a municipality Is lu tho patriotism,
alertness and Intelligence of H« voters.

Things will go awry miles« thoso who
hnvo a patriotic Iniorest In tho com¬

munity bestir themselves enough to lbnrn
what is going on in tho city govern¬
ment, and tako tho trouble to go to tho

primary elections and work and talk
and voto for such men ns nro to bo

trusted In the conduct of public affairs.
So long as tho gaze of tho public Is

fixed upon any department of municipal'
govcrnmont, that department Is likely to

bo well managed. But when tho people
bocomo indiffèrent to tho management of

their publia affairs, and neglect their
primaries, thoy offer a premium to thoso
In charge of those affairs to bocomo
Inert, if not unfnilbul.
Tho law must bo backed up by a

zealous and watchful constituency. When
tho timo cornos that tho avcrngo voter
takes even so much as one-half tho in¬
terest In public affairs that ho does
In his own personal affairs/, local govern¬
ment will attain to a degree of efficiency
Which scorns bo very far off now.

The Sunday Liquor Law.
Tho Virginia Législature is unwilling

that liquor shall bo sold to ? student, even

though the pttidont be thirty or forty
years of ago. and entirely able to take
caro of himself, but It passed ri bill'·
striking out tho jail penalty for violat¬
ing tho Sunday liquor law, 'N
After all the discussion on the· subject,

tho General Assembly at tho last min¬
uto passed tho bill tO|do awroy with the

jail sontonco for violation« of tho Sun¬
day liquor law.
Wo aro utterly at a loss to understand

why this should hnvo boon done, If sa»

loon-keepers oboy tho law, there Is no

danger of their 'being put in jail. We

insist that thle is not a question as to
whether or not It is morally wrong to

soli liquor on Sumday. rt is a quesUon
of violating the law. and those who vio¬
lato tho law should be punished and
tho punishment should bo so severo as

to make men afraid to violate It.
The Times-Dispatch is no fanatic on

tho subject of prohibition, as everybody
knows, but wo stand for tho observance
of law. Tho people of Virginia have de¬
cided that it is contrary to public policy
to dispensò lntoxlcatlng>drlnks on Sun-

day, and the ¿aw. is uphold by tho domi¬
nant sentiment of tho Stato. Time and
again, however, this law has been' vio¬
lated, and It seems to bo next to Im¬
possible to cnfor'co it. Now comes along
tho Legislature and does away with tho

jail sentence, and so 'virtually says to
the.saloon-keepers that If they are will¬
ing to pay the fine, they may sell liquor
as much,.as thoy pleaao on Sunday. It
Is argued against this that It Is now

made mandatory upon tho judge to re¬

voke tho license of any saloon-keeper
violating this law. But tuero are all
sorts of ways of getting around that. The
same man may tako out a license In the
name of somebody else and continuo to

ply bis trade. The fact that the Jail
penalty has been stricken out. means that
the law In going to be violated.

An Awakened Contemporary.
Tho Springfield Republican says:
"Tho Ohio city that Is our nanicsnko Is

located well· up In tho Interior of the
State, not. far from Columbus, tho capi¬
tal.
