???AT HAS BEEN DONE.
Mr. S· M, Woodward led oft with a re-

.vlew of the efforts made to secure this
frte bridge, the llrst·- stop being to procuro
the passage or ablll'to Incorporate-, the
"Manchester and 'Richftiond Free Bridge
Company. Ho recalled the fact that this
measure had been considered by the board
of. directors of the Chamber when pending
fcefore the Legislature, und that a serles
of resolutions endorslng.lt and requesting
that It 2? enacted Into law hart been
adopted by the board, and a committee
nppolmed to present the views of the,
body. ;'.
Subsequently, after Ihe passage of the

bill, the Chamber memorialized the City
Council oí Richmond In the.interest oi
the undertaking, but the matter was nt
that time tabled. It has now. however,
been revived upon mòre favorable terme."
Manchester lias passed an ordinance in¬
structing Its commissioners to Instituto
the proceedings necessary to keep tho
bill alive, which would otherwise expire
by limitation early In April, anA the
(question now la -wjiether Richmond will
co-operate. He recalled the fact that a

meeting of the friends of the project
Jild been held In the Chamber about forty-
days ago, and, as a result of this and
.other meetings and negotiations, an option
had been secured from the owners of the
bridge at *·127,500, which, after an Investi¬
gation of the tolls derived from the Hull
Street'line when, it was last running
over Mayo's Bridge and other public ser¬
vice .corporations.'appeared to bé a very
fair price. He further Informed the meet¬
ing that, from estimates received of The
American Bridge Company, a1,'. Urn-class-
new bridge, thirty, feet wide, sumclentto"'
accommodate two street car tracks, a
wagonwn'y and'a fllx-foot way for passen¬
gers with steel girders.' could he con-
Btructed for a cost within the limits of
the scheme proposed, which Is to Issue
S2iO,00O three and a half per cent, fifty-
year bonds, the principal and Interest to
be guaranteed by the cities of Manches¬
ter and Richmond, which bonds· would
be received by the owners of the bridge
at par for the purchase price of tl27,500,
and ihe residue of which. «'12,500, "tho
committee was'assured could be placed
nt nlnoty-slx c«knts In a dollar, the pro¬
ceeds of which would be ample to put the
scheme through. As to the revenue" of
the bridge, for twelve months prior to
October 4th, 15?2, when the through cars
of the Hull Street line had been dlverteil
»in account of the condition of the bridge,
Mr. Woodward stated that from the Pas¬
senger and Power Company some 16,000
had been received from a toll of 3-4
cent per passenger, according to a con¬
tract between- tho street car company
and the bridge company, good until 1912,

I and from the telephone company, $200;
that tho city of Manchester!would have
a rlgi'it to require the same-cars to run
¦over» tho new bridge; that withthls reve-,
nue, after paying Interest on the pro¬
posed issue of bonds, providing for a
sinking fund and for. repairs, they, esti¬
mated that there would bo at llrst a
deficit of about $2,750. but that the friends
of tho new bridge confidently believe
with the Imrreosed travel, which would
result, especially If tho Petersburg line
could be Induced or required to take that
route, the revenue, would be'sufficient'to
nillv meet all expenses.

TRAVEL WOULD BE LARGER. "-

Mr. Henry W. Wood directed attention
to the fact that tho street car company
had tried In every wat* to force travel
over tlie Free Bridge, including the ro-
fusal to give certain transfers on the
other route; that,the approaches to the
bridge were bad, and that.many 'people
were deterred from traveling over It by
npprehonslon as to Its' safety, but that,
under favorable circumstances, travel
would bo greatly .Improved, and that tho
Hull Street Une would 'be required to
again resume-Its servies over the bridge"
.when It-was put In proper condition. Ho
called attention to· the saving to Ihe
taxpayers of,Richmond and Manchester
which' would result from a free bridge:
to the increase in the taxable values of
property contiguous to tho brldgo which
would,- In his opinion, result, and to the
decrease In the trade of the Richmond
.merchants which hfid taken placo slnco
thn Hull'Street line was-diverted from
that route. Ho referred to the estimate
of the American Bridge Company nnd
to a suggestion that the Alnnchester nnd
Richmond Free Bridge Company should
own the wires and rail across the bridge,
and reiterated the staten-ent that tho
whole scheme could be carried through
for the bond Issue proposed. In answer
to a question as to a concrete bridge,
Mr. Wood said they· had somo prelimi¬
nary estimates from the Concrete Bridge
Company, at about'$91 per. foot, or a
total of from'JU0.O0O to.»115.000. making Its
first cost more than that of the bridge
of steel construction, but the.repair« to
which-> would be less. Ovbr both bridges
he said horses could trot, and there would
be sufficient width for vehicles to pas.?

Ga., asserted
that tho South does not need the help of

Congress "when that help consists of em¬

barrassment and discouragement to tho

manufacturers In their efforts to obtain
a percentage of the, foreign trade, ham¬
stringing ther.v and setting barriers In
the way of their progress in the Interest
of labor agitators and against the In¬
terest of the worklngman and woman."
Chairman McComaa asked if It Is not

a fact that the Southern manufacturers
aro a unit In protesting agalnot legisla¬
tion of any kind. Mr. Spalding said that
tho manufacturers had voluntarily adopt¬
ed regulations more severe than any leg¬
islation that had ever been proposed In
G-eorgLa, and that so .'far as child labor
was concerned, the young, boys and girls
that are employed are minding machines
where they, can play half of the time.
Ho declared also that" seventy-five per
cent. ,of the mills maintained .schools
and free books equal to the Stato schools,
and that it was a part of the regulations
that the'boys and girls should attend
the schools a certain number of months
each year. '

''"Why,"; said Mr.. Spalding, "my. mill
Is In the town, where President Roose¬
velt's father and mother were married.
