JUSTICE HARLAN DECLINES

Sees No Reason for Granting
Writ of Error, So Last Ave¬

nue Is Closed.

'ft would seem that all the avenues by
which former Alderman John M. King
had hoped to procuro ills reloaso-from
??'???? havo been blocked, and that he
will servo out tho full term of twelve

Governor Montague yostordaylflatly-de¬
nied the petition of King: for a commu¬
tation of sentence, nnd In so doing made
some (striking observations upon tho
c/line for which King Is now confined.
At tho sumo timo, Mr. Justice Harlan,

Of Iho United States Supremo Court, re¬
fused to. grant a writ of error in the
ease on the- ground taken several days
ano' by Chief Justice Fuller that no
Federal questions were Involved, nnd that
the court'was therefore without Jurlsdlc-
,tlon. The Slato Supremo Court somo
months ago denied King a writ of orror,
so there Is now no ray of-hopo left by
which ho may ho rolensed from prison
walls nntll the end of his term.

Governor's Observations.

I a giie in disposing of the caso, which was
widely mid favorably commented upon
yesterday, Is as follows: «.

Curious Case of a'· Woman'· Now
In the Henrico

Jail.'
WANT STREETS CLOSED UP

System of "Hawking," So-called,
Probably be Brought to'Atten¬
tion of Court.County News.

For more than three days Fannie
Shelton, a white woman, has .been en¬

gaged In-a weird and fantastic dance
from end' to end of the long passage-"
way In-front of a string of cells In the
second story of the Henrico Jail.
Thö case of the woman is 'remarkable,

and It premisos further developments.
She was'locked ??? In the Jail Saturday
night, and since that time has been

engaged In the ridiculous dance of which
she seems novar'-to grow tired. At first
sho raved of religion, then her mind
turned on-death'and war and destruction,
Hnd finally sho'has become volubly pro»''
fane. All tho while she is'dancing, night
nnrt day, and singing, arid the negro
majordomo of the. Jail.society says that
Instead of exhauslng hersolf she Is grow¬
ing stronger, apparently. A Chinaman
In a nearby cell occupies her attention'a
good deal. She dances In front of the.
closed door and yells at the yellow man
within. The woman was tried yesterday
before a commission of lunacy and was
declared to be insane.

It is expected that at the next term of
tho Circuit Court oí Henrlco'the attention
of Judge' Scott will be bought to tho fact
that around the courthouse there are
several persons employed by lawyers ns
"hawkers" or "agents" to secure business
for them. This is held to be a nefarious
practice, and If the facts are'proved,
there will be something doing this term
of tbe court .which commences on April
»th.

Notice has been posted at the court¬
house that on the flretTuesday of April
Thomas Atkinson and Roberta H. Atkln-
Bon will apply to the board of supervisors
to discontinue all the roads, streets and
alleys in that section Of the county
known las Mansfield, at the end of tho
Fifth Street viaduct, and near the Rich¬
mond Locomotive Works. The petitioners
set forth that they purchased. the land
from. Tanner, and. Ahem, who. had laid-It
off In streets, alleys and lots; that none
of these streets or alleys are opened or
are used ae such; that they are of no
benefit 'or; convenience to neighboring
property holders, and that they ,are ;of
great Inconvenience to the owner« and
interfere with the sale of the lands. The
paper asks the -board to appoint viewers
who will look. Into the matter and report
on -,the -advisability of closing' all the
streets- and: alleys. ..

Tbe other
boys were fourteen years of age. and my
boy happened to be in the crowd.

Dr. C. W. Kent, of the University of

Virginia, a .member of the State Board
of Education, was the next speaker. Dr.
Kent's address was devoted to present¬
ine-In clear and concise form the-,work
of the two last preceding sessions of the
General'Assembly as It effected tho edu¬
cational· system of. the. State., No such

systematic and concise statement has
hten' made es, to the effect of-the new

Constitution and the statutes onthe edu¬
cational, work of the State os that made
by Dr. Kent.

