In some of tho British West Indian

possessions It 1 a culom, to orno oxtent
to call tho blacks negroes, and tho lighter
skinned members of the raco colored, but

that classification seems not. a practical
one, slnco it often would be difficult to

"draw tlio line" and placo a given man

or womnn In tho right class.,
"Coon" Is, senseless, stupid slang, and

wo do not blame the negroes for objecting
to It. As we bave said, wo can hardly
beliovo that It originated In tho South;
but wo do not profess to know Its his¬
tory.
It has tho slangy sound of tho minstrel

platform or side show nnd has been given
widespread diffusion by a certain popular
song.
"Coon" Is horrid; "darkoy" Is much less

offensive, but it lias no solid foundation,
and Is not used by purists in tho lan¬
guage. "Negro," however, is a fitting
and dignified word and only needs to be
disassociated from "nigger" to find gen¬
eral, though necessarily gradual favor.

uary, mo-l, personally pay, at least six
months prior to the election, nil Stato
taxes assessed or assessable ognlr.st h'm
under this Constitution.

not a war veteran you must pay your
poll tax befot-o May 7th, or you will not
bo permitted to volo In tho presidential
and bongrosBlonnl election next fall,
even though you woro registered In 1902
or 100U.

this tax, and unless they'pay up before
May 7th. the number of voters will bo
very, email.
