DID NOT LAND TROOPS.

Japs Attempt to Land Forces on

Korean Bay Shore, But Were
Met With Heavy Fire.

(By Associated Press.)
ST. PETERSBURG, April 18..An at¬

tempted landing by tlio Japanese on tlio
shores of Korea Bay, between Port Ar¬
thur and the Talu River, April 12th, was
frustrated by tho Russians. A Japanese
torpedo boat flotilla scouted the shores
of the bay, and It was received with
such a heavy fire from land batteries nt
Taku.
