thu presenco of so nitiny pronilnent Vlr-
glnlnns, educators nnd cltlzcns, Evory-
th'ng that has lo do wlth Amcrlcanlam
and truo dotnocracy ls promoted by this
iimtltutlon, sald ho. Mo was especlally
gratlflod by tho presenco of tho Govcrnor,
In whom tho natlou recognlzcd a man of
problty and honor, uphohler of law and
ordcr, nnd orlvocate of educat'on and all
that mtikcs for tho good of tho Stflte.

Governor Montague,
Oovernor Montague wns next callod on,

ahd, though not expectlng to mako a

tipoech, hb Is alroady preparcd when cdu-
catlon Is tho themo, and respondod wlth
an nddross that ovoked freqtient np-
plauso nnd warm commcndutlon. Ile
stntcd that ho had no prepared utter-
nnce, but was thero to pny hls respects
and extend hls tollcltatlons on tho o.x-

collent work of tho Instltut on. llo/com-
mondod the work bolng done, tho ordcr
everywhero manlfest and tho harmony
that charar.terlzed every sphere of actlon
and all the assoolatlons, and ouloglzert
Mr. Ogden on hls broad cathollclty and
power for good In tho Instltuto, and In
tho Southcm Educatlon Assoclatlon.
Educatlon knows nor.goographlcal bounds
nnd ls oonfined to no favored few, but^
ls for tho masses. Quotlng Patrlck
Henry's declaratlon, "I am an Ameri¬
can," as tho first expresslon of tho
uniflcatlon of the pooplo of this contl-
nent, ho cbmmended lts brcadth and np-
pllcd it to those gathercd at the Insti-
tut'e. AVith a well told anecdote, tho
Govornor upplled it wlth an appeal for
Justlco of rhen unto men as tlio polar
star of advanccment of tho natlon to
hlgher. and better llvlng. He expresscd
Iib bollof ln the ultimato solutlon of
every question affecting them by tho
Amorlcan people themselves.
Speaklng of tho so'.ution of the raco

question, ho sald this schoc* Js doing
moro for the upill'tlng ond Improvo-
mont of tho negro than any otlier Instl-
tutlon. Former generatlons had not un-
dorstood that the real object of educatlon
was to ptit a man Into work, not to
tako hlm out of lt. No people can rlse
who shun work, and nono save those
who reallzo that work Is elevatlng, up-
llftlng and ennobling can attaJn lts great-
est beneflts. Ho statcd that ho was not
concernlng hlmself with hlgher educa¬
tlon. Tako caro of the base; the summlt
wlll tako caro of itselt. Tho Governor
pleaded for a stlmulus to endeavor bascd
on tho I'dea thatla good farmer or me-
chanlo.Is a^'imich to be respected as a

good". presldentV .Ih affordlng Industrlal
and''.practlcal--edtioa'tlon wo are on.,the
rlght track ln tho'work of equtpplng
men for llfo and c^tizenship. If this gen-
erattbn ls given fundumontal educatlon
the next wlll bo still further advaneed.
Wo cannot educato, sald he; wo can'only
instruct; the students must educate them-
sclvos.
In closlng, the Governor addressed hls

remarks especlally to the negro stu¬
dents and populatlon. After refcrring
to thc State's efforts ln the iine of prac-
tlcal educatlon ot. tho negro, ho declared
wlth emphasls that it was well worth
the whlle of every colored man to galn
tho good wlll of iwery whlto man, nnd of
every whlto man to galn tho^good wlll of
overy'negi-o. Educatlon- is tho solu¬
tlon of all- problems.that educatlon
whlch appeals to tho hearts and con-
sclences of men. In closlng, tho Govprnor
mado ,an appeal for justlco of man to
man. Educatlon.-can ralse our ethlcal
standard and lll'um'Inos our pathway
moro nnd niore. The man that has done
hls best need not censuro hlmself, was
hls closlng thottght.

Educational Capitol.
After another song nnd chorus, Dr.C.

D. Mclver, of Greensboro. N. C, a well
known educational campalgner, was call¬
od upon and responded ln hls usual en-

tertalning style. Aftor compllmentlng tho
e.vccllent slnging, he charactcrlzecl Hiimp-
tnn Jnstitutis ns "tho educational capitaj
of tl;«-» ra.ee." Ho oxprosscd his pleas-
are at tho presenco of tho Governor and
the prowing interest ln educatlon, nnd de¬
clared that. every school teacher feels
giatefur to'tho Governor for hls efforts
ln tho cause of educatlon and of better
remuuoratlon .for teachors. Evory chlld,
anM l,o iiinnl hilVA a fnl.» r»V,i,rir»#> f,.sald lie, munt havo. a fnlr chunco to
work, to prcpare for work nnd to work
In the field, for which ho is prepared.
Dr. Mclver quoted tho dlvlslon of pooplo
into classes, nindo hy a famous man, as
follows: Ho that knows not and knows
not that he knows not ls a fool. Ho that
knows not, and knows that ho knows not,
is simplo: teacb hlm. Ho that knows
and knows not that he knows, ls nsteep;
awalten him. Ho that knows and knows
that ho knows Is o. wlso and useful man,
and will acconipllsh much good.
Tho Indlan students, boys and. glrls,

sang a medley of Indlan songs whlch
was unique in lts intorest for tho nudl-
ence. Then Dr. Frisscll read l,3ttc<i-s from
Dr. Joseph AV. Southall, suporlnondcnt of
publlo lnslructlon,'and' from Hon. Allon
Caporton Braxton, expressing thelr re-

grut ,it their Inablllty to bo prosont, and
commendlng educational offort along
practlcal llnos.
Dr. John Gruhtim Brooks, of Harvnrd

Unlvcrsity, wns the next speakor. After
a clovcr humorous Introduotion In wliich
ho tohi an auocdotc at tho ejeponso of
Mr. Ogden, Dr. Brooks spoko of tho klnd
..,; educatlon whlch wlll bust solvo tho
rilcc prbblem, for tho North as well ns

tho ffouth had lts problem In tlio Influx
of inmiigratlon t'roin Southern Europo,
p. prtfbtem as sorlous as that ln the
South. Ho roforrcd to Cccil Rhodos and
hls wonderful mustcry of tho probloms
coiifionting hlm In vSouth Africa. and
analyzcd hls succoss as duo to tho knowl-
edge by Rhodes of tho decpest motlves
tf a people, and his wllllngness to servo

them after understandlng them. You
cannot malto o'i0 *>leV '" educatlon, said
ho wlthout gettlng to understand people
bottcr. and the klnd of teachlng here
makes you moro essential to your peoplo
and equips you to servo them,

flrst to rospoud to tho call for outsldi*,.
aaslstanco by sendlng its oxcellent flro
orcanlzatlon to tho strlckon clty, ls about
forty mlles dlstant from Toronto. Buf-!
falo. X. Y.. whlch also rendorcd hlghly
offcctlvo uld. ls ahout ouo hundred and.
flftecn mlles dlstant by rall, tho flro
compunles from th.it clty havlng to gp
by way of Hamllton.
