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Death of Colonel Chesterman.
Tho Death Angel has vlsited tho houso-

hold of Tho Tlmes-Dlspatch and de-

atroyed a beloved and useful member.

Colonel W. D. Chesterman was ono of

tho best informed newspaper mon ln tho

Btfitd an editor of character, dlscrlml-

natlon and sound Judgment, and his scr-

vlces to thls paper were lnvaluable. He

entered tho newspaper fleld when a young

man, and grew up ln tho professlon.
Blnco tho war, ln whlch, by the

way, he was ono of tho bravest nnd most

falthful of confederato soldlers, he had

been IdenUflod wlth tho press of Rlch-

mond, a-nd lt ls hard to thlnk of Rlch-

mond Journallsm without thlnklng of

Chesterman. He began as roporter and

learnod that branch ofv tho work well.

Thls was excellent trainlng for him as

editor, for It developed In him a keen

senso of newai lt ennbled him to acqulre
much valuable lnformatlon, and gavo

him wlso rilscrlmtnatlon'ln tho choice of

subjectr .or aiscusstqn. He was, pcr-

haps, the best clty editor of hts day and

generation. and under the namo of "Ches-

ter" ho becamo famous as a Rlchmond

oorrcBpondent and contrtbutcd much to

tho newspapers ot othor cltlcs, No man

know nows better than he; no man bet-

ter than he understood tho valuo of a

newa item, and no man was more caroful
and palnstaklng ln tho propafation of

his copy. Ho wns a stfckler for nccu-

racy, and he consldered an error In Jour-
nalism senrcely less than a profcsslonal
sin.
After ho becamo odltor of the Dlspatch,

several years ago, he dlrected its pollcy,
and ho was a power ln the polltlca of
Vlrginia, nlthough ho iilmsolf waa never

an office-seeker. Belng a man of; mental
polse and of aound judgmor.t, he waa fre-
quently consulted by politlclana and by
publlo men gonerally, and whlle ho waa

slow to glve an oplnion, hla declalona,
when glven, were generally wlae. Ho waa

emlnently Kucceaaful ln guldlng tho £jf-
falra of the Dlspatch, and that pnper
waa both Influentlal nnd profltablo under
hls management. Ho wna a /orceful
and influentlal wrlter, for ho threw
hls oharacterj. into his work. Belng
thoroughly 'ih -fovo wlth Vlrginia and
P.lchmond and tho DernoctaUc party, and
havlng all tho irUerosts of hls own

peoplo at heart, ho waa always loyal and
falthful, and tho Dlspatch. under hls
control, could be counted upon always to
cspouso tho Just causo of tho Vlrginia
peoplo, whatever that causo mlght be.
For thla reason wo hellovo thnt W. D.
Cheatcrman exerted aa powerful an in-
fluence aa any editor who prcceded
hlm.
Having been a cltlzan of P.lchmond all

hla llfe, ho grow up wlth tho clty, bo to
speak, and saw it paas through aevero

ordeala, nnd aaw It como out of thom
lc trlumph, and prosper. Ho knew tho
htatory of Bichmond as fe.w eltlzena
know It. and sotno of tho best and moat
charmlng work that ho dld waa of a
remlnlacont charaotor. llo wroto moat
dellghtfully and lnstructivcly of men
and lnstitutlona and hlatorlo bulldlng.s,
and hla contrlbutlons to tho hlstory of
tho clty wero maay and valuablo.
But, ln addltion to all this, he wna a

aort of lnstructor ln journallBin, and
no man in tho Stato haa had so rnany
puplls and euch successfull puplla aa

I)allas Cheslorman graduated from hls
SOhool. if a young man In tho omploy-
rnent of the paper ahowed talent and
dlBpoaltlon to succeed, Colonel Chester-

