was lynched by other negroes. Woods
was a deacon in his church and a pious
old negro. It Is said he discovered a
number of negroes playing "craps" and
threatened that ho would report them to
the grand Jury. Afterwards'the church
was burned down, and two days later,
while plowing In thé fields, he was seized
and strung up to a tree near by.

intendent of Schools Stuart that no such
Incident had occurred hero. Of course, no¬

thing of the kind had occurred In Washing¬
ton, ond that It occurred In Pittsburg may
bo a matter of doubt.
My attention was called to the Incident as

printed In sorno of tho Now York papers.
