THE STAB-SPANGLED BANNER
BY FRANCIS SCOTT KEY.

Francis Soott Key, berti 1779« died 1143, was a native of Frederick county, Md. On*
September 12, UH, durine th« war of 1818, with England, Key went out to tho Hrltlsh
flagship In the Chesapeake Bay under flag ot truco to ask tho retcaso of ono of his
friends who had been captured whon the British burned Washington. Tho mimimi
promised to Brant Key'o request, but detained him on board to prevent word bolng car¬

ried ultore of th« Intended attack of Port MtiHenry at Baltimore.
The British admiral has deolared that ho Would malt« thn defenders of tho fort haul

down the fist, and so Key, all durine the night watched with straining eyes until the
bombardment ceased. Before day break he was again on deck, nnd when ,tho first ray
of light showed the flag still floating, his Joy knew no bounds, Ho scribbled sotno notes
on the back of an envelope, which he put Into verse whllo returning in a small boat to
Baltimore. A tew day« later the verses wcro adapted to tho air of an English song,
"To Anaoroen In Heaven." The text of the eons hero given Is that of tho original
edition of Key'ß poem··

O say, can you see, by tho dawn's early light,
What bo proudly wo hailed ul tho twilight's last

gleaming.
Whoso broad stripes aij-i bright stars, through tho peril¬

ous fight,
O'er tho ramparts we watched were so gallantly

streaming! \
And tho rocket's red glare, tho bombs bursting In nlr,
Gave proof through tho night that our flag wtte »till

there|
