of thunderous applause and Interruptions
of various sorts, John Sharp Williams,
temporary chairman of the convention,
to-day delivered a notable address, which
eounds the keynote of tho Potuocraoy
of the future.

A Curious Boast.
There follows something, however, whloh

will be taken seriously. Tho Secretary boasts
that the per capita of circulation of mofflïy
among the people In tho United States In-
creased from »23.14 in March, 1897. to £11.02 In
May last, and that the credit for that and
tho consequent prosperity following It was
due' to the Republican party. ..What a. curi¬
ous boast this Is for those lately denying so
strenuously that Hie quantity of money had
anything to do with the value of. money, of
tho price of other things .as measured In

! money, or .with an ascending scalo ot price«
or with national prosperity. This was all
denied but yesterday. Now It Is asserted that

pro ritta share of tho world's stock of money
metals, thereby Increasing their own stock

,a moment's notice and entirely within his
own discretion. What do the men who believethat tho government ought lo, go out of Ihnhanking business and the men who bóllesethat the banks ought to go out of the gov¬erning business, think of this remarkable, thisboastful assertion that one man In the UnitedStates can and does contract and expand thecurrency which furnishes the Ufo blood ofcommerce at his osvn sweet Will?

Root's Ingenious Mind.
The temporary chairman then told thecountry that the act to expedite hearings ofth« trust cases, namely, the set of Febru¬ary 11, 1903, was "Republican leglslstlon."He forgot to say that every Democrat votedfor It, and yet that is my recollection. The Republican Platform.
But to go Into the authoritative otttBinceof the Republican party In convention assem¬

bled. The platform, llko tho temporary chair¬man's sp odi, deals chiefly in tho boast that
thu Republican party Is responsible for every¬
thing good which has happened. It also dealt
much In ancient history. It did well to goback fifty years ago. The present Republl
can party needs a running start of fully fifty
years to enable the Imagination of the Amer¬ican people to Jump over Its present obstrue
tlveness and Its evasion of live Issues, which
lie In its pathway to «ucees» In this year of
1901. The platform, in speuklng of tho ac¬
cess of the Republican party to power after
Mr. C'Involami'» second administration hud
expired, use« this language! "Wn then found
tho country, after four years of Democratic
rule, in evil plight, oppressed svlth misfor¬
tunes and doubtful of tho future. Publio
credit had been losvered. revenues were de¬
clining, the debt wus growing, the adminis¬tration's altitud« toward Kiialn was feeble
and mortifying, its. .standard of values wos
threatened and uncertain. Labor was un¬
employed. Husmees wtu sunk in the dépres¬
sion which succeeded the paulo of 189.?. Hopes
was fulnt and confidence svas gone."

A Paraphrase.
Suppose I puraphr.tse that utterance by say¬

ing that "when Mr. Cleveland succeeded to
the presidency In Marchi 1193, after four
years of Republican administration under Mr,
Harrison, the Domcratlc party found the
country,' after a .long period of public mlsrul«
and extravagance, In evil plight, oppresse)
svlth misfortune and doubtful of the futur«,

wore declining." The outgoing ndmlnlstra-
tlon was preparing and had prepared to Issue
bonde A government deficit was confessod.
The panic, which had devastated tho world,
win relentlessly approaching our shores. ?
long saturnalia of extravagance, public and
private, and of reckless speculation had bpen
already followod by depression. Corn was
burned for fuel In Kansas and elsewhere In
tho West In 1890, and after. Cotton was at
or below tho prlco of production. Tho acute
reaction, which we call panic, was Inevitably
approaching, even before Mr. Cleveland was
elected. "Business was sunk In tho depres¬
sion," which preceded the panic ot 1803.
"I»abor wa» unemployed," or poorly remune¬
rated In factory or field, especially In the
latter. Indeed, business depression, especially
In agrlculturo and the lack of adequate re¬
muneration for labor, taken together with the
high, prices of manufactures under the Mc¬
Kinley act. "High prices especially accen¬
tuated to public realization by tho contrast¬
ing starvation prices of agricultural product?,
which had begun to prevail In 1890 and hud
continued moro or less persistently since,"
these constituted the chief Industrial reasons
In tho public mind for turning Mr. Harrison
and tho Republican» out and putting Mr.
Cleveland and the Democrats In.
To go on with the paraphrase: "tinder

Harrison's administration for three year»
hope was faint and confidence gone. The
"plight of the people" was so desperato that,
like drowning men, ¦' they were "catching, at
straws." Many nostrums were being sug¬
gested. Agrarlanlsm and State .Socialism in
the shape ot subtroasury and other scheme
were' rifo from 1880 and thence on. "Tho
two old parties," as they Were called, wero
blamed for lt, all but the one in power wus
blamed most, hence tHo out of power got In.
Men advocating these nostrum» In the state
of public desperation, then existing, counted
their audiences throughout the sufforlng
West and depressed South, no longer" by rium¬
bers, but by the acre.'

