THE YOUNG MAN DISCHARGED

He and a Friend Were· Firing at
a Target and Did Not Sec

Ill tho Police Court to-day, W. 8. Powell,
the young- man who fatally shot George
Lawrence Bnttirday evening, was dis¬
charged. The evidence proved to Ihe
latlsfnctlon of Justice Brown that the
ihoolmg was accidental and he did not
leem It necessary to send tho case on

to tho grand jury,
Powell was arrested a few minutes

lftcr tho shooting and was later released
»n a bond of $500 for hi« appearance to¬

day. At that time It was supposed that
Ilio wounded man would recover. Sat-
»rday night it was discovered that tho
bullet, which entered the lower, part
uf tho abdomen, had penetrated the In¬
testines and yesterday afternoon Law¬
rence breathed his last.
Tho« peculiar -circumstances surround¬

ing the shooting caused the affair to
ttttriAt a greaA deal of attention. Law¬
rence, who was an old man, employed in
tho machine shop at the shipyard, is
said to have been very drunk Saturday
afternoon and he went into the power
house of the Consumers' Light, Heat and
Ice Company. The plant Is not In opera¬
tion and the old man crawled under a

work bench and dropped off to sleep.
AboutV? o'clock Powell and a youngman

named Chiidress 'strolled into the plant
and engaged In target practice. They
put up a target, selecting for a stand
the bench under which Lawrence was

peacefully sleeping. Powell fired his re¬

volver several times and then a groan
Issued from beneath the bench. Upon
making an'Investigation, the young men

, discovered to their horror that the sleep¬
er had received the full benefit of a .28.
calibre hall.
STABBED THE SALOONKEEPER.
News reached here to-day of a serious

cutting affair, which occurred nt North
Newport News Saturday night. Because
the bartender refused to sell him more

whiskey/"Frank Swain, a drunken negro,
slabbed and probably fatally wounded
Otis Baker, a white saloonkeeper. The
knife penetrated Just helow the heart
and entered the left lung. The nogro
made his escape, and has not yet-been
located. ? posse of men scoured tho
woods above tho city all day yesterday
and last night.
William Hickey, tho young man who

was stabbed by Cleveland McCullough
several days ago, is sttll In a sericina
condition, although the doctors now think
he has a fighting chance for life. McCul¬
lough Is In Jail and no effort has been
made to have him balled. The boy.will
be given a hearing In the Police Court
Thursaa'y.

HENRY REPUBLICAN
FACTIONS FIGHT

The Outs Bolt and H.-.ld a Con¬
vention of Their

Own.
(Special to The TImcs-DIspateh.)

MARTINS VILLE, VA., August l.-There
was another entertaining Republican ex¬

hibit in tho courthouse here Saturday af¬
ternoon, th'e fun being Injected Into the
proceedings by an aggressive contingent
of restive and unreeoncllable protestants
against the regular organization, who
have sought for several years to unhorse
the existing regime.
The occasion was a county mass meet¬

ing to elect delegates to, the congressional
convention at Stuart. About one hundred
and seventy-five participators were pres¬
ent, of whom at least one hundred and
fifty seemed to bo standing by the regu¬
lara, under the leadership of Postmaster
C. P. Smith, arid the others, some fifteen
or twenty, perhaps, were arrayed under
the Jones-Anglin banner. With their
overwhelming majority, the Smith-Brown
people, or regulars, had no difficulty in
maintaining complete control, but the
Jones-Anglinltcs are persistently aggres¬
sive, and what they lacked in numbers'
they made up in noise.
After much turmoil, on a division of

the sheep and. the goats, so to speak,
Smith y-as made temporary chairman.
In the course of the proceedings such
unparliamentary expression's as "damn
He" were occasionally thrown in to
heighten interest or clinch an argument,
and friendly officeswere at one time ne¬

cessary to pnçyent physical violence.
The Anglinites soon withdrew to them¬

selves, electing their own delegates and
perfecting al separate county organiza¬
tion, with J. B. Anglln chairman and
J. >"; vWells secretary.

CHESTERFIELD, VA., August 1..The
Finance Committee of the County' School
Hoard held a meeting here to-day to
check up the disbursements of the past
fiscal year in connection with the school
machinery, 'and to get things in shape
for the county'superintendent of schools,
William A, Blankenshlp, to make hl3 re¬

port to the County School Board at tho
meeting to be held here

*

to-morrow.
Messrs. J. A. Salle, David Moore and J.
A. Strachan composed the Finance Com¬
mittee, but the secretaries of the several
district boards of the county were also
present at the meeting.
The'total revenue received last year for

the conduct of the public schools of the
county was In the neighborhood of $2G,-
000. The Board of Supervisors has been
asked by .the School· Board to lay the
same levy for the coming year as they
did last year for school expenses, namely,
twenty cents on the hundred dollars of
property value for county and district
school funds. The Board,of Supervisors
have designated the loth of this month
as the day for laying the levies for 3905.

THE FISHER-GOULD SUIT

Argument as to the Admission
of Mr. Anderson's Remarks

to the Record.

