^The Advanced Stage of the Big
Fighter a Triumph for the
Newport News Builders.

Next Saturday th* battleship Louisiana
will glido down tho ways at tho ship¬
yard hero and the final stago ot ono

of the most Interesting contests» of tho

decade will begin.
It is a race In battleship construction

nnd the contestants nro the New Yorx

Navy Tard and tho Immense privato en¬

terprise located here. The twin sisters,
Louisiana and Connecticut, furnish the
material for tho contest and it Is expeet-
ed that upon the result will hinge the pol¬
icy of the Navy Department In the award
of future contracts for .the building of

'.warships.
For many years there, has been a de¬

termined effort to have at least a por¬
tion of tho naval construction work done
at the navy yards. Those who have, stood
for that policy have held that ships could
be built, as cheaply and. as expcdltlusly
In the government plants' as In the great
private yards. In the Congrees, which
authorized tho construction of the Louis¬
iana and the Connecticut, that sentiment
was sufficiently Rtrong to dictate a pro¬
vision In the naval bill that ono of tho
battleships should be bVllt In a govern¬
ment yard. In order to test the theories
advanced. The other contract went ^to
the Newport News Shipbuilding end Dry
Dock Company. The Brooklyn Navy Yard
was chosen by the Navy Department to
make tho contest for the government
builders.

RACE BETWEEN BUILDERS.
The Brooklyn yard lost nearly a month

In getUng down the keel for tho Connec¬
ticut and since then the local yard has
kept from ß to 10 per cent, ahead of tho
government yard In the interesting race
which enters its last stage Saturday.
Recently the Brooklyn yard hae made

slight gains, but it Is apparent that thero
Is no intention to permit the government

I builders to win out In the race, for
week or two ago.a double force of men
was put to work on;the Louisiana and It-
Is understood that from now on work will
be pushed forward as rapidly as possible,
and the local builders expect to win the
race by a good time margin.
While American warships are note¬

worthy for the powerful' batteries (hey
carry, there is -nothing In the battle¬
ship class afloat which will equal tho
Louisiana for offensive and defensivo
operations./ In addition to the four pow¬
erful 12-lnch guns. In forward and after
turrets, she wil have eight 8-Inch guns
and then twelve 7-lnch guns. In broad¬
side. This -7-Inch guh Is an innovation
in the navy., All thè. earlier vessels of
the battleship class are fltteg with.6-Inch
rifles.' ;;lt Is, of course, expected that
they will be inore effective than the pins
of smaller calibre. They will carry a pro¬
jectile weighing 165.pounds at a velocity
of 3,0.0 feet a second. Each ¿bell, will
have a bursting charge of thirteen pounds
of black powder. An armor-piercing pro¬
jectile may be substituted. The 12-lnch
guns throw a projectile weighing S50
pounds at a velocity of 2,800 feet, a trifle
over half a ml)e "p. second. This Is
velocity one-fourth greater than that ob¬
tained by the old 13-lnch guns on ships
of the Indiana class. The Increased ve¬

locity Is _ue partly to the us£ of smoke-
les powder, but mainly to the enlarge¬
ment of the powder chamber, enabling
tne gunners to use a larger charge'of ex¬

plosive, '

IMPRESSIVE GUNS.
The secondary battery of the Louisiana

contains an Impressive array of- effec-
tlvo guns. There will be twenty 3-inch
rapid-fire rifles, twelve 3-pounder, semi¬
automatic guns; elght-'l-pounder auto¬
matic guns, two 3-Inch field rifles, and
eight machine-guns for tho fighting tops
In tho military masts.
The armor for tho. Louisiana will cost

In the neighborhood of $1,500,000 and her
battery will represent the cost of another
million. Her steel protection instead of
being concentrated In a wnter-llne belt
amldshlp, leaving the ends of the vessel
moro or less exposed, after the method
hitherto adopted, will extend from bow
to stern, and,, above the main water-line
belt there will be three thinner belts of
armor plate, the lower casemate, upper
casemate and superstructure armor.
Thero will bo a more extended appli¬

cation of electricity upon tho -Louisiana
than upon any of the battleships now in
commission. Not only will thero be elec¬
tric ammunition conveyers and hoists.

. but it is probable that the larger guns
will be aimed and discharged by elec¬
tricity. In a rough «sea tho roll of a ship
Interferes materially with accurate marks¬
manship, and one of the accepted theo¬
ries of the naval service Is that In order
to do satisfactory shooting there should
be a continuous aim, that Is, the guns
should be kept steadily pointed at the
target, no matter how tho vessel moves.
One method of doing this Is by keeping
the weapon on a horizontal llno_ by an
automatically controlled electric motor.
