Yang,' the town was strewn with corpses
of the slain. The Japanese shell fire
continued until September lth, when the
bridges over the Tnltso wore destroyed.
The Russians admit that their positions
at Lino Yang were too extended for their
army to hold. The greater portion of tho
Russian forces crossed the Tali«o dur¬
ing the night of September 2d, and en¬
gaged General Ktirokl with two corps,
Tho fighting on the first day was favor¬
able to the, Russians, but the conditions
changed at night time. Tim Russian In¬
fantry suffered heavily from shrapnel
and rifle fire.

VA and 4th, the Russians successfully pro¬
tecting the cast side of th'i railroad.
