Market Betrays Evidence of

Selling on a Large Scale.
(¡special to The Times-Dispatch.)

NEW YORK, September-10..The Even¬
ing Mall and Express says:
With tho stock market increasing In

breadth and In activity, there has been
a considerable gain this week In the
amount of public interest taken in it.
At the snmè tinie the market betrays
evidence of selling on a large scale by
bunking interests who have securities in
bulk. So far this liquidation has had no

apparent effect on the situation, and,
with public enthusiasm growing, it may
be that'the offerings of long steck will
be taken without producing any set¬
back to the present movement. Tills has

ofteij happened In the past. The capacity
of the public for absorbing securities, once
tlio desire to buy, becomes general, is a·

well knovl'ri aspect of Wall Street affairs.
One of the results of the distribution

of Blocks this week has be'?n tho rela¬
tive Indifference shown by issues thnt
some days back wero the leaders of the
market. Their places have been taken
by shares of another character, chiefly
medium nnd low-priced securities like
Reading, Erie common, Southern Rail¬
way common, Bock Island common an'd
United States Steel preferred and com¬
mon. Pennsylvania has probably fceon
the most prominent stock of what may
bo classed the high-grado active issues.
There have been several sessions In
which the transactions hove approxi¬
mated one million shares, a very good
indication of itself that tho spirit of
speculation Is spreading. While special
stocks have risen three to five points,
tho average gain in tho market is about
two per cent.
