FIGHT TO WIN
Wysor Making Brilliant Can-

vasfi and Has No
Dotibt. '

A CLOSE BATTLE-GROUND

Wysor to Spend thc Wcck in
Giles and Many Ahlc Spcakers
Will Go Into the District.

(From a Staff Corresppndont.)
BRI8T0L, VA.. September 87,-Mr. Wy¬

sor, tho Democratic nomlneo to Congress,
vlslts Giles county thU week, and wlll
apend tho entlro tlmo over there untll
Saturday nlght. Ho has a half dozen

appolnt-ments already mado for speaklng,
and tho local party aulhorities contem-
plto havlng hlm address tho voters at
Boveral placea not yet announced. No
stono |s to be Iert unturned to mako Giles
glve tho Democrats 300 majorlty thls
year. As I pointed out In a rormer letter,
thls Increase would elect Mr. Wysor,
provlded Democrats and Republlcans otfly
held thelr own ln other countles,

-' Tho porfect confldenco of Mr. Wyaor is
Insplrlng to every Democrat ho tneetn. He
doclaros to overybody ho has not the
sllghto.it fear or belng beaten, and when
ho proceeds to analyzo tho basis of hls
assertlons it ls plaln ho Is not talklng
for buncombe. Ho Is immonscly popular
wlth tho rank and flle, and lf t'nero wero
only a llttlo moro ginger Injeoted Into
tlio contest tho rcsult would appear as
oasurcd to tlie average voter aa It does to
iho candldate.

BNTHtf.SIASM AND APTHY.
In |Bomo of tho countles or tho dlstrlct

there Is already a vost amount ot enthu-
siasm, but in others thero is apalhy
Working Democrats ahlvcr when thls ls
noted, for lt ls recallcd that apalhy wns
tho causo of the defeat of Judge Rhea by
Colonel Slemp in 1902. Thu Democrats
could not bo aroused nnd got'to tho polls.
The rcsult was that ZUTmorc Republlcans
than Democrats voted. Colonel Slemp,
becamo tho member for thc Nlnth Dls¬
trlct, and ls now In posltlon to mako a
harder flght--than he would olherwlse
havo been able to mako. Democrats real-
ize that if he be defeated thls year It wlll
bo a lpng tlme beforo the Republlcans
can make another hard ftght In tho Nlnth.
Colonel Slemp, belng tho reprcsentatlyo
.this. year, abd certaln of renomlnation,
did not heBltate to rlsk paylng the poll
taxea of Republlcan and doubtful voters.
With thc Democrats It was dlfferent. No
man felt a special interest in urgfng the
paymont of poll taxes, for lt wns not
certaln that ho would! bo the nomlneo.
If Colonel Slemp Is defeated by a good
round majorlty, ho wlli not attempt tci
represent tho county ln Congress agaln','
and thore -wlll not'be a man ln tho dls-

enough of capturlng the
nomination to bo wllllng to rlsk anythlng
In the prepayment of capltatlon taxes.
It |s belleved that much of tho upathy

from whlch jho Democrats- are eufforing
will bo dlsslnated In tho next week orjwo,
Tho Dlstrlct Committee hns, made""'ap-
polntments for speeehes by well known
Democrats ln many countles, nnd tho llst
wlli be added to as tho campaign pro-
BTCsses. Governor Montague wlll speak
at \YythevllIo and a number of oth#r
polnts In tho dlstrlot, bOglnning the flrst
week In October. About the 10th of Oc¬
tober or a little later, Senator Martln will
corne Into the dlstrlct, an-1 wlll make a

pretty thorough canvass. Ho has already
arranged .lo mako |speeciw>.s in scven
countles, beglnnlng about tho 10th nf
Octobor. Ho wi|l be aocompanled by
Judge Bhea, the district elector.

