The International Peace Congress meets
4n Boston this year under bright skles,
Although n disastrous war is belng waged
jn the ftar East between two powerinl
‘nations, the world ls nearer to a peace
footing to-lay than ever before, and the
Pezon Congress has an insplration such
ns no other slmilar eonvention has en-
{oved.  Great progresa has been mads In
'thla directlon slnce 1889, when delogates
of twenty-slx  natlons at The Hagueo
slgned treaties relating {o war and arbl-

‘tration. In 1M1 the permanent Interna-

tonal Court of Arbltration was therc
estahlished, and twenty-one of tlhe most
Important of the twenty-siz nations have
ratified the conventions and appointed
 pixty-seven judges of this court In 1802
at the Pan-American Congress in Mexieo,
all the eitles of South Amerlea asked for
admittance to The Hague Court. Ten
af them gigned the treaty io settle thelr
“ mutual difficultes by arbltration and Spain
followed - with slmilar treatles with nine
Spanish-speaking nations on the Ameri-
.can  contlnent. Inteldtent and patrlotio
men in all natlons are paying especlal at-
tention to this subject, and at the St

The supply of gald has enormously In-
ereased wilhin the past saveral years,
The afficlal estimates of ths gold pro-
duction f%thp__Uuited States aid In the
world tor 18, as recently made by the
director of:the mint, ave:

It wlll be seen that thore wae a silght
falling off in the product of the United
States, but there was a largo Increase
in the world's product, due in tha main
to A gain in Africa and In Australln, The
decline In the United States was caused
by labor troubles In Colorado. '

The Wall 3treet Journal calls attention
1o these important faets: Flrst, that
the gold production in 188 was the
largest on record, and, second, that the
production In 194 I8 almost certnln to
exceed by far the production of last year.
The Journil notes also that of $620,000,000
of gold produced In the past two vears,
275,000,000 or 40 per cent. went into the
vaults of nine leading Huropean banks
and the natlonal banks of'-tha Unlted
Btates. The following table shows the
mndif_lnn‘of the gold reserve of thesp
banks in 1302, 1003 and 1004;

In the past elght years the gold takep
out of the mines of the world amounted
to $2,170,411,000, of which nearly $1,500,000,-
000 has been added to the stock of
money. If this rate of productlon should
ba sustalped In the next ten years, the
stock of gold money In the world would
ba nearly §7,000,000,000, Ve atlach little
Imporiance to the clalm made by some
that the world Is threatened with gold
inflation. As we have poinled out in
previous articles, there s much paper
money to be retlred and there s no
danger of having too much gold.- But it
iz nevertheles g fact that the maie gold
we have the richer wa shall be, and the
greater the supply of gold money, the
surer will he our flnancial foundation
and our financial institutions. :

Trying to Buy the Election.
