Was Appreciatcd by the Great

Stonewall Jackson.

REACHED HIS AMBITION

Tlien Died as Bravely and as

Wonhily as He Had
Lived.

Judge James B. Gantt, of the Supremo
Court ot MIssourl, has wrltton a letter
to Major Robert Stlles. of thls city, whlch,
though not Intended for publlcatlon, tells
so beautltully the Interestlng storyoC a

Confoderate soldier, it ought to go to
record ln thls column.
After thanking Major Stlles for hnvlng

wrltten the book "Four Years Uddcr
Marse Robert," Judge Gantt contlmies:
The purpose o£ thls letter, however, ls

more parllcularly to tliank you for your
beautlful and eloquent tributc lo Colonol
Edward Willls, the colonel of our regl-
ment for whom I had the wurmest af-
fectlon and whose jhenior'y Is cherlshed
by every nienibcr of tlie Tweltm Gcorgla
Reglment.

I was parllcularly gratlflcd at read-
lng your account of your flrst meetlng
wlth hlm at Coloncl Cabc-11's headquar-
ters. As you state. Coloncl Willls waa
the flrst adjutant of the Twelfth Geor-
gla. He sorved ln that capaclty until
General Jackson took tha old Edward
Johnson brlgade under hls comniand at
McDowell. From that time on he serv-
ed on General Jnokson's staff a.s captaln
and asslstant adjutant general, until just
prlor to the battle of Fredericksburg on
the 13th of Deceniber, 'K.. On tbe morn¬
lng that Jackson's corps 'broko camp,
near Wlnchoster, Val, lo joln General
I>ee at Fredericksburg, as our reglment
had begun tho march General Jackson
and his staff, wlth tlio exceptlon of Colo¬
nol Willls, passed us on tho road, and
somethlng llka a hulf or three-quarter.s
of an hour lnter Colonel Willls rodc hy
on hls way to Staunton, ns It after-
wards turned out, for tho purpose of go¬
ing to Rlchmond, Va. to get hls coni-
inissldn us ninjot- of our reglment. Not
;i living soul ln the reglment knew that
thls was hls mlsslon nt that tlmo, but
ho had so-omleared. himself to tho ofll-
i-ers and men of tlie reglment ln hls early
servlco wlth us'as adjutant that when
ho rode opposite the reglment there -Was
a spontancous eheor glven hltri by Lho
wliolo command. Wo llttlo khew theti
.that he would soon return to us and an-
sume comniand ot' tlio reglment.
Months later, when oiir reglment vvais

encamped in Augusta county, near' AVey-
or's Cavo, it was my duty us onlc-rly
scrgeant of my company, to make a ror

port to hlm in hls headqunrter's ono
night. ._¦..< I
.After niak<!ng-.,.my report I was reUring
froin hls te'nt whon ho ,requestcd nio to
slt down nnd talk wlth hlm. I pleadcri
that ho was busy, but ho restrahied me,
nnd, comlng out of tho tont, wo i»tit
down on an old log Imrnedlutcly lu front
of the- door, and 1 do not now recollect
a moro dellghtful conversatlon that has
ever oecurretl to me. He so won my -con-
lldcntc that 1 remarke<l to hlm that there
was ono occnslou hi. hls llfe that ho
must now rccolleot wlth pecullnr grutltl-
catiou, and ho enqtilrcd whnt that wus
and I sald; "You .renicnibcr tho mornlng
that we-broko camp nt Bunker .11111 on
our way to Fredericksburg?" and ho
sald, "Yes." f sald: "You wlll remem-
ber as you gnlldpod by on your llttlo
bay mare the whble reglmeiil gavq you a

Kpontanedus and hearty cheer." I said:
"At that tlmo not an oftlcer or nicmber
ot the reglment know that you wero to
ho uppoliiled major of tho reglment and
return to us, and* It must have boeh
pecullarly p)eas|ng lo you to know that
you had the nffwlion of n reglment that
you w-re soon to comniand." Ho re-
marked: "I had roni-inlx'red it. nnd 1
caniiot deserlbo tlio suilHfaotlon that I
f.-lt at this exhibition of loyalty and
lOVQ of the reglment."

lb- Uicn recounted to me how f,eneral
Jackson hud s.-nt for hiiu on thnt moin-
ln_ and enqulred <>f hlm whnt hls de-
slrc was in rbgard to ix-nialnliig on rtnlt
duty, He sald: "l sald to General Jai-k-
soh; Genertil, lf i tvniuiut-d on staff
duty, of courso I prcl'or to ne on your
Htaff to that of any ulhoi- ntlk-ei- ln tho
ariny, 1 greatly prlr.e tlta honor of he-
jng a member of your staff. but IC yotl
dcslre to know my profcr^ncOi l say
in you, frunkly Hiat 1 much nrofer t'o
aeek prefennent lu tlio lliio.'f
To iiii.-* General Jackson res)iondod;

