PARIS GOWNS EXHIBITED
AT THE ST. LOUIS FAIR.

BY A BIOHMOND LADY.

ST. LOUISv. MO., Oct. S.-Oti the court
of St. Loul.s. In the center' ot whlch'
Is the statue of St. LouIb at tho four
corners, on the four most important
tjulldlngs of. the Falr.Electrlclty,. Var.ed
Industrles, Depnrtmcni of Educatlon,
and Manufacturles.
The most Inter-estlng is, posslhly, tho

bulldlng, dedicnted to Manufaclures. Tho
Japnnese have a most extensivc cxhlblt
lu this- bulldlng. They were tho ilrst
to- have thelr exhiblt ready when tne
Falr opcned. This wonderful nation
shows, llnens, sllks. bamboo work, sllk,
embroidered ln thelr "pecullar and beau¬
tlful art, for It is always:ibeautiful ln
colorlng, plctures, carvlngs, bronzes. One
case wns entlrcly lilled wlth s.k kimo¬
nas. Two impressed/ino espec'ally.one
of pale grey crepe, llned wltn burnt
orange, and around tho ncck and down
the front nnd on the sleeves, embroid¬
ered wlth storks flylng, ln whlte sllk
wlth black touchlngs. The oi.ior klmona
that nttracted me Is whlte sllk crepe,
llned wlth lllac soft sllk, and embroidered
around the neck wlth gracetut i.ia'o wls-
ferla blossoms and leaves. Whcreas, on
the bottom of the sklrt of the klmona
are shadod purple flags and leuves grow-
Ing upward.
Ini the French department ln this bulld¬

lng are several cases ot beautlful Paris
gowns whlch nre always turrounded 'by
'an ndmlrlng throng. Paquln, Redfern,
Becr, and othcrs have, some of thelr
most beautlful creations. The lace gown
predomlnates for ball dress. as wel! as

demltolletto. Tlie sklrts are long and
full and very wlde at .the bottom of the
skirt. Shlrred, or tucked, or plalted In
at the wolst. Some of the whlte lace
costumes have medalllons of eolored 1'noe
let In as trlmmlng. Many nre llned wlth
dellcnte eolored chlffon and much tln-
scl. gold and sllver, ls lntroduccd Into H?b
pattern of the lace. Some had the leaves
of tho patterns and flowers. outllned wlth
jet beads and je.t touches. All. h'ayb
deep glrdles of satln lald ln folds and
combig up sb hlgh on the walst that the
glrdle often looks llkc a corsage. -ho
sleeves como to tho elbow, and aa-c

generally mado of lace ruffles and very
full. One levenlng dress of whlte laco
has medalllons of black net (wldo aparr)
on which was a dollcate greon laco ap-
pllque, and on the green sllver beads;
the sanio on the corsage, whlte satln
deep plalted! glrdle, and a qulltlng ot
green chlffon nn inch deep around tho
bottom of the skirt, under tho luce.

Beer has a whlto laco prosontatlon
court dress on exhlbiilon, Tho gown
and court traln, which ls very long nnd
hnngs from the shoulders, is of hand¬
some whlto lace, The traln Is Unod wlth
sllk. and large plnk ci.ffon rosos and
leaves, In natural colora, applkiucd upon
the traln. A handsome denii-tollotte, ot
dark greon chlffon. trlmmed wlth (black
luco Insertlon a quarter of a yard deep,
and put on.tho Bklrt ln a wavlng pat-
torn, wlth a full ruftlc of black lace
around the bottom ot the sklrt; black
lace on tho waist In a wavlng pat¬
tern, and a small yoke of wnlte. Woru
ovor green sllk of the naine shnde.

Redfern shows n receptlon gown of old
rose sllk, en traln. the sklrt. opens in
front In pompadour style, over n pettl-

cont ot crcam lace. On elther elde ot*
the front «nd around the bottom of th»
sklrt, lt ls embroidered in plnk popple_£
nnd sheathes of wheat. Across the "oot«r
tom of the sklrt, abovo tho embroidery*.:
Is a band of cream laca ln8ertlon ln
quarter of a yard deep. The sklrt la

gathered_ to a small yoko of allk. The-
walst Is hlgh nnd embroidered ln popplea.;
and wheat. Sleeves full to the elbow,i.
There ls a. polnted glrdle, wlth two Jow»-
cled buttons, back and front.
Another gown of the same style ls ot

whlte sllk, wlth roso sprays dn plnk, "em-
broldered over the sllk, a garland of
roses around tho bottom of tho "traln
and up the front, wlth a pale blue rlbbon
entwlned. Tho sklrt opens ln front over
a crcam laco pettlcoat. Tho walst is
low and poihted ln front, and cut V. baclc
and front, em'brpj'dored on the walst, and ,:
rosettes of pale blue velvet. The sleeves
aro of cream lace and embroldory.

There a.re a good many cloth receptlon
gowns, trlmmed wlth heavy whlte 'laca
Insertlon and often brown fur was In-
troduced as trhnmlng. Long nnd full
around the feet, largo tucks on the
sklrt three lnches d«pe. All the trhn¬
mlng on all the gowns goes around tho
sklrt three lnohes deep. ,All the trlm-
front. And whenever tinsel can be In-
troduced lt ls thera. Velvet gowns for
evenlng and vlsiting are all trlmmed
wlth lace.
One of the most beautlful gown*-ls anp

of iRodferns, of brown net over sllk and
long and very full knd fluffy around the
sklrt, wlth autumn leaves of green, rcd,
and brown ln chlffon appllquo In sprays,
from the. foot of tho> sklrt up to the
knecs. Tho leaves 'have an occaslpnal

.crystal bend upon them to ropresent dew_
drops, and the sprays are connected-wltJk
stems of small gold sequins. The walst
ls decolctte, and sleeves to the olbow trlm¬
med us the sklrt.
