But we bellove thnt lt ls qulte posslblo
for a truo inan to *uccecd in polltks
wlthout rcsortlng to such trickcry. Ho
mny huve hls defents now und then, but
11' ho is thoroughly honest and if he will
always stund by hls prlnciples nnd stlck
to the-truth and be frank and cnndld
wlth tho peoplo, sooner or later hc wlil
gnln thelr confidence nnd their respect,
und, theso galned, success Is sure nnd
abldlng.

employed gets hls honrd nnd lodglng wlth-

out'cost. nnd tho lncldenlnl uxpensea ato

trlfllng. If hc can lay hy $10 a. month ln

hard cash after nll hls expenses nro pald.
ho Is not dolng so badly. Thero nre

many men Who work In tlie cilles foi

more money, but who dn not have e*

much in hcl resulta nt the end of the
month. At any rate It ls better than

bogglng, botter than lonflng around nnd

dfipendlng upon charlty for thclr sup-

port. Thero ls no excuse for charltable
support of such men ln the cltlcs when
they can get thclr board nnd lodghiR
nnd *10 a month hy worktng oti a farm.
Charltable orgniilzntlons )n Ihe cltlcs
