ORGANIC UNION IS
STRONGLY OPPOSED

Lexington Presbytery Expresses
Itself Plainly Touching

the Matter. .

(Special to Thu Tlme«-DlBpatr.h.)
HARRISONBURO. VA., October 13.-

Lexlngton Presbytery of the Synod of

Virginia, In session at Brldgcwater,
adopted a strong resolution to-day in
opposition to the proposed, organic union
of the Southern Presbyterian Church
with the Presbyter|an Church in the

United States, the northern branch of
that denomination ia this country.
The resolution as adopted is as fol¬

lows:
"Inasmuch as the genera] assembly

nt Mobile. Ala., appointed a commit¬
tee of conference ou closer relations
with other churches with lnstruc-'_
lion* to ascertain among other things
the real sentiment of the churches on
the subject, the Presbytery of ¡Lexing¬
ton of the Synod of Virginia while
not protesting against. the appoint¬
ment of said committee under the
circumstances that confronted the. as¬

sembly at -the time, and desiring to
maintain the kindest fraternal rela¬
tions with the Presbyterian Church
In the United States of America and
all other evangelical churches, still
believing as it docs that the agitation
of the questions Involved and especial¬
ly of organic union Is and will be
Increasingly hurtful to the peace and
progress of our'own church, there¬
fore, deplores such agitation and here¬
by expresses the most earnest opposi¬
tion to organic union."
