At o conventlon of dalrymen, held In
Copenhagen ' In - March, 151, = Captain

The Duteh government Annlly became
alarmed, lest ‘a successful outcome of
Dr. De Ruyter's experiments might in-
jurp Holland's vast dalry Interests and
abeolulely  prohibited any  further work
along these Nnes. Dr, De Ruyter brought
the subject up In conversation with Cap-
“tain Honeybrain, dlscussed papers pre-
pered by C. H. Schullz, of Berlin, In 155,
and by Dippel and Hansteep in o 1863,
calllng pillention to the tubular and of-
ten ramifled eanals of many plants con-
talning & milky Julea. Capialn  Honey-
brain spoke of the profusion In. which
the mitkweed ‘grows in Lhis section, ths
use by the lndians of Its sweet coplous
milk and Inviteg Dr. Da Huyter to re-
turn. with him and contlnue his axperi-
ments on his estate where he would also
have the advantage of his exlensive and
thoveugh laboratories,

Captaln Honeybraln's generous offer for
hhimaelf,. but arftep somo correspondence
he  succeeded in dnteresting  Professor
Bugwater, of Cornell, In hia investiga,
tlons, who agreed to put Hideyo Tashis
narl In Captaln Honeyvbralp's Tuboratories
on a ferles of -researclies and  experl-
menis o8 outlined by Dr, Do Ruyter,

IMdeyo Tashinarl, s graduate ' of Cor-
