I linvc

i,ot l>cen ablo to trace thls evldent re¬

vival o£ enthusiasm, followlng ti soine-

wlial npparent dopresslon, to *ny one

cause. posslbly the departure of Mr. Tag-
gart for Indiana yesterday had ns much

to do wlth it as anythlns clse. Ilc said

more than a week ago thnt tliere was no

use in his golng West without tho money

which the Democrats of hls Stato needed
to carry lt for Parker; in fact, when

ho was urged hy somo of the managers
uf tho campaign to mnko tho trlp, he

declared poshtvely that lt would bo hurt-

ful to the cause for him to go without
imincy.

Taggart Got the Funds.
But he went. Tho lnfcrencc is that hc

got the money, of whlch tho Democrats
of tho State are ln such sore need.to de-
fray the lcgltimate expenses of the cam¬

paign. The reports from tho State are

have gotten in a conslderablc amount in
i.nmpalgh funds .sintc the mlddle of Ihe
month. The money .has come from larsc
1.usmes.? interests, which fear tho elec¬
tion of Mr. Roosevelt, Uilnkihg hlm u'n-
.-ife. because of hla love of tlie specta.?u-
::,r and his tendency to play to the gnl-
lerles. lt ls said. too. that the manner
in which Mr. Cortelyou has used offlclal
iriformation regarding the unlawful acts
<<t corporations to ccmpel. contributions
as a guaranty of Immtinily from prose-
rutlon. has t-ausc-d inany large firms to
«ontributa to the Democratic fund, and
«.> otlicrwise encourage the election.,of
ii man to i!:e presldency who wlll hot
he controlled by immonso privatc Inter-
ests. Of course, it Is not tu he supposed
lhat corporatioiis whlch have heen vio-
l^ting the law, havo be<m allowed to
plvt- ald and ericouragement to the Dem¬
ocratlc cause.

Did It Adviscdly.
It is Eaid tha'. tht' men of wealth. v.-no

have made a llberal contribution to the
Democratic campaign fund in the past
few days, dld so after having made a

careful study of Ui*' eondjtions ln varl¬
ous of the doubrful-'States, whlch con-
\inced them that ihere Was a chance for
