Splendid Building.
Norfolk has done herself proud In

preparation as far aa building Is concern¬

ed, for no question of money has been
considered. I was Informed by tho sec¬

retary of the show that the expenses of
the association up to to-night has been
Î2ô,000. These figures he told me were
absolutely true.
The building Is some threo miles distant

from the heart of the city and on the
electric line running to Ocean View. It is
an Immense steel structure with a seat¬
ing capacity of 3,500, and contains a ring
somewhat largor than Madison Square
Garden. There are excellent parking
spaces for carriages and a large cafe has
been fitted up t one end of the hall. It

MEET NEXT
IN RICHMOND

The Episcopal General Conven¬
tion Comes Here

in 1907.
(By Associated Pre.««.)

B08TON, October 25..The trlennlnl
general convention of tho Episcopal
Church, which has been In session hero
wince October 4lh, was ended late to-diy,
with a public service In Trinity Church,
From the pulpit Brlahop Henry C. Potter,
of New York, read a pastoral letter ad¬
dressed to the Church nt large. Tho com*
munlcatlon, which consisted of more than
throe thousand words, considered the
problems now before the country. Re¬
garding divorce, tho pastoral said that
the facility with which the marriage re¬
lation may be taken otWand put off, Is
one of the menaces of American civil¬
ization, to the possible perils of which
Christian people ore as yet very Imper¬
fectly aroused. The letter made a plea
for tho permanence and security of tho
family and discussed other pressing
questions.

Coming to Richmond.
Little business of Importance was

transacted at the final business sessions.
A. "resolution permitting rorelgn congre¬
gations now in communion with the
Church to use forma of service in their
own tongue was adopted after a sharp
contest. This explanation was Inactcd
apeclflcally for the benefit of Swedish
congregations In Minnesota. Tho next
convention will be held In Richmond,
Va., In 190". »

The letter takes up what It terms
"those two great problems which too
supremely confront tho republic," tho
labor question and the race Issue. Of
the first the pastoral declares tho "what¬
ever labor organizations havo accom¬

plished they have mainly moved along
linos which aro the glory of our Demo¬
cratic Institutions."

A Serious Question.
Touching tho race pioblem the letter,

after referring to the appointment of a

Joint commission to Invcstlg-tto tho
question, says:-

"If, by giving them (the negroes) free¬
dom, we havo only given them the

power to work mischief, and If lynching
has come to be defended as a ncces-

saty protection to families, then surely
we are face to face with a situation at
onco desperate and dlshoncr'ng. We may
not Ignore It; we cannot disown It. It
Is a part of our social situation, and if
the Church can have nothing to say about
It, then she simply disowns her duty and
her master."

Tho Emporor also con¬
gratulates Vlcroy Aloxlorf on the effi¬
ciency ho has displayed In tho formation,
concentration and supremo direction of
troops In the theatre of operations. Alex-
leff. In his proclamation, thanks the land
and sea forces for the self-sacrifice they
havo shown, and says ho Is proud of tho
mark of confidence bestowed upon him
by the Emperor In entrusting him with
the supreme command of gallant troops.
He hopes, In conclusion, mat with God's
help, their strong adversary will bo de¬
feated.

HEAVY CASUALTIES.

Interesting Reports as to the
Dead Rus¬

sians.

GENERAL OKU'S HEADQUARTERS,
«Sunday, October 23.1 P. M..Via Fusan,
October (25..It Is reported unofficially
that tho right army burled 3,500 Russian
dead, the central army 1,500 and the left
army about 5,010. Thé armies average
600 yards apart and at places only fifty
yards separate them. Tho men are con¬

stantly In the trenches nnd by plaidng
their caps on their bayonets draw scores
of bullets from their opponents.
The Russian artillery Is searching the

Japaneso lines and skirmishes are almost
continuous.

The speeches of members of the Cabi¬

net and of the House of Commons to¬
day In different parts of the country
voice the sentiment of Great Britain, and
the spirit in which tho utterances were
met shows that for the moment party
differences have been laid aside, and that
the country Is solidly behind the govern¬
ment.

affair as other than the result of mur¬

derous intention or wicked negligence.
Tho post mortem examination of the

bodies of the victims of the Dogger Bank
affair was held to-day at Hull, 'the pro¬
ceedings were purely formal, nnd no of¬
ficial announcement was made; but It Is
stated positively that both of the deoo
men bore wounds Inflicted both by ma¬

chine gun*- and a larger shell.

Graphic Account.
The report of Thomas Carr, admlrnl of

the fishing fleet, dated from "Tho North
Sea," is a picturesque touch, a plain
sailor's yarn of tho occurrence, which
was handed to Foreign Minister Lans-
downe to-night.

of his Instructions. The note was couch¬
ed In a moderate, but firm, tono. Tho
note stigmatizes the act as .Inhuman, un¬
justifiable and deliberate, but makes no
direct demands, reserving Ifiem ponding
the receipt of Russia's explanation
Neither does It place a time limit upon
tho response. Tho note recites tho cir¬
cumstances .of the affair, saying that a

fleet of steam trawlers carrying the es¬
tablished lights was approached by the
Russian squadron, which throw search¬
lights upon the vessels and then delib¬
erately altered Its formation. One ves¬
sel was sunk, two fishermen were killed,
many were wounded and several vessels
were missing after a bombardment of
tho fishing vessels, which lasted for a
considerable time. Tho squadron then
sailed off, leaving a vessel of small ton¬
nage, which remained on the spot for six
hours.
Tho note points out that tho Indigna¬

tion of tho British people, heightened
by the Inhuman conduct of the com¬
manders of tho warships In abandoning
the sinking, crippled trawlers, was fur¬
ther emphasized by the fu lluro of the
smallor warship to offer or render any
assistance, although It was Impossible
for it during all that time to havo mis¬
taken that true chai-actor of tho fishing
vessels. '

The note concludes with tho statement
that the Br'tlsb government is awalllnq
Russia's explanation of this unjustifiable
act, pending the receipt of which It, re¬
serves Its demands.

Deliberation Charged.

LONDON, October 20..A dispatch from
Hull to the Times says that the corre¬
spondent, as the result of his Investiga¬
tion, Is of tho opinion that the attack
on Hie British trawlers by tho Russian
Second Pacific squadron was a deliberate
act, perpetrated with knowledge of Its
character.
