COURTESY DEMANDS
SLOW MOVING

Situation, Which Was Thought
to be Critical, Is at Least Re¬
lieved Until Further In¬

vestigation Is Made.
Interesting Develop¬

Vlce-Admral Rojestvensky's explanation
of the attack of his squadron on British
trawlers, while It Is received with in¬
credulity by the people and press of Great
Britain, has probably turned the current
of diplomatic negotiations Into a new
channel. The British Foreign Office is
In courtesy, obliged to accord an Inves¬
tigation into circumstanced narrated by
the Russian admiral, reinforced as it Is
by tbe testimony of subordinate officers
of the squadron and by the report of the
Danish Minister of Marino, communicated
to tho Russian government, that vessels
wero known to have been chartered at
Hull and In Sweden by the Japanese gov¬
ernment for the purpose of attacking the
Baltic squadron during its passage of the
North Sea and English Channel. There
are on the one sido, «torios of Russian
ships firing upon venéis of several neutral
ntlons, and on tho other, of Incidents tend¬
ing to establish Admiral Rojestvensky's
report that there were armed hostile ves¬

sels in the vicinity of at least the Hull
ttahlng fleet.
Pending, developments in diplomatic ex¬

changes, the British admiralty is showing
the utmost activity In bringing fleets
within the course of the Russian squad¬
ron.

DIPLOMATIC SITUATION
GREATLY MIXED UP

(BpeeUl to The' Tlmee-Dhrnaich.) sD
LONDON, October 27..One of the most

complicated diplomatic'situations,- 'n rc-

oent history and one that is attende
with Ule most dangerous possibilities for
the peace of the whole of Europe, exists
to-night with no. sign of Immediate so¬

lution. The tension that arose when tliè
dispute between Great Britain and Rus¬
sia resolved ItsetC into the simple ques¬
tion whether Russia would or would not
guarantee In advance that some p-jnish
ment should be administered to tho oí-
fending officers of the Baltic squadron,
has been modified by tlie Introduction of
an entirely new set of contentions con¬

tained In Vice-Admirai Rojcatvcnskv's
report, yet, even the most astute diplo¬
mats who recognized a temporary im¬
provement in conditions, are puzzled by
the complications that so curiously cause

It. However, tliare Is to-night at tlie
embassies of powers not concorned in the
dispute, a very strong conviction that a

way out will be found other than In
recourse to war. |
The foreign officer, apparently hs puz¬

zled as the on-lookers, pursues tho poli¬
cy of silence, and the British press is
almost totally uninformed. The volumin¬
ous exchunges dally occurring between
London and St. Petersburg continue, the
statement that no reply from Russia hns
been received, adding to the implication
that Russia is intentionally Ignoring tue
British representations, it is this miscon¬
ception which la chiefly responsible foi
the stirring up of a popular agitation
against which the government maw f¡nd
It hard to stand out in the possible event
of Foroign Mlnlater Lansdowne with¬
drawing the demand that Russia guaran¬
tee punishment before inquiry is insti¬
tuted.
Had Admiral Rojestvcnsky's report not

arrived, it Is probable the dispute would
have been settled ono way or the .othei
to-night. Its terms, howovoi, are gener¬
ally held to prevent tho presentation of
the ultimatum, -which Great Brit¬
ain undoubtedly intended to send.

SENSATIONAL TESTIMONY

Telephone Girls Deny That Mc¬
Cue 'Phoned for His Brother
the Night of the Murder, as

Claimed by McCuc andj
His Brother.Several
Versions of Murder

CHAJ-LOTTESVILLE, VA. Oct. 27.-«

Seated within ten feet of his father whose
eyes were fixed steadily upon him through¬
out tho ordeal, surrounded .on every sida
by an eager, straining crowd, Willie Mo-
Cue, eldest son of the alleged murderer of
his mother, for a half-hour to-day and
carefully, dellberatedly, emphatically re-,
pudlated every statement, threat "or alle¬
gation atributed to him by many persona.
In tho llttlo court-room, five hundred*

men sat or stood, tonso and almost bream-
loss. The sun had set behind the hills and
tho light that streamed through the win¬
dows was dim and constantly fading.
Hundreds of heads, old and young, were
craned, watching every movement, catch¬
ing every sound from the figure In tha.
chair.
A boy of seventeen sat there and from

his lips might' have come words damag¬
ing, utterly damaging, to the cause of
the man within tho bar, his father.
Not one, not oven the fragment of one,

was recorded.
Tho voice of the boy as he''faced tho

court was clear and strong. Where many
had expected hesitation, there was only
vohomenco; to those who' had looked for
reluctant admissions there went out only
denials often repeated and often ompha-
sized.

Emphatic Denials.
For every question, and they were

hurled at him with a rapidity almost em¬
barrassing to tho listeners, he had one
brief, positive and unfailing reply.a sin¬
gle word, "No." The Commonwealth had
staked high upon what the lad would say
and the Commonwealth failed again, lor
the moment.
Aa the first words of the witness sUr-

rcd tho court-room audience, tho ava¬

lanche, already toppling to Its fall, could
be seen descending.
«Quickly as It come. It did not catch

The,
Jramrilnder of the examination will prob/
obly not bo long and tho defense with t'te
tide from tho witness chair flowing so
steadily its way, can scarcely have much
over which to wrangle and scratch with¬
in a comparatively brief time.

John Perry, tho negro boy,'will not
go upon tho stand for tho prosecution,
'Noiiu of the alleged "women" will appear.

The Main Point.
The groat and perhaps tho gigantic la¬

bor o.f the Commonwealth will bo to
butter down the testimony of the son of
tho accused man. Confidence in their
ability to do this Is freely expressed by
the attorneys. Witnesses will be intro¬
duced, who will, flatly .contradict the
young man, and there are said to bo Boni*«
affidavits. The day will bo the most
vitally important slneo tho beginning,
Tho representatives of the Commonwealth
predict that beforo It Is done they Will
have proven beyond all reasonable doubt
that "MuCiiu Is tho murderer of his wife
and that he should hang for tho crime.

It is but fair to state that tho assur¬

ance of th» defense -Is equally mnlfest.
It .claims many victories and professes
tu sea nothing like danger in tho dis.
tance. The testimony of Willie McCue
closed a long, busy day, full to thu brim
with sensations. Tho Commonwealth bo.
gan early to bolster up Its case and suc¬
ceeded to a certain extent, scoring muro

Tho testimony of the telephone girls
