over it; that tho street llnea nnd grndc
levols Bhould bo projected wcll out he-

yond tho clty llmlts, nnd a map of tho

pamo propiired by tho clty enginoer. so

ihat tfcoss buildlhg subur.ban ho.mes shall
know Just whero to locate their houspa
wit.h rofcreneo to futuro stroet Improve-
menta. He olso tells us that thls 1b donc

ln other oltlcs, and that ofton tho streets
aro graded nnd c.u'rblnga sot far bcyond
all bnildlhg: opeVatlona.
Thls fact may be observed by a yislt to

eities as near by aa Wushlngton and
Baltlmore. It. la truly an object lesson

to cltizens of Rlchmond lo visit tho

suburbs of *lther or those clties and see

how carcfully tiio outlying dlstricts nro

lald out hy fh* olty authorltlos. The clty
of Buffalo, whlch, by tho way, Is one

of. the most altroctivo citios ln the Uniled

States ln Hs rosldence dlstricts, extends
its streels mlles and mlles into the old

fieSlds surrpunding. Theso atroota aro

not only graded. but they are puved wlth

asphalt nnd good sldcwalks provldcd. It

may bo stateil, bowever, that the prop-

erly ownors ln th'a outlying dlstricts pay
tho grealer part of tho cost of this work,
but thoy aro nmpl.v compensiitcd, for

improvitmenta of thls character nro in

themsolves an inrtucement to lot-buying
and homo-buildlng. Wo do not belicvo
ln junkot trips. but tho clty could weil
aftord to :iend the members of tho Street
Commiltee to Baltlmore; Washlngton and

Burfalo, espcclally to Buffalo, ln ordcr
that they may see for th'omselves and
gathor desirablc Information ln. "this dl-
roction. Rlohmond should nbandon tiio
sllpshod polioy of lettlng Its outlying difi-
trlcts bo built up as tho cow paths run,
and adopt tho buslness-like pollcy of tak-
Ing in suburhan terrltory beroro it Is
built up, and laying it out in a workman-
llke maniuT.
One tlil.ng in o'onelusion n.bout the clty

of Buffalo: So far as we we.ro ablo to
obscrvo in a r,e<;.enl visit to that place,
there are no.l.onp. rpWw'bf tencnient houscs
welded togdthw, aucli as aro lo bo seen

in Rlchmond and Baltlmore.. Even in the
jioorer dlstricts the houses aro detached,
nnd thero ls Invarlably a plot of ground
iu front for gniss and flowors, and so far
us our obsfj-viitlon wont, if ^viis Invarlably
tho caso that tbo yards of the humblost
inhaliltants wero grepn wlth grass and
ndorned wlth llowers. Spccla) attentlon
is pald to shudo troes, and on practlcully
:ill tho residencc streets there is a border
nlong tho Hldpwalka of green grass.
Theso thlngs do not como by chaiice.

They aro tho result of foreslgbt nnd
HiipervbiioB. Rlchmond mny hnvo beau-
flful suburban dlstricts If sho wlll.

II provlded that 110 common carrler
ahonld transport any propcrty produced,
mrmnfactiucit or sold In vlolntlpn of any

of tho nntl-trust laws, nnd nuthorls-.cd re-

oovery of trcbflo dainngea by niiythhig
dono l.i violntlon of thls act TJid not
wna tlhnnlmotisty passed ln tho Houso,
but In the Scnatc it met w.lth strnng op-

positlon, Scnator Nolson, of Mlnnesota,
hnving Irtlrodttced an dniehttinont whlch
w«« rnr more acceptablo to tho tiusto.
lt is i.lloged lhal ,the trusts sent tele-
gianis broadcnal, Indlacrlnilnatoly iirghig
tho adoptlon of Blttleflcld'a blll nnd by
thls inenns produced the ttiiprossSou that

they fearcd tho Nelaou hlll. whllo just
tho cohtrary wns tho ease. ln any ovent

the Neflson bill was ndoptcd arter a con¬

ference betwoon tho two housos nnd 1;o-
enme law. This blll ,was for loaa ef-
flclent than tho Bittlefield blll, ns lt

only provlded for the r.reatlon of a bu-
rean of corporarlohB ln tho pepar.ttnent
of Commerco nnd Lubor wlth the power
nnd rlgbt of invesMgatliig all fonr.a of

cornorato actlvity. whlch wero apparently
moiropolistlc or lllcgal. Thls wns the de-

partment ln whlch Mr. Cortciyou preslded
and hls opportunlty for ncquirlng knowl-

