S1.T years ago Canada ws,:? jogging along

In a dead and alive way, when an event

occurred which has changed Its whole In¬

dustrial outlook. This extraordinary
event was the coming Into power o£ a

hitherto almost unknown man, tho Hon.

Clifford Slfton» who had once been an

Attorney-General In .the Province or Man¬

itoba. Mr. Slfton was made minister of

tho Interior under the Liberal government,
andfát once began scientific, Ivgorous and

attractive advertising for Immigrants. As

a result Canada, which hud boon receiv¬

ing Immigrants at the rate of 10.OOO a

year, began to got them In enormously In¬

creased numbers, and they oro now pour¬

ing In at the rate or 100,000 a year. This

influx of men has meant an enormous

increase of productions along nil lines.

Por example, the Canadian wheat crop

now runs nearly 150,000,000 bushols and

"Manitoban No. 1 hard" 1ms established
a new criterion for high grado wheat. So

greatly has the wheat and ranching in¬

dustry advanced In Canada that there

bus been a great boom in building rail¬

roads at present, In addition to the Cu-

mullan Pacific, which crosses the entire

Dorhinion of Canada, the Canadian North¬

ern is already half way across and the

Grand Trunk Railroad is applying for a

charter that It will undoubtedly receive,

which will enable It'to build from ocean to

ocean.'
Twenty years ago there wore not sixty

miles of railroad In Cnnada. To-day
there aro 1S.S5I miles with two transcon¬

tinental lines under construction. A few

years ago land was sold on the Canadian
Pacific at $1 an acre that is now bring¬

ing $5 and çu an acre. From all along the

northern border Americans are pouring
into Canada, whilo the tax on' capacity
of British steamship lines for immigra¬
tion Is such that the agents havo noti¬

fied the continental Immigration bureau

for Canada that ull emigrants from the
continent must sail from continental
ports. On one day at the end of March,
1003, 3,000 emigrants from Great Britain

landed In Halifax and a few days later

2.000 landed from tho cotttlnonL
Shortly aftjrivards tho Canadian gov¬

ernment ,took,-a- spécial train, carrying I
166 American capitalists Into the Saskat-1
chew?n country for'the purpose of de¬

monstrating the value of Canadian land.
Over 1,000,000 acres were bought, all of
which will bo developed for the benefit
of Crinada. Tho tourist will see train
load, after train- loud bt immigrant.?.all
bright, cheerful and happy, all ready and
able to work, every one of whom con¬

tributes his full quota to the upbuilding of

tho country nnd to tho development of
enormous agricultural, mineral and manu¬

facturing resources which lie waiting for

the hand-of man,
Tho natural question is, how is this

groat change been made? and the answer
is found In tho organization of an immi¬
gration bureau. The Department of the
Interior of Canada has a deputy minister
for the interior, who works from the Ca¬
nadian end, another who work» from tho
United States and a third who works
in Europe. In addition to iheso Indi¬
vidual workers, the Canadian Pacific Rail-
road has built maguiflcont offices In
Trafalgar Square, London, perhaps the
greatest «.enter In that great city, and
the Canadian government has opened n

regular emigration office at Charing
Cross, which is in the same locality as

the Canadian Pacific offices, and tills tin-

igratloit office receives from six to seven
hundred letter« a day from all over the
world, One letter was for 5,C>Xi men for
Iarm work in Eastern Canada, where the
supply of labor )nui iir-en almost ex-

Western wheat field«, Another thing

Mr. Bryan and the Populists.
Tom Walson has now turned against

his friend, Bryan, lie soys that tho lead¬
er of tho free silver anU-plutocratlo
movoment of 1SA6 ha« been captured by
tho plutocrats and will probably be their
candidate In 190S,
This shows how hopeless It Is for Dem¬

ocrats to expect to make satisfactory
terms with Populists. In 1S96 Mr» Bryan
was acceptablo to the Populists, and In

part they were acceptable to him. lie
made friendly overtures toward them;
he spoke In the kindest nnd most com¬

plimentary terms of them and Invited
their co-oporatlon. As a result, he re¬

ceived tha support of tho Populist party
nnd boasted that he was their nominee.
Mr. Bryan had hoped that somo sort of
friendly and agreeable compromise would
bo effected-with tho Populists, and that
they ana the Democrats would get to¬

gether on an acceptablo platform. But
ho Is ho doubt Convinced by this time
that such a compromise in any event
would have been ImpracUcut and Impos¬
sible. Tho Populists gave him their sup¬

port because they thought that to put
him Into tho White House would be the
first step, and an Important step, In the
direction of establishing and putting Into
operation their theories of government.
They were not satisfied even with the

platform of 1596, but accepted it as ft

means to ari'ond. They had no Intention
of taking any stop backward, and If Mr.

Bryan had been elected they would not

havo, been satisfied with him unless he
had committed himself to all their pet
Populistlc schemes.
In tiio convention of 1901 Mr. Bryan ex¬

erted a considerable Influence, and while
ho did not secure a platform that was

entirely pleasing to him, ho succeeded In

keeping out of tho platform some pro¬
posed, plunks that were objectionable, and
when tho document had been completed
ho cordially supported It hi convention
and subsequently, during .the campaign
which followed, mode many speeches In

advocacy of the platform and of the Dem¬
ocratic ticket. His course has now turn¬
ed against him his former friend and
admirer, Mr. Thomas Watson, and doubt¬
less, most of the Populists, like Mr. Wat¬
son, have lost their admiration for him.
Because he refused to side with the Pop¬
ulists' and to remain in the Dem¬
ocratic party, Mr. Watson has lost
Interest in him, and has lost faith
In him, ana says that he Is now bowing
tho knee to the plutocratic Baal.
The lesson to Democrats 1s plain enough

.the Democratic party Is strongest in Its

Integrity and when It undertakes to make
compromises with the Populists or.dls-

grunUed Republicans or with any political
organization, whose members-do, not be-
llovo 1n Democratic fundamentals, it In¬

jures Its character and Is sure to lose
from its own ranks more voters than It

will gain from the ranks of tho aliens.
Mr. Bryan now says that ho is opposed

to organizing a new party, as, In spite
of Its defeat, the old Democratic party is

good enough for him. We hope that he
Is forever done with the Populist,.

