thnt wus slern nnd thnt ncedcd solf-sae-
rlflce, and have sought to hldo from thelr
own inlndR thelr shortcoiulngs, thelr lg-
noblo motlves, by oitlling them lovo of
peace. Tho jieacu of lyrnnnoiis lerror,
tho jieaco of nravoit weuknrss, tho penco
of Injusllct!.iill theso should be shunnetl
H.<t wo slitin unrlghleoiis war. The goal
to sot beforo us aa a natlon, "the gonl
¦whleh should bo sel beforo nll mnnklii.l,
,i« tho attnlnment or ihe pcaco of Jttsllco,
of tho peace whlch ooinos when Otiali nii-
tloit Is not inerolv safo-gunrdeil In ItR own
rlghts, bul sertipulously recogfllaes dnd
purfornis its duty. toward btlters, Geti-
t-rally peaca tells for rlghteousiiftss, but
if thero Is oonlllct botween.tho. two, then
our (oalty Is due llrst lo the cuuso of
righuroustiess. unrlghleoiis wurs nro c«ni-
nimn, nnd unrlghtcotis penco |h rare, but
both should bo ahunned. Tho rlght Ot
frecdom nnd the responslblltty for tho
oxerclse of that rlghl cannot bo dlvorced.
"ii«;. of our great poets has well antl
llnoiy aald thnt freedom Is not a glft that
Ittrflcs long In tho hands of eownrds.
NOIthor does lt tnrry long in tho hands
of those too alotWul. too dlahoncat qr
t.*n iinuiti'Mlgeii', to excrclso lt. Tho etcr-
iinl v/jji'jiK.t; whlch is tho prlce of llberly
must bo exerclscd, eomctlmes to guard
..igalnat oiitHldo foes, although, of course,
fnr moro often to guard ngainst our own
aOlflah or thougiitless ahorlcomlngs.

If theso aelf-evldent truths are kept
beforo us, nnd only If they nre so kept
before us, wo shall havo a clcar ldca of
pecta should be. It Is our duty to rcrnom-
jic-cts ahould he. i is our duty to rcmem-
tior that a natlon has no moro rlghl to
do Injustlco to another natlon, strong or
weak, than nn IndlvIduaUhns to do ln-|
justlce to another Indlvldual; that tho;
Mume moral law applies ln ono case ns ln
tho othor. Hut we must also remember
thnt'It Is as much the duty of tho na-I
tlon tn guard its own rlghts and Its own
Intcrests aa it is tho duy of tho Indlvld-
b'itl so to do. Within tho natlon the indl-
vlUual has now delegatctl thla rlght to
Uic State.-that Is, to the repreacntatlve
ot'all tho indlvlduals.and It Is a inaxim
ot Iho Jaw that for every wrong there ls
.a remedy. But In Internatlonal law wo
haw not ndvunced by any meaiis ns far
as wc havo advenccd ln munlclpal law.
There |s as yet no Judlclal way of enforc-
ing a rlght In internntlonai law. When
one natlon wrongs another or wrongs
manv.others, there is no trlbunal beforo
whlch the wrongdoer can be brought.
Kllhor lt is neceasary suplnely to ac-
qul'-sco in tho wrong, and thua put a
premium upon brutallty and nggresslon.
or elso II ls necesaary for the aggrloved
natlon vallantly to stund up for Its rlghts.
l.'ntll some nicthotl is devlaed by which
there t-:hall bo a degreo ot internatlonal
oontrol over offendliiir natlons. It woiild ;
be. a wlcked thlng for tho- most clvllized !
power*', for thoso with most sonso of
ititcnintlonal obllgatlons nnd. lyith kcen-
uFt ;ind most generous ajjpreclatlon of,
the aiffcrenco between right nnd wrong,
to disarm. If the great civlllzod natlon*
of tho present day should eomepleteiy dls.
arm', tne restilt would mean an iinmedl-1
ato recrudeacenco of barbarlsm In one
form or another. Under any clrcuni-
atanccs a.sudlclent armament woultl havo
to be kept up t.i txrvo tbe purposes of
internatlonal loln-o, ano untll Intcrna-
1 ional coheslon tttid t .> J>cnt>e of lnter-
iiational dutles ttt.ij i;jhts aro far more
ndvunced than at p.-vsenl, n natlon deslr-
oiih both ot sccuriug reapeet for ltaelf
aud of dolrfc; good to others must havo a
force ntfequatn for tho work whlch lt
leels Is aliotted to it as its part of the
general world duty. Therefore lt follows
that a self-respectlng, Just nnd far-seelng
natlon should on the ono hand endeavor
by every means to ald In tho dovelopment
of the varloua movoments whlch tend to
provlde substlttitcs for war, whlch tend
to render natlons ln thelr actlous toward
.ono another, and. Indecd. towaril their
own peoples. morcresponslvo to tho gen-
u'ral sentlment of hiimanc and clvlflzed
manklnrl: and on the other hand that
lt should kot-p prc-pared, whllo scrujiu-
lously avoldlng wrongdol'ig Itself, to re-
pel nny wrong, and in «xt>eptional caacs
to take nctlon whlch In a moro ndvanced
stago of luterualional relatlona would
come under the head of tho exerciae of
the internatlonal pollco. A great freo
jieopie owea lt to itself and to all man-
klnd not to slnk into hclplossness before
the powors of cvll.

