INTRQDUCTION.After flve weeks do-'l
votcd to tho study of tho kliigs and pro-
phels of Judah we rotum to a lnst vlcw
of Israel. A succes?lon 6f wlcked klngs,
nll ln the foostefis of Alins. occupled the
throne, each seemlngiy sccking to out-v
strlp hls predecessor ln the service of
Idols. Several of them snfforecl vlolont
doaths. Through all the changes the poo-
ple contlnucd tlielr mad cnroer of sln and
folly, rollowlng ,tho exii.niplo of theli
rulors. Perhaps thev had forgotten the
prcdlctlons of wratii nnd hud como to
thlnk thut tho old pfOphet was a tunatle.
But God had not forgotten (Bsfilm clIJijMjftlthough he had.merclfully waited. glvlng
limc for repentenco, His purposes had not
..hiinged. At last the day of hls Judgnletlt
cume. when hls words lo Amos should De
rulflllod. In lho year 71:1 B. _*, 264 years
nftcr Its foundliig. tho northern klugdoni.
comjirlslng ten trlbes or Israel, eeased us
a natlon. Ita terrltory belng ubsorbed ln
lho Asayrlan cmplre. Our losson to-dny
gives a brlef record of that downfall and
lho Inlluences thut led to lt-

"¦

SBORECY.The purpose lmd platl of the
prophots ln wrltlng history were unllkc
lho purpose nnd plan of secular writeis.
Thev souglit chlefly to show tho imturo
nnd results of sln, and In dolng thls they
sketched the bcglnnlng. progross nnd end
or sln (James 1:15), which ls as important
as to exhiblt the vnrlf.us phasos of a. dls-
ease. Hence, ln our lesson we ure told
thut Isruel'began Its wlcked career sccrel-
lv (verse 9). They practlced ln rrlvate
'''theso things thut were not rlght in the
slght of God." It Is a slngular clrcum-
stnnco that men vuhily Imnglne they enn
decclve the Almlghly; that Hls oyo does
not bohold nll their transgrcsslons
(Lzok. vlll:l_). They tlicrcfore make hold
to do in the durkness what they w.ou.d
fear to do ln the full llght of duy
iBph! v:12). It is only when the doctrlne
of the Dlvlne omnlsclonco (Psnlm
cxxxlx:2-3) is roceived nnd made operatlvo
ln human Hfe that secret slns nre hnted
most of all (Psalm xlx:l2), as belng most
dungorous to tne person und most offen¬
sive to God.
PCBLICITY.But. ho wlio practlces sln

secret ly Is likcly iu tlme to do so openly.
Tho thought that God sces only what man
seesXwill soon glvu plaee to the thought
that He does not see'at all. Besldes,
what'ls done ln private qulckly dominales
tiie man. bocomlng a kind of second
nature. Hence, after* a. perlod of hldden
indulgenco, during whlch the outward
forms of rellglon wero malntnlned, Israel
eventually east off these forms and adopt-
ed othors in liarmony wlth the splritual
eondltion (versos 10 and 11). This wau the
next phase in the natlonal development,
maklng the outward conform to the in-
ward (Matt. xil:33). In this way idol-
atrous worshlp was introduced. Images
and greves wero set u.p ln every hlll, and
under every gree*n tnee. The religious cus-
toms of the licathen who dwelt in the
land prior to the conquesl were adopted,
notwluista'ncllhg thoso people had been
eonslgned to dostructlon. The reuson for
all ol thls Is plaln. Heathenlsm wus pre-
ferred to the inslltutcs of Moses becauso
tbe former satlsfied more fully the lyog-
ings of depravod hearts und mlnisterea to
the unholy uppetitles.
DISOB-DIBNCB.All thls departure.

whother secret or public, resulted* from
ihe degeneruey of the people, was the
more oft'enslvo to God. becauso lt had been
oxpressly forblddon (verse 12J. Had the
natlon been grachtnlly corrupted with
faise ideas which by degrees had undor-
mlned thelr fulth und perverted thelr
practice, there would have^ been some
apology. But ln the very law upon which
were builded all the institutions, und ln
whlch centered all the hopes of Israel,-In¬
the law deiivered by Moses, the venerated
fomidetx of the civil and eccleslastical
code, there were commands the most ex-
pliclt nnd positlve, forblddlng the thlr.gs
which had been done (13x. xx:.'!). The peo¬
plo could not be Ignornnt on this subject,
for they had been instrueted for 700 years
(Lev. xxvitl). As well mlght an Amerlcan
clalm to know nothing of the Declara-
tlon of Independence as these Lsraelites
mlght plearl igaorance of the rnany stat-
utes against idolatry (Deut. iv:19). Tlielrs
was unmlstakable and flagraht disobedi-
enco against the commandment of God,
against the trndltlons of the natlon,
against tho constltutlon and genliis of tho
government, against the rellglon of their
futhers.
WAJrt'NiNG.To make ' matters stlll

worse, those people wero repcaledly
warnod. The God against whom they
sinned did not Immediutcly forsako them
(verse 13). but He ralsed up prophots and
seers.teachers and those who foresaw.
and sent these men to the natlon lo testlfy
against it. This was a separato and.inde-
pendent order of mlnlsters, umenablc only
to tho Lord. Tho prlests performed cer¬
taln rltes nnd cerenionles and malntalned
the stiitccl scrviccs of the sacred seasons,
but the prophets, inspired for tho work,
cume with nios_igos dlrect from heaven.
There was il long line of those illustrlous
men.
