Roosevelt, was tho principal speaker at a

«pedal hoshIoii of tho American Forest
Congress held this afternoon, at tho Na¬
tional Theatre, As the President ap¬

peared before Mn Immenso audience,
which filled every, part of tho house, the

l)oòplo receiving him standing, while the
theatro rang with applause and tho or¬

chestra played a patriotic air. Tho
President said In part:

President's Address.
.¦"The piuco of the forest In the Ufo
of any nation Is far too large to be de¬
scribed In tho time at my command. This
Is: peculiarly true of its place in tho
United .States. (.'Ivlllzcd Ufo makes con¬

tinually greator demands on tho forest.
It Ih a fair question, then, whether tho
vast demands of the futuro upon our for¬
este are likely to bo mot. Unless the
forests of the United States can bo mado
ready to meet tho vast domande whloh
this growth will lnovitabty bring, com¬

mercial disaster Is inevitable. Both the
production of the great staples Upon
which our prosperity depends and 'their
movement in commerce throughout the

United States aro Inseparably dependent
upon tho '.existence of permanent and
imitable supplies from tho forest at a

reasonable cost.
¦¦¦"If the present,"rato of forest destruc¬

tion is allowed to continuo a timber
fámlno le obviously Inevitable» Flro,
wasteful . end destructive forms of lum¬
bering and legitímalo uso are together
destroying our .forest resoureos far more

rapidly than they are being replaced.
What siioh a fumino would mean to each

of the industries of the United States
It'· |s scarcely possible to Imagine. For¬

tunately, tho remedy Is a simple one."
Other Speakers.

M. Jusserand. tho French ambassador,
delivered ap address on tho forest policy
of France, describing tho methods by
which the people of Franco conserve

their forests.
Other, speakers at the session were B.

L. Wiggins, vice-chancellor of the Uni¬
versity of tho South, who pressed the
necessity of the study of forestry: In the.
great educational Institutions of the
country, as to overshadowing question
of the twentieth century, and Ropre-
/îuntaUvo John Lamb,' of Virginia,
who depicted tho disastrous resulte
on the 0,700.000 farmers of the coun¬

try of the denudation and' unnec¬

essary deatruotion of tho forests. Cap-
taIn~Lamb said the-farmers of tho coun¬

try, for whom ho spoke, hailed .with ap-'
probation the-work of the foros^ con¬

gress,, and. expressed the .hope,, that
Uirough their Interest11n practical ròr-
ostry renewed growth of forests might
be ..rendered nn accomplished fact in the
Atlantic State« particularly and through¬
out tho country.

The Morning Session.
The morning meeting was devoted to

discussions of the relation of railroads
and tho forests.
Among the speakers was President I*

E. Johnson, of the Norfolk and Western
Railroad, who declared that it was Im¬

practicable for railroads to hold .forest
lands for future supplies of timber. To

enable railroads to acquire sufficiently
largo timber tracts to meet all demands,
a modification, of tho existing laws was

essential, and ho said It was a question,
of such magnitude and Importance that
it could bo handled only by Investment
of privato capital or through the govern'-'
ment forestry bureau In connection with
legislation for forest preservation.

PLANNING TO GUT DOWN
NAVAL APPROPRIATIONS

Rixey Says Republican Mem¬
bers of Committee Are In¬

clined to Go Too Far.

(From Our Regular Correspondent.)
WASHINGTON, Jan. ,î..Representative

Rixey said to-day he found the Republi¬
cans of the Committee on Naval Affairs,
of which,he is a member, Inclined to go
beyond him this year In the matter of cut¬
ting down appropriations for the support
of the navy.
"I think they go too far In this direc¬

tion in some coses." he said. "I_ have
opposed such lavish expenditure ¿?,·the
construction of battleships, but-1 believe
the navy should be more liberally pro¬
vided for in other directions than the
Republicans of the committee seem will¬
ing to allow- We have not yet reached
the subject of now battleships."
Mr. Rixey has for some years opposed

the construction of so ¿many battleehlps.
It Is his contention that a battles...p,
which costs In the neighborhood of seven
million dollars, soon becomes antiquated,
and the enormous sum spent In It« .con¬
struction Is thus wasted. He has always
been a great believci In the torpedo-boat
in naval warfare, and the'exploits,of ves-r
sels of this character in the Russo-Jap-
aneso war would seem to justify his belief
in tho little fighters. '

AMEND TREATISE
TO PROTECT SOUTH
Step in This· Direction Taken

Yesterday at Meeting oí
Senate Committee.

