soul or mind This is tlio explanation of
tho management's varied work In charity
und éducation. .'.
To conio at once to a'report, wo havn

had a better year In most respects than
any sltico our· opening. In some direc¬
tions a wonderful increase and dcvolop-
ment hn.i occurred. In one or two par¬
ticulars wo havo not litui ap good work as
horotofore.
A' word about oaoh of thoso three

brunches: First. Tho mind,. Wo have a

night school, meeting each Monday and
Thursday, under tho direction of Mr.