Dr. Mitchell's Address.
Dr. S. C. Mitchell, of Richmond

College, spoke briefly, congratulating
the .commission and the tpublic upon the
gathering there present rind upon the
varied classes of citizens interested in
tho movement. He referred with espe¬
cial satisfaction to tho fact that the
Governor of the State Is foremost in the
great work of promoting the cause of
education, and nctlvely enlisted In this
movement were the members of the State
Board of Education. There, were present
also presidents nnd professors of secta¬
rian schools, of schools of till kinds, busi¬
ness ..men and professional men not in
the Interests of any particular school
or denomination but in thé broader work
of advancing tlio cause of general edu¬
cation and stimulating a de^slre for it.
Ho directed attention, also to the fact
that the present educational revival in
the State wns not the work of the younger
men. hut. Judging by Iheir gray hulrs. of
tho older generation of the State. He
referred In most complimentary terms to
tho presence of Dr. Frazer and his Im¬
portant share In -arousing interest-In
the cause of educational advancement.
Ho took an optimistic view of the pros¬
pect for educational revival In the State.

A Plea for Bet.ter Pay.
Governor Montague Introduced, wltti a

highly complimentary reference to his
services nt home and nbrond, Dr. C. D,
Mclver, of. Greensboro, N. C, who has
done notable work In that State. Dr.
Mclver spoke for more than half nn·

hour, making a highly entertaining
speech, which embraced soma very gonel
points. He devoted considerable time to
showing, that tho public school teachers
and superintendents wore helng.pald such
meagre salaries that they could not de¬
vote their whole time and thought to the
work of their professlun. He took up the
report of the Superintendent of Publio
Instruction and read therefrom figures
as. to salaries paid teachers, showing that
there had been· practically no Increase in
thirty years. This, too, Is In the face of
tho fact that the teachers at tho begin¬
ning of.the public, school system In this
Stato. were crude and inexperienced,
whereas now they were well trained and
equipped, and in many cases had years'
experience. He drosv a parallel between
the pay of convicts and that of school
teachers, showing that the convict refllly
fares .better In I'cnitir.erBtlon than the
tenohe'r. Th« superintendent of the peni¬
tentiary receives more than the superin¬
tendent of public instruction.

Cannot. Live on Salaries.
He showed, too, that the county supei-

lnten,dente received such small salaries
that they could devote very little of
their time to school work, having to work
at other vocations to make a living,
He was not finding fault with them.
Some of them were very fine and·
throughly competent men. and all of them
wero probably giving more than value
received. The person who teacher for four
months and ditcher for Ibo rest of tho
year, Is'a ditcher, not a teacher, said he.
Dr, Mclver took thè average salary paid
'to.ten,chers and showed how utterly In¬
adequate it. was for mem to live on and
attend a normal In the summer, and
still havo anything loft with which to bo
a social being or to Improve herself by
recreation or travel or further education.
The teacher, ho contended, should bo of

equal standing and influence In the com¬
munity with the lawyer, the doctor and
any othtu- man In the community outside
the sphere of their professional training.
This could not ho expected when they
wore. paic| such pitifully Inadequate sala¬
ries for their responsible work, Dr.
Mclver disclaimed, any Intention to crlt-
lclee this State.· His qwjj was b.ehlii.l
Virginia. He pnld a lino tribute to Vir¬
ginia and expressed his pride In tho f'm
rlous history.nnd traditions of, the Bti
He congratulated It'on tuo awaked%

along educational line and the progres¬
sive spirit mfinlfestetl.
Dr. Melver tolls nn anecdote very

happily and liberally Interspersed Ills ad-
drees with them to the great amusement
ot his hearers. ,

THE COMMISSION'S WORK.
Officers Chosen and the Platform

Formulated in Full.
Tim Co-operative Education Commission

of Virginia held two sessions yesterday,
at wli/ch the organization begun on
Monday was perfected by tho selection of
Dr. 8. C, .Mitchell, of Richmond as
president; Mr. John A. McClllvray as
secretory, and Governor Montngtte, «3
chairman of the Executive Committee.
Tho Commission formulated Its plat¬

form of purposes nnd principles, and
eolocted therefrom three specific alms for
the attainment of which It will strltM
during the Interval botween this and the
next meeting. It decided to hold meetings
iif.ml-anntmlly and nt various points in
tlm Stato, rather than at any one spe·
.olile point. A resolution was adopted
authorizing tho Exocutlvo Committee to
formulato a plan by which various local
and other associations' mn.y bo [titillated
with tho Commission. It was determined
to request the Executive Commission to
prepare and Issue an address to the
people of the"State.·
This about sums up tho day's results.