Ho gnve lt tho

beneflt of his rlc'h experlenco nnd hia
good jtirigment. Ho mado valuablc sug-

gestlon's from tlmo to tlmo. Ho wroto

regularly for tho edltorlal columns,
nnd in ndditlbn conducted wlth slngular
nhlllty tho Confederato colttmn and
tho column of querlos and answers

ln tho Sundny paper. Ho was al-
ways respectful nnd dcferontlal to

his assoclatcs, and they found ln him

a dellghtful compnnlon. n most tiseful
nsslslnnt and guldo, and Wlthout oxcop-

tlon they became devotedly attached to

him as a frkvnd. Ho was always bo

gentlo nnd considerate; always so brlght
nnd cheerful, ln splto of bodlly suffcr-

Ing, thnt he wns a comfort and a Joy to

our household, and lt la ln profouhd sor-

row nnd wlth a sense of lrropnrnblo
personal loss that wo glvo him to the

tbmb.
Ho bullded his own monumont. and

tho Tecord of his Hfo is his noblest
epttaph. ,

Cleveland and Parker.
It haa boen tlma and agaln aurmlacd

that. Judge Parker ls lndebted to Mr.
1-learst for hls presidential boom. If

there had been any doubt on tho sub-

ject Mr. Cleveland romoved It ln an

lntervlew glven out two days ago, in

whlch ha sald that hls origlnal judgmcnt
wna that elther Mr. Olnoy or Judge
Oray mlght havo proved tho strongest
candldato * for tho Democracy, but that
clroumatanceE and tho etato of publlo
sentlmont wero such that months ago

it became apparent that Judgo Parker

was tho man upon whom the conaerva-

tlvo element of tho party could and
ahoiild concentrato. "Some months ago,"
contlnues Mr. Cleveland. "conservaUve
leadors of Democracy began to expe-
rlonce alarm over tho strength thla man

Hearat waa aeemlngly devoloping. I took

no atock ln tho Hearat candldncy my-

aclf, but realizlng tho necesslty for check-
Ing a movemont Whlch mlght grow for-

mldable, I occupled ground ln common

wlth a mimber of othera and gavo out
a statcment .favorlng'Judgo Parker for
tho nomlnation."

It wna seen that the only way to head
off tho Hearat boom waa for hls op-

poncnts to1 concentrato on aomo one man,
and Parker seomed to bo tho most nvall-
ablo. But for the Hearat movement we

doubt lf Parker would have been

atronger than a number of other prom-
lnent Pemocrats whose r.ames have been
mentlonod.
Mr. Cleveland says that Judge Parker

waa not hls flrst cholco, but he also
makes It plaln that ho haa entlre con-

fldence In tho ablllty nnd qualiflcations
gcnerally of tho New York Judgo for
the presldcncy, and thlnka that tho

party would make no mlstako ln nornl-
natbig and electlng hlm. Tho Tlmoa-DJs-
patch occuplej much tho samo positton.
We know very llttlo about Judgo Parker,
and we could namo mon rr.oro to our

cholce, but so far na we can ascertaln
there la nothing ngalnst Judgo Parker,
nnd ao seems to bo tho most availablo
man ln tho raco.

Mr. Cleveland ln hls lntervlew also
took occaslon to exprcss tho oplnlon
that tho platform to bo adopted at St.
Louls should ho ahort, treatlng only ofi
tho atrongest po'.nts at lssue. "There
ls partlcular reason," sald he, "why this
platform should he ahort nnd strong
and thoroughly boltomed upon funda-
montal Dcmooratlo doctrlncs, If Judgo
Parker la to bo the party candldato.
"Tho two polnts of ottack ln a polltl-

cal campalgn aro the canuiuato and tho
platform. If tho candldato bn vulnera-
blo, not ao muoh attentlon will he puld
to. tho platform. But when, ns In tho
oose of Judgo Parker, tho candldato ran-
not ho aaaalled upon any Bupportablo
gi'OUnd, tho platform la atiro to bo
Btudlfld mlmitoly and orltloftlly by our

oppdnenta, and must bo so conatructed
as to bo wholly free from weak polnta."
Thla eeema to ua to be, good polltlcal