The Truth of It.
Who will deny the historical truth of a

single sentence of the paraphrase? "Why pre¬
tend to havo forgotten all this? Why not.be
honest with tho people, an men ought to be?
It Is true that after the election» of Mr.
Cleveland the chronic business depression
continued. ¡

It is true that it became acute; In a word,
reached the banks.and then tho fright or
panic o( 1893 came, which was not a local
or American condition, but one which existed
from where A'lcnna now lies on the Danube
to where Bennos Ayres commands Its bay,
one whose -foundations hair been laid long
before lt reached us almost last among the
nations. Then with the panic upon us moro
nostrums of a national character wore sug¬
gested to cure an ovil of world character.
One of them, as you will remember, was the
repeal of the purchasing clause of thn Sher¬
man act. This'-nostrum was suggested by
.wise men, and lt was administered to t]i«
patient. It did no good, of course. Th«
panic went on, woni, on until when? lt
went on until the boll upon tho- body commer¬
cial having burst- thn poison of speculation,
boom values and credit operations was re¬
leased fremi the system. It went on until
agriculture, the basic industry, revived, in
the midst of tho panic all the wise mon. and
chief among them, the Republican leadfrs,
told us that "If was lack of confidence In.the
money of the country" that had brought on
the panic. The Democratic administration,
with a sufficient number of votes of both
parties In tho two houses bohlnd It took that
view of the situation and demanded and se¬
cured tho passage of tho act repealing tliu
purchasing clause of the Sherman act, thereby
for the first time practically establishing the
gold standard in the United State». Without
either free or limited coinage of standard
silver money, the country was Ire-nediately
after tho passage of that act actually a» It
has been, »bice, and a» It I» now, and as it is
destined ta remain for a length of time beyond
my power of computation on a gold basin.

I was not one of those who thought the
legislation adopted wise, hut wise or unwise
the result ts an accomplished fact, "plain,
palpable nnd obvious" to all men who have
common sense, and like ninny nnother step In
history It Is beyond recall or hope of recall.
This acconipllBhed fact was the fact of a
gold basis accomplished then not by the Re¬
publican party, but by the dogged persist¬
ency and Indomitable will of firover Cleveland,
aided. It Is true, by Republlran legislator»,
who thought they saw In It the final dlfrup·
tlon ot the Democratic party. That was in
the main their motive. Now they would
"steal his thunder" nnd this Republican
platform boasts that It was the Republican
party which established the gold basis. More¬
over, they would now eat their" word» and
their votes of 1893, and tell us that th« panic
WBs not brought about, as they then said,
by "lank of confidence In our money nnd
too much silver," but, forsooth, bv ? tariff
act which was not passed until more thanva
year after, to-wlt: In 1594, when the panic,
that I» the acule and fright stago of depiea»
slon, was virtually over.

Must Eliminate Poison.

The first of
these was famine In India.no Indian wheat
to compete In th« American market with ours
Simultaneously with an Immense -American
crop of wheat and no crops elsewhere Wheat
rose from about IS to about .0 cents In a few
weeks during the ..Bryan-MeKlnley campaign
while. Cleveland Jwas yet President. There
Is not a mon within the sound of mv voice
who dose not remember that. With "seventy
cent wheat farmers could pay the retnllers
the debts dun them and the retailers could
buy more goods; the retailers, with tmoti
shelves or shelves becoming empty by sains
could order from the Jobbers; the i-ibber«
who had been overetpeked were enabled then
to order from the factories. When the fac¬
tories got orders then they had a reason for
making goods, and they prceeded to makethem, and then the wheels of industry went
round. The farmer In the wheat country with
seventy cent wheat could pay "the baker
the butcher and the candlestick maker " ami
then they could pay others and thoy in turn
could buy more goods. This emWss chainof human relationship In the world of com'
merco Is no mysterious thing to anybody ex-
cent a platform making politician'.But wheat going up had another effect.When wheat went up during the campaignwhile silver bullion went down, there was
thereby furnished a seeming objeot lesson of
the inaccuracy of the contention of Mr Brian

farmers In the wheat belt who. had originally
been Republican» anyhow and who had gonooft* from the Republican party because of their