(Special to"The Times-Dlspatch.V
PBTERSFJUnO, VA. Aug. 1..Tho suit

of it. J3. Burton vs. W. H. Lane, a drug¬
gist, of this city, claiming 175 damages
for the death of a cow, alleged to havo
been caused by an error on the part of
Mr. Lane in filling a prescription, was

tried In tho Hustings Court this morn¬
ing. Mr. Burton, the owner of tho cow,
claimed that tho animal died from an

overdose of rpilnlne, erroneously put into'
the prescription by the defendant, who as¬

serted that tho prescription called for
quinine and that tho amount given was
not an overdose.
The case was argued by Mr. Charles T.

Lassltor for the plaintiff, and by Mr. W.
R. McKonnoy, for the defentlunt.
The Jury allowed the plaintiff $15 dam¬

ages, the defendant to pay tho costs of
tho case.

FISHER-GOULD MATTBB.
Messrs. Frank W. Christian, H. W. An¬

derson and M. M. Martin, counsel for
tho defendants in the Fisher-Gould case,
came over Ifrom^Rlchmond on the elec¬
tric car line at midday and wero at work
on tho matter' pf Uio Tecelvershlp all
fhe afternoon.
Counsel for the defendants vigorously

opposed the efforts of the plaintiff's coun¬
sel to put In the official record· of the
case the remarks of Mr. H. W. Anderson
on July 17th, announcing to the court
the appointment by Judge Waddlil of re¬

ceivers for the Virginia Passenger and
Power Company. Mr. Anderson claims
that he made the announcement purely
as a matter, of personal privilege and not
as a representative of any party to the
case and maintained that such a state¬
ment was permissible to any authorized
rtcmber of the Virginia bar, and does not
belong In the official record of the case

and should not be mentioned in the de¬
cree of receivership.
Mr. R. B. Davis, of counsel for plain¬

tiffs, admists Mr, Anderson's plea of
personal privilege, but stoutly contends
that after .the fact of an appointment of
receivers for the defendant company has
come to the. knowledge of this court, the
court should'act thereupon. The question
was, vigorously contended by the respec¬
tive counsel.·

NO RECEIVER YET.
' Judge Mullen heard argument to-night
on the granting of a suspending order, oí
ninety days, appealed for by defendants'
counsel. In order to restrain the decree
or .receivership of the IVrgtnta Passenger
and Power Company, ¦ granted in this
court, until the case could be brought be¬
fore the Supreme Court of Virginia. The
court did not render its decision on that
question and took the matter under con¬

sideration untili Thursday morning when
the case will again be brought up.
No receiver lias yet been appointed.

CITY FINANCES.
Mr. Geo..Cameron, Jr., chairman of the

Finance Committee of the City Council,
submitted to that body at its regular
monthly meeting this afternoon his report
for the month of July and presented the
annual report of the city treasurer, Mr|
C. A". Slaughter, for the fiscal year end¬
ing June 30th. The report shows a cash
balance on hand of $34,044.97 and shows
that the city's sinking fund amounts to
$441,571.00.

TIDEWATER SURVEY.
Line Coming Down the Staun-

ton River From Roanoke.
(Special to The Ttmes-DIspatch.)

CHASE CITY, VA., August 1..Major
F. B. Houston, division engineer of the
Tidewater Railroad, has been here several
days viewing the surrounding country,
rireparatory lo a preliminary survey.
This road comes down the valley of Staun-
ton River, from south of Roanoke city
and crosses tho Richmond and Danville
Railroad near Randolph station, In Char¬
lotte county. There is now a large force
employed on the survey. This· town Is
nearly in a direct line In the course ot
this new road to the.sea, and the natural
and most practicable route seems to be
by here, and tho topography of the coun¬
try favorable for Its location.
State Lecturer and Organizer S, L.

Adams, of the Farmers' Protective.Asso¬
ciation, is actively engapred In forming
lodges In Mecklenburg. Ho says "there
should be a club at every schoolhouso In
the bright tobacco belt, and establish
this principle of Justice that the farmer
has the right of naming a fair.and profit,
able price on tobacco. Manufactured has
a uniform high price from year to year;
why not leaf?" Mr. Adams is from Char¬
lotte county nnd an untiring worker.
One farmer in a mile of this place re¬

ports he has Just finished threshing his
crop of wheat, and from a sowing of
thirty-six bushels the yield was 812 bush¬
els, a little over twenty-two and a half
to one seeded,
Farmers sa? corn and tobacco are In

a fine condition of 'growth nnd vigor.
One said: "If splendid crops of both
were not made this year it would be be¬
cause farmers did not work, as seasons
were exceptionally favorable." It Is diffi¬
cult to find the chronic grumbler.
The number of men assigned for Vir¬

ginia at the Manassas military encamp¬
ment, being reduced from first expecta¬
tions,- leaves off the military company
hero from participation, much to tho dis¬
appointment and regret of the member«.
The tobacco warehouses here for the

sale, of leaf will open early In August
and expect to commence selling the now
crop by the lflth. Some primings have al¬
ready been cured. This Is unusually early
for sale, »

The month of August Is generally here
one of leisure, recroatipn, píenles and out¬
door religious meetings. Excursions are
also the order of the day, and crowds go
ta the seashore or anywhere else to make
a change, spend monoy and enjoy them¬
selves.