RHEA TO TAKE STUMP.
"I have not, been ablo to make any

npeeches yet," said Judgo Rhea, "owlng
to the largo amount of buslness I have
had to look* after. But I have matters
In such a shape that I can devolo my on-
tlre tlmo to the campaign from tho 10th
of next month untll the election,"
Thore aro few more popular spcakers

in tho dlitrlct than Judgo Rhea, who
has so oRen been heard In State conven-"
tlons. Hls-popularlty In.Bristol waa well
attestcd by the cnthuslastlc applause
with whlch ho was recelved Friday nlght
when he came forward to iptroduce Mr.
Wysor, and by tho applause followlng
every allusion to hlm made by Mr. Wysor.
Judgo Rhea knows every man ln the

district, or comes nearer doing so thnn
anybody else. Hls effoctlveness as a can-
vasser may bo Imaglned. Tho utter in-
nbiflity of tlio DemocraWo leaders to
arouso the Democrats two years ago to
tho need of every ono of them golng to
tho polls waa tho causo of Judge Rhea's
defeat. Dozens of Democrnta jn every
county of tho Nlnth Dlstrlct expressed
post-eleetion regrets that they had not
voted thelr'sentlments. Tho Domocrats
aro trylng to prevent the need of such
remorso thls year by havlng everybody at
tho polls. If they succeed, and the pros-
pects of getting out a full vote aro im-
proving all tho tlme, thero Is no doubt
of tho result. Indeed, fco'far as I can
see, tho only thlng that can defeat Mr.
Wysor wlll bo tho fnllure or Democrats
itio nppreclato the need of all of them
goirig to tho polls.

TUCKBR AND BRAXTON.
Hon. If, St. George Tueker, of Rock-

brldgo, and Hon. A. C. Braxton, of Au-
gusta. nro tho only Dernoornts fropt out¬
slde tho Nlnth District whn havo mado
speeehes In tho Nlnth thls year. They
have capturcd tho voters as few mon ln
tho Stato could havo dono. Senator Dan¬
iel, a long-tlme favorito of tho Southwest,
\H expected to enter tho campaign out
here later along in October. He wlll bo
worth many votos to tlio Democratic
tlcket.
Mr. Tueker is a model campalgner.

Thero is probably no roan In thc State
who can get qulto so closo to tho masses
of the people and capturo hearts and
votes, Wherevor ho has spoken thero hns
heen a notlcoablo increase ln enihuslaam,
and apnthotlo Democrats havo oxpres&ed
their dotermlnatlon to got down to work.
Mr, Braxton haa not had tho experlenco
on tho stump that Mr. Tuckor has had.
P« has not got oldi-fashloned "election-
«»nng" down a« flno as iho gonlal gentle-
mnn from Rockbrldgo has, but.it ls im-
posslblo to conceivo of a clearor pre.sonta-
tlon of Democratic prlnclplos than ls
made by Mr. Braxton. I heard him speak
for two hours at PuJaskl tho other day,
and I d« not rocall havlpg heard a speech
on tho hustlngs, In a long tlmo, at leaat,
wliich wns cloaror ln thought or one
whlch more noarly covored tho wholo fleld
of polltlcal thought ln -Amerlca,. or ono
wliich presented in a moro attraotlve
way or a inoro easily undorstood manner
tlio dlfferences belweon iho Republlcan
and Demoeratlc paptles. Tho spoocili waa
ns full of thought ns an egg of moat, but
tho audienco dld not tlre. Mr. Braxton
htis a flno voin of humor, and a number
of good storieist, whlch iio.has tho ablllty
ta'parrate woll. ln thls way tho att.on-
tion of his audltors is hold to tho end,
even whllo h&. ls discusslng the tarlff.

BRAXTON FOR S13NATE.
Thero Js much lall{ heard out hero of

sendlng Mr. .-Bruxiou |o tho Senato somo
dny. When ho spoko at Pulaskl lust
v/eelt, Mr. Pollock, a fonnor member of
tho Leglsluture from Pulaski, sald, in
iiitroduclptf Mr. Braxton, that thuru was
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o. posslbllity or a hope that the gifted
epeaker who was lo addrecs the audi¬
ence would some day ropresent Vlrglnla
In the Senate of tho United Statca. The
gentlcman from Auguata bluehed beau-
tffully, and itho audience checrod ln com-