IIc was surgeon from
McDowell untll th'o close of tho war und
was hlmself ono of tho most gallaiit.nien
that ever servwl ln tho Confcdorato artnyl
Ho sald that never ln all hla Ufo had
ho '.< wltnessed nnythlrig os rcmai'kablo
ns tho compostiro of Colonel Willls dn
his death toed in tho »it.u_> at Cold Har-
hor. Wlthout recalling the palnful In-
stance whlch ho relatod, thoro Is one
statement that I cari hover forget. At-
tor dletatlng to Captaln Reod, of oiir
reglment, and a wiirm peraonal frlend
or hls, lotlers lo hls father and mothor,
and dlsposlng of hls. pdrsonnl oftnch,, a
number of them among hls frlends ln
tho regimenf, he sald: "And now, gen.
tlemon, I want to thank. you for your
klndness to rnc, and r want to say to
you that I am oiio man ln. tho Confod
erato army that has rcttched hls nmbl-
tlon. When I onllsted. nt Richmond ln
'61, It was my nnibltlon to b,o a general
olllcer ln the Confcderato rirniy. I havo
not recolve my comhilsslon as brtgndier
gejieral of Pogram's brlgade, put.I havo
that whlch ls Just jia sweet to me, and
that ls Gonoral Lee's own jierso.nal as-
surance thnt ho has ...recoinmonded m'y
appolntnicnt, aiia tinvt L. would rece'lyo
my commlssion In cino course oftlmo."

Of the thousands of soldlers and clvll-
lan vlsltors at Mnnassns last week,' there
wcro few who enjoyod tliomselves' more
than Comptroller-General WIl|lii.n_ A.
Wrlght;
For liim It was a revlval: of old mem-

ories, some sweet attd pleasant and others
aad, ns woll as a pleasant outlng. In the
old days when the fighting round Ma-
nnssas wns of a-sterner. sort than tlie
moclc business of the other day.'Colpnof
Wrlght wns thoro and on thnt bloody
fleld ho rccelved tho wound that cost hlm
a Unib.
And after belng tl.us wouuded, as told

ln yesterdny's Constitutlon, he spent
many happy days gi-owing strong'agaln
as tho guest ln /'a eharmtng Southern
homo near by. Thero wero falr hands and
willing liearts to ininlster to tho wounded
soldier then nnd a pinlllug garden ad-
Jolnlng that home, whcreln tlio scarrcd
warrlor could He bencath spreadlng trees
and Inlidlc the odorous brcatli of roscs
whlle ho waltod for a return of strength.
Durlng hls vlslt of last week Colonel

Wrlght renowed sonio of theso old ac-

..ualiitances. Hls falr. riiir.se.. ,tl.e bloom of
youth stolcn from'her eheek by.thc. ln-
tervenlng years, was stlll thero to greet
hlm, but others of her famlly wcro ab-
scnt. The passlng years hud elnlined them
und tholrs was tho libsence, ot- 'eternlty.
And yet, wlthal, it was a.happy vlslt.

Perhaps there hovorcd over the old home
a saorcd shodo of riicianulio)y laJd there
by tho stormy, terr!blodayiLot,.o.d, but
that was rriorc a holy peacq and. lendor-
ness than a present,' aehlng grlpf, And
though tho old battlofleld echoed wlth
tho ruttle of rllles und tlie roar.,of enri-
non, as of old, lt was mlinlc war, and in
tho clnmor and dust the splrlt'bf pcace
sp'reud her glad wlnga.

vlslt dellghtful for Colonel Wrlght. The
present nnd the past, worn woven and In-
tcrwoveii in one, charming wliole, nnd
when tho Comptrollcr-Gcneral appearod
nt hls desk ln tho Capltol yesterday
mornlng ho wus brlmful of Manasaea
momorlos und nneedoles.
"It wns Just such weather ln 1S62 whon

wn murclied Into that country," lio sald,
"Tho lieat was soiucthing frlghtful and
tho dust, pale, yellowlsh dust, wus thlck
on the troes nnd grnss, tho enlsons und
tho unlforni of tho men Just na.it was
when wo ussenibled thero forly-two years
ago "Yietcrmlned to capturo Washlnglon.

Tho
powdery dust luy jusl us thick on thou
unlforniR and wns sprlnklcd nll ovor tho
Icndscupc, Tlmro were tlio same trncks
of ninny feet, the siiinc long slnuous Hnos
mudc. by tlio gun wlicols, the Htinio strng-
glers, footsoro aud wcary, nppeuiing now
nnd then on tho ilusiy luriiplki-s. lt wns
the Mniws.Hiis of war dnys over ngaln as
tlioiigli uoiiici ono lind palnted a plctlire of
tho old si-i-ii".

country round about, nud evnrywhero 1
saw well rcnicinbored bonscs nnd other
ohjcctii. I dldn't g<"t to tho apot whorn I
was wouuded. That wns two inllt-s nnd
more away from Tlioroughl'iiro Oa|i,
whero Gcneral Coruln'H ItouiUjuavters
wcro, nnd lt was tilinohl linposjlblo to se-
(.iirc a coiiveyancc.