edgo of tho Innor worklnga of ,tho trusta

waa tho basta of attack nia.de on hlm
when ho nccepted tho poaitiou of chalr-
mn.n of the natlonnl Rcpubllcan party.
This, however, is another issuo. To ro-

turn to trust leglslatlon, tho most effec-
tivo act ii t tho sesslon whlch pasacd tho
Nelson anicndinent, wna that Introduced
by Senator Elkins, whlch provlded that
tho glvlng- of any re.batos to nny con-

corn by any rallroad shoulu l>e illegal
and a flno of not less than 51,000 nor

moro than $20,000 wn!s enncted for oach
offense, Thls law waa bnscd on tho theo-
ry that .speoial frclght ratcs wero an

onormous factor In corruption growing
out. of conipeUtlon between fnyored und
unfavored corporntlons. FlnaMy tho Flf-
ty-seventh Congress pnsscd a hlll that
largely expcdlted the trlal of trust cases,
by autliorlzlhg the romoval diroct from
the Circuit to the Suprome Court of all
cases brought under theso ncts.
So much for logislatlon, Jn tho mat-

ter of Iegal enforeoment of theso laws
the admlnlstratiou hns not been alto-
gethor ddio. Tho flrst cas« that ca.me

up was in May, 1903, when tho beef trust
was prosccutod ln.Chic.ago and Jtulgo
Groascup isaued an injuuetion rcstraln-
Ing thls trust from nilowlng its ngents
to rofraln from htddlng 'ngalnst each oth¬
er or from bldding up moat tcmpornnly
to Induce great shipments aud thon re-

fuslng to bld when.tho shlpinents roicli-
cd the marlcct or from. agroelng among
theinselves upon prlcea or from making
agreements with tho railroads for rebates
or disciiminatlvo ratea. ln additlon to.
tho becf trust, sults woro InsUtutod
ugainst fourteen railroad oorporatlons,
clght of whlch aro now pendlng. Tho
object of thoso suJts waa. to break up
auch illegal combinatlons between rail¬
roads and cbrtain favored shippers, where-
by tho lattor wero grnntcd epcclal re-'

bates or ooncesslons. T'nder the Elkins
act trcblo damagos had been awarded
tho clty of Atlanta by renson of an ille¬
gal agrcemont mado botwec-n the com-

poncnt members of (hcplpe trust not 1o-
bld for the piplng requlred by that city.
Tho .AntbracitQ Coail Carrylnjg Rallroad'a
casc, whlch is> technically known aa the
Intorstato Commerce Commission vs.

Balrd, has also gono to the Suprenio
Court, though tho nuosllon nt issue waa

sltnply whethcr tho Intorstato Commcirco
Cominission could coinpel tho productlon
of evidence by the railroads. The Cir¬
cuit Court held they could not and tho
Suprenio Court has now held that they
could. Thls dcclslon won a substantial
victory ngainst tho pnictico of givlng re¬

bates. for tho coal trusts, as well as all
othcrs, may now bo compellod to revcal
whatever, information tho govcrnment <le-
alrcs ns to thelr operatlon. The final
caao is tho .celebrulcd Northcrn Socuritles
case, wlioao rosulta are too well known
to necd recapltulatlon, having demon-
Ktrated tho power of the government to

provont cojisolidatlona of conipetlng rail¬
roads. After this caao waa dociided, the
Attorney-Gonoral snid that ho dld not
iiitend to run amuck, Tlils aetlon was

probabily .taken du vlew of tho fact that
at leaat 85 per cent, of the rallroiula lu
Amorlca aro belng oporated in deflaneo
of tho Bheririan unti-trust law, and ns
theso railroads wero alrcady in operatlon
when the. Sheriimn law waa paascd, and
aa lt mado no referetico to thom speclf-
Icaily, lt i» argued that they wero by im-
pllco/tloii not nieant to bo affected by tho
tei-nia of tiila leglahution. Tho questlon,
however, is opon and wlll doublesa noed
legLslatlvo selti'.fineiit. auch in brief la
tho record, lt Includea four acta of Con¬
gress. varlous reaolutlona and not less
than twenty dcelslons. Both partloa aro
entltled to credit, Ixith pnrttea havo bcon
Instrumorital ln Introduvlpg, framlng und
piiiat-cutliig unti-trust leglalatlou, und
thero la ground for hopo that tlio good
work of restralning porplclous truals wlll
no on. But tho most Iniportant thing
ol'ieu aftor all ia to redueu tho tarlff to
a rovonuo biusia, so that tho trust'a wlll
not be perutitted to levy tiibu,te ujion tho
people,