The Election in the Ninth.
A correspondent of tho Clinch Volley

News, writing from Osborn's Gap, says

that while the outside world Is wondering
how It happened that the Ninth District
was lost to the Democrats, he can tell
how it happened In his part of the dis¬
trict. He declares that It cost'lt Mr. Slemp
$400 to get forty-eight majority In the
Clintwood precinct, and $1,G00 In Dlckenson
county. He further affirms that this Is

boldly charged and not denied by Mr.
Slomp's henchmen. "The way and man-'
nor," he concludes, "In which the Re¬
publicans conducted the election here Is
enough to bring a bluah of shame to the
cheeks of all Virginians.

General Miles's Scheme.
A report comes from Washington that

General Nelson A. Miles Is attempting
to induco European commissary officers
to use a larger proporUon of rice in their
army rations. It is fur.thei- reported Uiut

General Miles Is Interested In largo rico
farms In Texas' and 'Louisiana, and that
after several' trap's West to, consult tho
Chicago and St. Louis capitalists who
have invested considerable sums in the
scheme, be is preparing to sail for Europe
that he may visit several countries and
advocate a larger use of rice as an army
ration with a view to getting a wider
market In the products of Texas and
Louisiana fields, which he and his as¬

sociates aro cultivating.
But it is not believed that his effort

will bo successful. Rico Is not popular
as an article of diet with tho soldiers of
the United States or the »soldiers of Euro¬

pean armies and it Is useless to attempt
to make men eat that which they, do not
like when there are more acceptable re-

tlons at their command. It must be con¬

fessed, however, that Japan has been
doing first-rate work with soldiers fed on

a diet of rice.

Commenting on the mistrial In the case

of Nan Patterson by'reason of the illness
of one of the Jurors, ¡the Now York Times
comes out for a law providing that In the
event of the disablement of one juror, or

even perhaps of two, during the course
of a trial, the trial should proceed with
tho number left, a.nd that the verdict of
that number shall be received as the ver¬

dict of tho jury.

It Is worse than shameful, and It
came near being criminal on Thursday
last When the whole performance was
well nigh precipitated Into a mob.- The
mayor of the city luckily had tho presence
of mind to grasp- the need of tho hour
and to' telephone to tho city to the chief
of police to send out all tho p.itrOlmcn
ho could Und.

the play ground, the great game thut we
did have would never have been pulled
off.
This, to a less degree has been re¬

Somebody evi¬
dently makes money out of gate receipts.
We »see It announced that tho athletic
associations of the two universities made
big money out of the event. We are
told that tho management sold seats to
tho grand stand by tho hundreds more
than they had there. Certain It Is that
numbers were In the grand stand with
no scat and hod to stand up, wedged
In tho crowd, during tho whole perfor¬
mance.
Tho game In Itself was a great spectacu¬

lar show and no doubt everybody that
witnessed It would like to see the next.
And aro wo then to go through with tho
same rough experiences; tho same mash
and jam?

Government Crews Rescued
Over 3,300 People From

Watery Graves.

REPORT OF THE YEAR'S WORK

Telephone. System Proved of
Very Great Assistance.The

Numbet- of Wrecks.

(By Associated Press.)
WASHINGTON, D. C. December 1.-

Tho annual report of tho general super¬
intendent of the life-saving service shows
that during the year assistance was ren¬

dered by the life-saving crews to 1,061
vessels of all kinds, Involving tho lives

of moro than 3,300 persons, and property
to tho value of nearly seven million dol¬

lars. The crews also rescued 103 per¬

sons not on board vessels from various
porllous situations, and through signal
warnings of the beach patrons saved from

possible disaster 161 vessels in danger- of

(stranding. Tho vessels wrecked «were

generally of small tonnage.
Tho total number of disasters to ves¬

sels of all .kinds was 770, with a valuation
of W.705,530, of which $5,33O,0SO wns saved
and $1.875,100 was lost. Tho total num¬

ber of persons Involved was 3.328, of whom
34 lost their Uves.
The telephone system maintained by tho

service, has proved of great assistance,
and much attention hns been given .to Us
Improvement and extension. The life-
saving service lines now extend practi¬
cally unbroken from Matno to the Caro¬
linas and havo connection at all Import¬
ant points with the commercial telephone
and telegraph lines of tho country, and
also, where desirable, with the light¬
houses and weather bureau oftlces on the
coast. Tho life-saving stations, the re¬

port says, constitute an Important fac¬
tor 1n the system of the coast guard
patrol maintained by the Navy Depart¬
ment for protecting the coast in time of
-war, and It is expected that the wire¬
less telegraph system now being testen
by tho navy, when sufficiently perfected,
will, be extended to tho life-saving, sta¬
tions; In fact, plans already are being
prepared for Its Installation.

CHAPMAN DERANGED.

Jury Finds He Killed Himself
While Temporarily Insane.

(By Associated Press.)
LONDON, Deccmoer 1.."_u»cide during

temporary Insanity," was tho verdict