Arbitration Treaties.
Wc aro ln every way cndeavorlng to

help on with cordlnl good wlll every
inovement whlch wlll tend to brlng us
Into more frlondly relatlona with tho rost
of mankiiid. ln pnrsuunco of this pollcy
I shall shortlv lay before tho Senato trea¬
ties of'nrbltrution with all powcrs whlch
are wllllng to enter Into theso treaties
with us. lt. i« not posslblo at this period
of tho world'a development to agreo to
arbltralc all nuitters. hut thero nre many
liiattrCH of possible dlfforcnco between -us
and othor natlons whlch can bo tlius ar-
bltrateil. Furthormoto. nt the rcquest
of tho Intcrpurllanu'titary Unlon. an enil-
nont bod" composed of prnctlcal states-
mon from all countrlos. I havo asked tho
powcrs to Joln with this govemmentTIn u
second Hague coni'ercnce. at whlch it ls
hoped that the work ulready so hnpplly
bogun "t TJki Hague may be carried somo
steps further towartl comptctlon. Tliis
cai-ries out. the deslro expressed by tho
ilrst Iluguo cpnfercaco Itself.

Policy Toward Other Nations
- of Western Hemisphere.

It |s not truo that the Unlted States
feels any land hunger or ontcrtalns anyprojects'as regards tho other natlons of
iho Western Hemisphere, save such as
are for tholr welfare. All that this coun¬
try doslres Is.to aeo the nelghborlng <x>uii-
trlos #tablc, orderly and prosporous. Any
country whose people. couduct themselves
well ciin count upon our hearty frlend-
ship. If a natlon showa thut lt knows
how lo act with i-unsoiiublo ofllclency antl
decohcy in sociul *nnd polltlcal inatters,
it lt keeps order and pays Ita obllgatlons,
it need foar no ltnorrerenco from tho
United States. Chroulc wrongdolng or an
linpotence which results iu a general ]oos-
ening of.the tles of clvillzed soclety. may
jn Ainerlcu. ,as elsowhero, ultlmately re-

biklng such step.«, as wo bavo taken ln
regard to Cnbi, Venezuela, Pann.ma,anti
in endouvorlng to clrcumscrlbo the Uiea-
ter ot war ln the Far East, and to securo
tho open door ln Cblna, we havo actod
ln our own Interest ns well. as in tno

interest of .hmuanlty at largo. Thoro nro,
howover oascs In whlch, whllb our own
Intorosts nre not greatly tnvolved. strong
nppcal Is mado to our sympathles. Ortil-
narlly lt ls very much wlscr and moro
iisftful for us to concern oursolvefl wiui
strlvlng for our own moral and matcrini
bettcrmont here nt homo than to con-

ccrn ourseivcs with trj'lng to better tno
condition of tltings in other natlons. we

havo plenty of sins of our own to war

ageilnst, and under ordinary laurcum-
slances we enii do more for Ihe general
upllftlng of humanlty by strlvlng .with
heart uiid soul to put a stop to clvlc cor¬