SENATOR MARTIN'S OPINION

Can Readily See How. Trouble
Alight Arise Unless Care

Is Exerted.

(From Out" Regular Correspondent.)
.WASHINGTON, D, Ci., January 5.-

Thotigh many senators professed to be-
llevo there, wa* no danger to the States
of tho South In the pending arbitration
treaties with certain European countries,
It is plain that there Is some fear that
by means of these treaties foreign hold¬
ers of repudiated Stato bonds, and of
Confederate bonds, may securo from The
Hague tribunal a decision which may
daunt trouble to this country and the
States of the South. At the session of
tho Senato Committee on Foreign, Af¬
fairs this ,morning, Senator McCrcary, of
Kentucky, succeeded In.having tho Anglo-
American treaty amended, so as to pre¬
vent the European.holders of such 'bonds
from taking their cases to The Hague.
In the article of the treaty which pro¬
vides for the safeguarding of the Inter¬
ests of the United States, Senator'Mc¬
Crcary· and Senator Bacon, .of Georgia,
had udded: "or the Interest of any State
of the United otates." It Is believed this
will prevent'the matter" of these old bonds
.from-bejng taken to Tho Hague court.
The ;Clan-na-Gael directed attention to

the possibility of those arbitration
treaties being used by foreign bondhold¬
ers to collect debts due,-or alleged to bo
due, by, the holders of bonds issued by
reconstruction legislatures and repudiated
when the peoplo were again In power,
and the organization was much criticised
because of its, alleged opposition lo a
treaty' which would prevent this country
going to war, with England at any time
in the future. Hatred of England, and
riot a real.lnlérest in the welfare, of the
several States of the South was alleged
as the. motivo, of this opposition to th«
treaties. Several .senators were quoted
in this.correspondence to the effect that
this country could not give to a foreign
power by treaty authority to do that
which the organic Taw of. the country
docs'flot-now allow, the Federal govern¬
ment to-do. ".'
Senator Martin is not sure that this

disposes-of the matter. "While it Is un¬
doubtedly true thsá the United .States
cannot grant by treaty that .which it
does not possess." hé said, "I can readily
see how trouble might' grow out of an
attempt, of the foreign holders of bonds
repudiated by Southern States to have
The Hague tribunal enforce payment.
The court might undertake to enforce
payment.; A, casus belli with some powermight arico out· of this very thing. 1
havo not examined the-Anglo-American
treaty, with sufJJclont care to warrant
my, saying .whether there is that In It
which,could,be construed' as giving The.

of which Is advocacy of the dlscrlmlnnt-
Irigiduty policy.art a., substitute for direct
government aid for American »hjp, own¬
ers,. as proposed by the bill presented
by the commission; In this bill the minor¬
ity says:-"We cannot help but see the
'trail of the serpent' that has been over
all other bills on this, subject.",
.Pointing.to tho fact that the discrimi¬
nating duty eystom had been the policy
of the father* of the Republic, the minor¬
ity declares that shipping Interests were

marvelously developed. 1n our oarly his¬
tory, and that the same system would
bring like' results In this ace. It Is said
that the fear of retaliation, consequent
.upon the necessity of abrogating treaties
with marítimo countries In order to carry
this systom Into operation; 1s not well
founded. ', On- this subject the minority

"In our Infancy as a nation we not

only faced this danger courageously, but
successfully, and our shipping industry
prospered for beyond. anything wo have
witnessed, since we bound .ourselves -by
treaties virtually to'surrender our busi¬
ness on high seas." -.'

greater cost of labor In the: American
yRrds Is largely overcome.by the greater
efficiency of .the American artisan and
tho uso of improved tools,'"The greatest
Impediment to cheaper ships in American
yards is .declared .by. thé minority to bo
."the. unnecessary and .exorbitant tariff
Imposed on steel.and Iron'products." The
minority says further:
"It has.been conclusively shown by, tes¬

timony before this commission that mate-
rials, wlilch enter. Into tho construction'
of ships arc /'sold ¡by our factories and
laid down In foreign ship yards for a

price far below, that charged at the mills
to pur own .peopie-^a condition that oould
not exist but for the unjust provisions
of our tariff laws," Tho minority de¬
clares the testimnny "Indicates that the
costo f> constructing, ship in Amorlcan
cards' had, before theatlvent of Dlngley-
ism and Its ¿rood of cormorant trusts,
goteh down to about the cost of construct¬
ing· ships in frelgn- yards." (,