The discussions lending to them were all
of nn Informal, not to say desultory,
character, and .hardly worthy, of roport In
(letnll. many of tho suggestions being
merely tentative, or If approved, Incorpor¬
ated In the outllno above made.

PROCEEDINGS IN DETAIL.
At .tho morning session 'the officers

were chosen as named above. Dr. Lyon
G. Tyler'; John T. "West and Hon. Armls-
lead C. Gordon were added to tho mem¬
bership of tho Commission. Tho Execu¬
tive Committee Ib constituted US follows;
A. J. Montague, chairman; S. C. Mitchell,
Mrs. B. B. Valentine, Dr. C. W. Kent,
H.-B. Frlssoll, C. E. Vaiwter and J. L.
Jarman.
Governor Montnguo- modo a personal

explanation, correcting a misquotation
of his speech on Monday by another
paper,
Dr. Robert. Frazcr spoke In advocacy

of consolidation of-country schools, ex¬

pressing tho opinion that the six thousand
in the State could be ndvantagensly re¬
duced to two. thousand. This was tho
best method of securing lengthening of
the school term.
Captain Vawtor commended tho term

co-operative in'the name of tho associa¬
tion and urged co-operation as-the key¬
note of the organization.
Dr. Southall, superintendent of public

Instruction, the next speaker, spoke In
advocacy of the Idea of school consolida¬
tion and an educational campaign to se¬
cure larger funds for the use of the
schools. He also urged organized effort
and flgltatlon- to secure keener interest
In educational reform and advancement
by the patrons of the schools.
Dr. Jarman expressed the view that the

people In many counties and districts
were not yet ready to vote additional
school taxes, but that by repented agita¬
tion and trial· they might lie brought to
tho appreciation of the Importance of
doing so.
DR. McIVKR'S PRACTICAL TALK.
Dr. C. D. Melver, of Greensboro, N. C,

urged the association to select one aim
and keep urging and agitating that one
until It was secured, Instead of attempt¬
ing to accomplish everything desired at
once. He suggested that- securing more
money w-ns 11 paramount purpose, and
that the results wore sometimes dlscour-·
aging-at first, but-repeated efforts showed
the growth of-sentiment therefor. Such
a oausc needed advocates to* keep It from
being obscured by the claims of candi¬
dates, who ore their own' advocates, tie
also urged harmony In every movement,
nnd to that end attempting notliln- on
which the agitating organization Is not
harmonious. Tho educators ,luid never
gotten the public ear. but were beginning
to do so now. He. urged more efficient
supervision of schools, and to that end
better remuneration Of superintendents.·
The discussion of tho .programme or

platform of principles, tentatively formu¬
lated on Monday, was taken'up and dis¬
cussed at some.length. The first principle
or reform contended for was a nliie-
months' term for every school. This was
adopted. Then the- other suggestions
wero taken up, discussoci and passed upon
until eight were agreed upon as "planas"
-In tho. Commission's platform.