sonae. There ls no occaa'.on thla year for
goiiig into long apoolftcatlons nnd maklng
all aorta of promlaes ln detail. Tho
great Uaue now la hetween old-tlme De¬
mocracy nnd latter-day Bepubllcnnlsm,
ns Interpreted and prnctlced by Bnoae-
velt. We bellevo that tho tlmo haa oomo
when tha mnaaes deslro a chango of ud-
mlnlstratlon from Bepubllcanlsm to De-

rnocracy, und that should bo rnado tho

parampunt fsaue, We should iirociaim
and pledgo our.selvea nncw to Democrailc
prlnciplea; wo ahould, Indlct the Heptihll-
can party for its numeroua alns; and we

may aofely proinlae that lf the Deuiocratlc
party la reatorod to power it will reform
all tho abuses of Boputillcanlam and ro-

aloro an honest government of the peo¬
ple, t-'.onomically ndmlnlstored.

Southern Chivalry.
It ls nnnounced thaV, tho students of

Lehlgh Unlverslty, Ponnslyvanla, recent-
ly asscmbled In mnss-meetlng nnd adopt-
od tho honor system ln tho conduct of
oxnmlnatlons, subjoct to the approval ot
tho faculty. Thls system ls alrcady In
operatlon nt Prlnceton, and other north-
ern Instltutlons have been for some tlme
pnst consldcrlng tho questlon of lts adop-
tlon. ,

Tho honor system orlglnatcd, wo be-
llovo, at th© Unlverslty of VIrglnla. At
ftny rate It has been tho rulo at that
instltutlon from tho bcglnnlng and has
also been tho rulo of other Vrglnla In¬
stltutlons of learnlng and of tho unl-
versltlcs and colloges genernlly of tho
South.
Under thls system tho questlons of ex-

nmlnatlon aro wrltten on tho hoard and
tho students tako their placos ln the
class room and wrlte out tlie answors as

best thoy can, wlthout effort on tho part
of tho faculty to watch them. / They aro

at perfect llberty to come and go as they
pleaso, tho only rcnuirement belng that
each and every stutlent sliall wrlto at
the foot of his examlnatlon paper thls
pledge: "I pledgo my honor that I have
nelther glven nor recelved any asslstanco
durlng thls examlnatlon."
Each student ls thus put absolutoly

upon his honorablo responslblllty. and lt
ls as much a vlolatlon of his pledge to
assist a fellcrw student as to recelvo as¬

slstanco from any source. The students
thcmsclvcs aro tho custodlans of tho
system, and aro a court of jugtlce unto
themselves. Whenover any student at a

southorn collego has beon caught cheat-
Ing, and the lnstances have been exceed-
Inly raro, the students themselves havo
held a sort of drum-hoad court-martial,
and upon convlctlon havo escoTted the
convict to the traln and sent him away.
We beliove that thls system has done

more than any other Instrumentallty to
promoto honor and chivalry among
southern men. Tho honor system ls not
conflned to examlnatlon. Students of
southern Instltutlons aro requlrod under
thls rulo to conduct themselves as hon¬
orablo men, arid whenever any ono of
them commlts a breach of etlquetto or

proprlety, or becomos so notorlously
Immoral as to make hlmself an offenso
to the Etudent body, ho ls lnformed by
a committeo of his fellows that his
presenco ls not deslrahle, and thero Is
no appeal from that verdlct. It ls equiv-
alcnt to expulslon, and cvojry such con¬

vict takes his depnrturo at tho earllest
opportunity, standlng not upon tho brder
of his going. Wlthln tho past session,
ono student has been thus expelled from
tho Unlverslty of VIrglnla for InsUltlng
a lady, and two cadets from the Vlrgir.ta
Polytechnlo Institute for a smllar o(-
fense. It is an unwrltten law, but lt ls
nono tho less surcly a law "whlch altoroth
not."

Tho memberB of tho Leglslaturo who
are looking for a Bito for a now normal,
must havo gotten lost in tho Valloy.