plimwuciy fashion.
Both ,M'-. Tucker and Mr. Braxton wlll

make moie .speeches In the diaUlct be¬
fore the cahipalgn ends. Mr. Tucker'hau
to leave last week to attend the con¬
ventlon of tho Amerlcan Bar Assoclatlon
at St. Louis. Wlth these two speakers,
Governor Montague, and tho. two sena-

tcrs, all at work In the dlstrict In a few
days, it will o a wonder lf all Democrats
are not arouBed to actlon . Mr. Wyscr
nnd others, who are Well informed as to
ccndltlons In the dlstrict, are pretty con-
fldent that tho apathy wlll dlsappear
and that enough Democratic votea wlll
bY east to Insuro the defeat ot Colonel'
Slemp by a good majorlty.
"I do not llko to indulge In flgurlng,"

sald Mr. Wysor the other day. "I gen-
erally leavo all that to somebody else,
but I'wlll say that 1 do not expect to
receive less than a majorlty of one thou¬
sand, ad I bellevc lt wlll be larger. Slemp
can't b'eat mo. 1 have got nlm be.it and
he knows lt." ...

lt ls possible that my letters of tho
past weok have glven tho Imprcsslon that
there aro no enthuslastic Democrats ln
the Nlnth Dlstrict. If so, 1 havo nv-

surcdly created a wrong impression.
About tho most enthuslastic men 1 have
ever seen are Bome of theso Southwesl
Vlrglnlans, who aro worklng ror tl.e elef-
tion of Wysor. Thero aro a hundred
thousand good Democrats in Vlrglnla, and
more, men who havo never swerved in

.thelr alleglance to the party, aiul wtp
have never bcen tempted to go off-af-:
ter strange gods, but surely tne most
uncomprdmlalng, (thlck-and-thtn. dyca«
In-the-wool, Democrats wlth whom 1 have
cc-me In contact in any State of the
Unlon, are somo ot these bf tho Nlnth
Dlstrict, who are worklng and praying
for the defeat of Colonel CampbelLBlcmp.
And very few of them profess' to be-
1-eve that they wlll be disuppointed. The
wemen, no less than the men. ln many
cases. are Intercsted in the outcome of
the campaign.

church in Brlstol. Ho had a seat on the
stage, and. was generally tne flrst to
manlfcst hls pleasure when the Bpeaker
scored a polnt. >r

JAMES CONTAMINATED.
The Pulp Mills Turn the Water

Black.

LYNCHBURG, VA.. Sept. 27.-Consld-
erable anxiety is manlfest ln Lynchburg
over the contamination of the water ln
the James Rlver by the operatlon of nu-
merous pulp mills on tho headwaters of
the rlver. Tho rlver presents an Inky
appearance, and numerous persons have
announced that they wlll no longer use
tlio water for drlnklng unless bolled pre-
vlouslv. It ls expected that at tho Octo¬
ber meeting of the CTty Council that an
effort wlll be made to suo out an injunc-
tlon to stop the pollutlon of tho water.
The city has Just lot a contract for the

construction of a new gravlty water sys-
tem, whlch wlll secure the supply) for
tho city from Pedlar Rlver, in Amherst
county.' a dlstanco of about twenty-fivo
mlles from the city. The work wlll cost
about $000,000. but lt cannot bo complotod
under elghteen months.

ln the neighborhood of "Belvcdere,"
some flve or. slx mlles from thls place,
where the "awful confllct" occurred. Mr.
Burchefl. who ls a constable, and Mr.
Henderson were worklng ln a cornfleld
at "Belvedere," and had just eaten dlnner
and moved a short dlstanco from thelr
corn-knlves, when the tremendous onlmal
emerged from a nearby thlcket and at¬
tacked them.
Wlth no weapons In reach, the stalwart

woungr men fought with corn-stalks untll
it became appare.it that the infuriated
anlm&i was getlng tho best of the flght,
and then they "ecampered" at full speed
to a place of safety. Tho anlmal Is sald
to be a "genulne mountaln wlld cat," of
Immense. slze and feroclous proclivities.
the flrst ever seen In King George.
The people ln the vlcinity of Belvedere

are alarmed. and it Is said that many
of them are heavlly armed wlth shot-
guns and revolvers as they go aDout
thelr work.