ruption, to brutal lawlessnoss and vlolcnt
race prejudlccs .here at homo than by
paasing resolutlons aboul wrongdolng else-
where. Nevorthelcss there Uro occaslonji.l
crlmes commlttcd on so vast a scale nnd
of such pecullar horror as to mako us

doubt whether It Is not our manlfcst duty
to ondettvor at Icast to- Bhow our dlsap-
proval of the deed and our sympathy
with thoso who havo suffered by lt. Tho,
cases must bo extreme in whlch such n
courso Is Justlllable. Thero must.be no,
cftort mado to removc tho. mote from our
btother's eye lf wo refuse to removc tbo
bearn from our own. But In oxtrcmo'
cases actlon may be Justlflable and prop¬
er. What form the actlon shall take must
depend upon .the clrcumstances of the!
case; that Is, upon tho degree of tho!
atrocltv and upon our power to remedy
lt. Tbe cases in whlch we could Intcrfere
by force of arms as wo Interfered to put
a stop to Intolerable' condltions ln Cuba
are necessarlly very fcw. Yet it is not
to be expected that a people Ifko ours,
Whlch in Bpito of certaln very obvlous
shortcomlnga, nevertheless' as a whole
shows by Its conslstent p'raotlce Its bellef
ln tho prlnciples of cfvll and feliglous llb-
crty nnd of orderly freedom, a peoplo
among w.hom even the worst crime, llko
the crlme Iynchlng. Is never moro than
sporadlc, so that Indlviduals and not
classes aro molested ln thelr fundamental
rlghts-lt ls Inovltable that such a natwn
to Its horror on an occasion llko that of
the massacre of tho Jewu ln Klshenef, or

when U wltnesaes such systematic and
long-extended cruelty and oppresslon as

tho cruelty and opprcaalon of which tno
Armeniahs have been \ho vlctims. and
which havo won for them tlio lndignant
pity of tho clvlllzcd world.

Rights of American Citizens j
Abroad. j

Even where lt ia not posaiblo to secure
In other natlons tho observance of the
prlnciples whlch we accept as axlomatlc,
it ls necessary for us-tlrmly to Inslst upon
the rlghts of our own citizens witbout
regard to thelr creed or race; without re¬

gard to whether they were -born hero or

born abroad. lt has proved very dlfflcult
to securo from Russla tho rlgbt for our

Jewlsh fcllow-cltizens to recelvo pass-!
parts and travel through Russian terrl-
tory. Such conduct Is not only unjust
and Irrltating towara us, but lit ls dlfflcult
to seo its wisdom from llussia'a stand-
jiolnt. No concelvable good is occom-'
pllshed by it. If an American Jow or an

American Chrlstlan misbehaves hlroself.
in Russla he can at.onco be drlven out;
but tho ordinary American Jew, llke tho
ordlnarv American GhrlBtlan. would be-
havo Just about aa ho behaves here, that
ls, bejiavo as any good cltlzen ought to
behave; and where this Is the case It is
a wrong agalnst whlch we are ehtltled to
protest to refuso him hlspassport without
regard to hls conduct and character,
merely on raclal und rellglous grouiids.
In Turkey our dtfllcultlea arlse less from
the way in which our citizens are somo-
tlrnes treated than from the Indlgnatlon
lnc-vltably excited in sooing such fearful
mlsrulo us has been wltnessed both ln
Annenla and Mocedonia.

The. Navy.
The strong arm or the Government in

enforclng respect for Us Just rlghts in
jnternatlonal matters ls tho Navy of tho
Unlted States. I most eamestly recom-
niehd that thero bo no halt ln the .work
of uiibulldlng tbo American Navy. Thero
Is no moro jiatrlotlc duty before us as a'

peoplo tlian to keop the Navy adequtSato to
tho needs of this country's. posltion. Wc
have undertaken to bulld the lathmlan
Canal. Wo havo undertaken to securo for
oursolvoa our Just shafo in tho trade of
tho OHent. Wo havo undertaken to prp-
tect our citizens from impropor treatmont
n forolgn lands. Wo eontlnuo stoudlly
to inslst on the. npplicntion of the Mon¬
roo Dootrlno to tho western Hemisphere,
Unloss our attitude In theso and all slml-
lur matters ls to bo n. mere boastful sham
wo can not nfford to abnndon our navnl
programmo. Our volco is now potent for
peace, and Is so potent because wo nro