AS TO KINDERGARTEN WORK.·.
The following'wan offered In; the form

of a suggestion by 'Mrs. William T.
Brookes, secretan,- of the Norfolk Kin¬
dergarten Association:
"Would-it bo possible to make It to the

advantage of tho primary teacher to seek
even a limited Instruction'in kindergarten
methods?
"The genernl opinion of authorities on

education is that the best results in both
kindergarten-and primary grades'will bo
reached only when tho teacher In each
department has some knowledge uf tho
workings of the other. This- opinion Is
based on the following:
"The principles of Froebel are univer¬

sal principles, and.tho kindergarten Is the
expression of these principles applied to
children before tho' school ago of ¿oven
years. When this. Is generally recogrr.zeJ.
and the best kindergarten methods are
made», not only the scientific baMs of
our public system, but a leaven which
will in time work Its Way up through all
the grados, then shall we be in the line
of modern progress·, and the schoo. room

will gain in happiness and- Inspiration,
both for pupils and toncliers.
Brs. Brookes alsocnlled attention to the

fact that while Richmond has now made
many strides ahead in the matter of ti ß
Introduction of public kindergartens, Nor¬
folk is the first city in-the State in which
tho Council voted money for this pi.r-
pose. AFTERNOON SESSION.
The afternoon session began at 3:Z0.

Dr. J. AV. Southall, superintendent of
public Instruction, presiding. The gr-'nler
part of the time.was consumed In an In¬
formal discussion of what should 00 in¬
cluded In the platform of principios and
purposes of the organization.
Prior to taking up this desultory discus¬

sion, Dr. Melver. of tho North Carol,na
Normal School, at G-reensboro, In ti.-

sponso to a coll. addressed tho commission
briefly. Ho spoke chiefly of the work of
kindred organization in-North Carolina,
which had.taken.precedence over Virginia
in organized effort for tho betterment, of
the public school system.'

He spoke also of the work
done al tho Normal School In Impressing
upon prospectivo teachers the Importance
of this phase, of their work.
THE COMMISSION'S PLATFORM.
Then the discussion of tho platform was

resumed, with the result that It was de¬
termined to Incorporate in this order
therein these eight alms or purposes, for
tho achievement of which this, organiza¬
tion und all subordinate or affiliated or¬

ganizations shall strive:
First.? nine months' school for every

child.
Second.? high school within ren.sonablo

distance of every child.
Third.Well trained teachers for ali pub¬

lic schools.
Fourth.Efficient supervision of schools.
Fifth.The introduction of. agricultural

and Industrial training Into the schools.
Sixth.Tho promotion of librarles and

correlation of public libraries and public
schools.
Seventh.Schools for the defectivo and

dependent classes.
Eighth.The organization of a citizens'

education association in every county nnd
city.

TO MEET SEMI-ANNUALLY.
It was determined lo hold nt least two

meetings of the Stale Commission each
year, the one Just held to constitute one
of the two se.liedulecl for this year. An¬
other is to bo held in tho autumn at a

place and time to ho definitely deter¬
mined and announced later. It is to bo
tho purpose of tho commission to meet at
different points seml-annually, instead of
holding all Us meetings nt ono place.
Dr. Frlssell, of Hampton, moved that

tho Executive Committee prepare ami Is¬
sue an address to the people of tho State.
Adopted.
Tho members of the commission wore In¬

formed that. It they would npply to thn
secretary, Mr. John A, McGllvray, their
expenses nt this meeting would bo paid,
it is understood that the funds for the
payment of expenses are furnished by thn
Southern Education Society, of which Dr.
Robert Frazer is tho representativo at the
meeting.

IMMEDIATE AIMS OUTLINED.
Dr. MUchell offered tho following res¬

olution, which was. unanimously adopted:
It Is the sense of tho Co-operatlvo Edu¬

cation Commission Hint an Immediate
offort should bo mado to organizo local
lay educational associât Iona in every com¬
munity, with ft view to

(1) The reinforcement of tho county
superintendent nnd teachers.

(2) The consolidation of schools.
(¡1) Tho Increase of local school taxa¬

tion.
(4) Tho improvement of schoolhouses

and grounds.
After some discussion óf the. subject of

formulating a general plan of organization
and government of subordinate njid af¬
filiated associations. Professor R. E.
Blackwell offered the following, and it
was adopted
"That tho ExocuUvo Committee be in¬

structed to formulate a plan upon which
the various local assocuuiu is muy ?«
fifflliate4 with the Co-operative Educa¬
tional Commission.'*'
Thereupon the commission, on motion

of Dr. Robert Fraser, adjourned, subject
to call.