.i,lnin,ha,PhlllpPlM Islands thero has beendurlng tho past year a contlnuatlon of thosteady progreas whlch has obtnlned everslnce our troops deftnltely got the unnerhand of the insurgonts.- The Phlllppinepeople. or. to speak more nccurately, the
many trlbes. and even races, sundcredlrom one anothor moro or less sharpiv,whp go to mako up the people of the Fh"l-Ipplno Island. contaln many elements ofgood and some elements wh'loh we havo nrlght to hope stand for progress. At p? es-ent they are uttorly incapablo of exlstingin indepehdenco at all or of building up
a clvlllzation of their own. I flrmly bo-Hevo that we can help them to rise hlgherand hlgher ln tho scale of clvlllzation ivid
of capticlty for selfgovernment, and I
most earnestly hope that In the end theywlll be able to stand, If not entirely aloni,
yet ln some such relatlon to the Unlted
States ns, Cuba now stands. This .end ls
not yet ln slght, and It may be indelinKelv
postponcd »f our neopje aro foolish euough
to turn tho attentlon of the FUlplnos away
from tho problems of achieving moral and
matnrlal prospority. of worklng for a
stable, orderly, and Just government. and
toward foolish and dangerous intrlguos
for a complc-to Independenco for wnich
they aro ns yet totally unflt.
On the other band our peoplo must koep

stoudlly before their minds the fact that
the justlflcatlon for our stny'In *«¦ - Phll-
ipplnes must ultlmately rost chicfly rp"n
the eood wo aro tiblo to do In tho Islands.
Meapwhllc our own people should re¬

member tlmt there Is need for the hlghcst
standard of conduct among Ihe Americins
sent to the Phlllppine Islands, not only
among the publlc,servanjs but among the
prlvato Indlviduals who go to them. It is
because I' feel this so dceply thal In tbo
udmlhlsirntlon of theso Islands I have
positively refused to' pertnlt any dlscrlml-
natloh' whutsoevcr for polltlcal roasons
nnd httVd lnslstetl tlmt in chooslinr the
public servnnts conslderatlon should ho
pnld solely to the worth of tlio men choson
and to tho needs of tho islands. Thero is
no hlgher body of men in our public ser¬
vice than wo havo lu tho PhlllppineIslands under Governor W-'^hl aud h's
associatus. So far us posslblo theso mon
should be given a free hand. nnd thelr
suggestlons should recelvo tho heartyhacklng both of the Exocutlvo nnd of tbo
Congrcss. Thero is need of a vlgllhnt nnd
dlslntcrestcd support of our publlo sor-
vtints ln the Phllipplnes by good citizens
hero iu tho ITnitetl Statos. unfortunateiy

MAYNARD VERY HOPEFUL

Thinks Recommendation of Prcsi-

WASHINGT.ON, T>. C, December 0..

A blll wlll be Introdueod poon provklhig
for the crcatlon of nn nddltlonal Fed¬
eral dlslsict in Vlrgrnla. lt wlll be pro-

poscd that the new district be the Mlddle
Dlatrlct, snd that lt- be formed ot

eounties now ln the Westorn Dls-
trlct. The Ifttter district is a very large
one, and the proposltlon to chnnpe lt by
making lt smaller, has tho endorsement
of Judge Henry Clay McDowell, who, pre-
stdes over tha clrcult. The proposltlon
to reduco the slse of tho district by cre-

atlng a new one, ls not a now ono, but
a blll wlth this object has never been
offcred.

Money for Jamestown.
Reprcsentativo Maynard presented to

tho Houso Commlttee on Rlvers and Htir-
bors this mornlng ond to the Senate Com¬
mlttee on Commercc, invitatlons from tlio
Board of Harbor Commisslonora of Nor¬
folk and Portamouth, and from tho Nor¬
folk Board of Trade, lo vlslt tho two
clUes before draftlng tho river and har¬
bor approprlation Wll, and seo the needs
of the lmrbor.

Virginians in Statuary Hall.

It appears that two moro Virginians aro

to bc added to tho number whose effigies
In roarble now. stand in Statuary Hall.
Governor Frazler, of Tennesaee, who was

here this weck on hts way homo from
a'hiladelphla. where he attended tho
launcblng of the armo'red crulser Ten-
nesseo Saturday, eada. that in his next
message to the Logislature he would
recommend that an approprlation bc made
for the chlsolling of statues of John
Sevler and Andrew Jackson, to bo pre¬
sented to the government as Tcnnessee's
contributions tn the galaxy ot. great men

in Statuary HalL John Sevler waa a

nativo of' Virginia.
There aro now standing ln Statuary

Hall two statues, draped, one ot Steshen
Austln, for whom the capital ot Texas
ls named, and the other of Sarn Houston,
the George Washlngton of the Texas re¬

pubilc, Its first Presldent and United
States senator. Austln was born ln W.vtho
county, Va., and Houston in Rockbridge
county, Va. Sevler was born ln virginia,
and Andrew Jackson in North Carollna.
One ls remhided of a story told ot Sam¬
uel J. Tllden. It is said that ho had
an antipathy to Pennsylvanla. for somo

reason, probably because It ga'vc such
big RepubUcan majorities. On one oeca-

sion.ho was at a banquet in --hiladelphla.
at which speethes made had lauded
the. Keystono State moro than history
warranted, lh tho oplnipn of Mr, Tllden.
Ho was- called on to respond to a tonst
whlclv had somo roference to tho great
men of Pennsylvanla. He dld not make
a long speech, and concluded as follows:
"And now, Mr,-Toastmasufc, allow me

to propose that -wo drink to~he niemory
of Ponnsylvanla'a two great sons. Gen-
tlemen, draln your glasses to Bonjainin
Franklin, of Boston. and Albert Galla-
tln, of Swltzeriand."
I was talklng to a Southern D&mo-

crat to-day about tho proposltlon to place
a staluo ot General Lee in Statuary Hall,
tho glt't of tho Statio of Virginia. .The
Logislature has made an approprlation
for Btatues of General Washlngton and
General Lce, whlch wlll bo presented to
tlio nanonal govfernmenf, to bo phtcod
m tho hall as Virglnia's representatlves
of greatnoss. This Democrat with whom
f talked sald he dld not btelievo thero
would bo sierlous Opposltlpn to accxptlug
Ihe statuo of General 1/e-c. Thero might
bo some talk of opposltion bot'oro thu
statues were presented, but he dld not
belleve there would be any spooches or

votes ln opi>osltioii. "Tho Northern Re¬
publlcans aro not so bad about tl«e«o
matters na we sometimes thlnk," he sald.
Ho niny ho rlght, but it is doubtful if
the Grand Army vot0 wlll pormlt Re-
publlcaii represpntattvr- und serintors to
vota to accept a statue of General Leu
to bo placeil whero Virginians would liayjj
it, in tho national Hull of Fumc, wlth that
of tho Fathor of his Country.

Ing Senator Cockrell, of Mlasourl, who
will havo to rotiro from tlio Senate be-
caiusa the J.>glslaturo of his Stato la Re¬
pubUcan. Senator Cockrell, lt is undcr-
stood, lias told tho Presldent lia wlll
accept a posltlon on tho Panama Canal
Commission, a placo, by the way, whlch
pays $15,000 a your, Tho Presldent guvo
Sonator Cockrell his cholee between a

poeltion on the ciuml commission and ono
on tho Interstate Commerco Commission,
The senator choso tho former,
Dcniocrotia papers huvo contalnnd col-

umns of regrets at tho rotlremonl of
Sonator Cockrell, and lamcntatloiis havo
been heard from ptrniocratio udltors all
over th© country over tbo loss whlch tho
party would suslalii when tho sonior sena¬
tor rotircit from tho Senate, Tho country
wlll uiidoubtodly suffcr by reason of the
rottrement of tho MlsssourCan, Tlioro Is
no man ln tho Sonattei more. lndustrlous,
moro pnHiistaWng, ana_moro thoroughly
fanilllar wlth all governmoivlal matters
thnn Is Fnniols Marion Oookrell.
