not even 111 the days of reconstruction,
nnd immediately thereafter, when It was

tho custom of members to renew the
war on every possible occasion, was there
ever a fiercer denunciation of any mem¬

ber than was that of Mr. William R.
aiearsl, of New, York, by Mr. John ?.
Sullivan, of the. KlevenUi Massachusetts»
District. Mr. Hearst's reply, though brief¬
er, and evidently not completed when ho
was restrained by "thechair, culminateti
in a virtual charge of homicide ugulnst
the member from Massachusetts.
Thp whole performance gave Infinite

pleasure to ithe Republicans who fought
to give the member from Massachusetts
opportunity to lambast the gentleman
from New York. Democrats led the ap¬
plause for Sullivan, but thero were more

Republicans' applauding him than there
Tverej membors from the Démocratie side
who manifested their pleasure. Sullivan
was several times interrupted In his
«pooch by attempts of members to-have
the speaker take him off his feet, but Mr.
Cannon ruled in hi« favor, tand he com¬

pleted his statement.
Attack Very Bitter.

The attack was called borth by tho pub¬
lication in ilio New York American last
week of some slighting allusions to Mr.
Rulllvnn. The statement was written,
1 limigli Mr. Sullivan did not confino him¬
self closely to his manuscript. The In¬
vective powers he manifested In prepara¬
tion of the speech could hardly have been
matched by any mari on either side of
Ihe iintati.:

,\lr. ?carni had never before addressed
the ehnlr. He takes but little part In
the deliberations of Um'· House, but ho
lias been active in eiómmltteo work, es¬

pecially In behalf of the rate regulation
bill which lie Introdùceel at the last ses¬

sion, for which he has contended before
tho Committee, on Interstate· and Foreign
Commerce, but which -was rejected for
the Davey bill In the Democratic cuucub,
so that the gentleman from New York
did not get the credit of 'having offered
tho first measure on the subject by hav¬
ing It made the basis of a fight In the
ílouáe. Mr. Hearst spoke fairly well. Via
Va« apparently somewhat embarrassed
after having listened to tho scathing de¬
nunciation of his character and record
by the gentleman from Massachusetts.
He has not a good voice, but his pres¬
ence Is bettor than his .appearance when
not speaking would lead one to expect.

It was known that Mr. Stilllvun would
rise to a question of personal privilege
Immediately after the opening of the ses¬

sion to-day, and attack -Mr, Hearst for
the attack made upon himself, and that
ho would also uso the opportunity given
to say some things In reply to tho course
of the American, Mr. Hearst's newspa¬
per.

addressed the elinlr. He road the
artlclo In the New York- Ameri¬
can of February nth. In criti¬
cism of himself, which he said had hesn
called for by an Infraction of Mr. Hearst's
inorilirehlcat dignity und thereby had been
consigned to the political assassination of
Mr! Hearst's paper. The article In nuos-
llon, Mr. Sullivan said, touched his repre¬
sentativo capacity and "Is a deliberate
insult to ono inembor by"linothov." Con¬
tinuing, Mr. Sullivan said:
"The writer raises tho finery, whether

my Ignorance of pending measures was

duo to congenial Incapacity or Indiffér¬
ence to tho people's rights. Congonltul

j incapacity Is a serious charge, yet
obvieiusly one which u jierson accused,
would not cuto to discuss. If the charge
In true, lie Is not guilty, but unfortunate,
nnd it Is surely a grievous misfortune,
not to be. able to appreciate the value
nl' the legislative services of tho gentle¬
man from New York. But congenital In-
capacity I understand I« a term that cov¬
ers ? wide range of mental anil moral
deficiency.

Many Unable to Stand

Intense Cold. Frozen
to Death. -

ZERO LINE AS FAR
SOUTH AS MEMPHIS

Hundreds of Deer and Wild
Animals Killed.Herders and

Travelers Die on the Prai¬
ries.Heavy Snow¬

fall in. Many
Sections.

(By Associated Press,)
CHICAGO, February- 13..Almost un¬

precedented cold and deep snow, dolnys In
passenger and freight transportation,
much loss of human life and some dam-
ago to live stock were reported from a

vast territory west, south and north of
Chicago to-day. Moderation sot in to¬
night north and west of Chicago. In
Chic-ago the thermometer of IS' degrees
below aero was reached to-day, causing
great suffering among the poor. Absence-,
of wind made the* cold supportable to
those who were compelled to bo outdoors,
and snow plows working steadily pre¬
vented any groat delay to transportation..

Many Frozen to Death.
A record breaking temperature of 25

dcigreee below zero at Kansas City and
15 Inches of snow under a clear sky, in¬
dicates a condtlou In the whole South-'
west. A dozen persons have been frozen
to death during the last two days in
Oklahoma, Indian Territory and adjoin¬
ing States. Trains are delayed 'by snow¬

drifts, but wheat Is protect«! and live
stock losses will not be extensive. ,,The
temperature in the Southwest'1 to-night
tends toward moderation.
In tho Ailddie West, including Iowa,

Kansas, Nebraska and the adjoining
States, the cold Is intense, but not so

unusual, Trains arc much delayed, and
coal Is scarce at several places. Herders
and travelers have been frozen on the
prairies In several States, Intense cold
and deep snow are killing hundreds of
deer and wild'animals In Northern Wis¬
consin and Upper Michigan. Even wolves'
carcasses have been found. Farmers re-

fiort that wildcats a nel wolves appear to
lave lost all fear, raiding chicken coops,
pig pens and oven cattle barns.

Conditions in South.
With the South Just beginning to re¬

cover from tho paralyzing blow to wlro
and rail communications Inflicted by sleet
storms of last week, a cold wave has
spread with groat speed from Arizona to
tho Atlantic· and from tho Ohio River
to the C-ulf.

In AIlsslHsippl. Alabama and Tennoft-
neo heavy snow falls aro reported. Rail¬
road traffic Is hindered by snow around
Birmingham. In Mississippi, in the con¬

trai and northern portions tho tlo-up of
railroads was made, almost completo to¬
day. There were no- trains between
Meridian and Now Orleans for a week.

Atlanta's expectations of breaking tho
wire blockade of last weok woro shat¬
tered by to-day's blizzard and only three

WOMAN. FIRED FIRST SHOT

(By Associated Press.)
JACKSONVILLE, FLA., Feb. 13..Mrs.

Joseph 15. Freema-n is mortally wounded,
bei· daughter, Mlssi May Brown, Is dead
and City Detective V. B. Cartoon Is seri¬
ously -wounded as a result of a shooting
affray In the court room of I. T, Farri»,
justice of the peace, to-day,
Mrs. Freeman hud brought action

against Owen. E. Laodholdtz, charging
him with- ruining net· danghtei. f'lie
parties to the case had gone to.tho court
room prepared for trouble. According
to witnesses of the tragedy, Mrs. Free¬
man attracted Loadholdtz's attention by
calling his name and fired nL him. His
reply was prompt and deadly. He fired
five times, and every shot took effect.
Mrs. Freeman wus shot four times In tho
breust' nnd lier daughter, who had fired
once, was shot. In the mouth'and In¬
stantly killed. Heleotlve Gaboon, who
was at empi lag to disarm Laodholdtz,
was shot In' the back, evidently by one of
the women,· Laodhoídtz was arrested
and js In Jail. Joseph Brown, brother of
the girl who was killed, arrived on the
scene Immediately after tho shooting,
and was locked up f("' a timo by order of
Justice Fñrrls to provont further trouble,
but was soon after released.

BARKEEPER WOULDN'T TALK

John Whltemnn, a young white man,

twenty-eight years of age, was danger¬
ously shot last night about 9 o'clock. In

Bagley's bar by a young negro named Joe
Harris.
Whiteman, who was shot through tho

tongue. Is so badly injured that he Is
unable to talk and the bnrkeeper at Bag-
ley's resort refuses to answer questions.
Soon after tho shooting a Tlmes-Dls¬

patch man went to the licpior resort, kept
by Thomas S. Bnglcy, on Twenty-fifth
Street, nenr Venable.
Ho found behind the bar a large nnd

portly barkeeper and In front of It, a

motley gang of typical grog shops loafers,
who laspsed Into clor'uont silence upon
tho reporter's entrance.
When questioned regurdlng the shooting,

tho fat barkeeper said:
"There hasn't been no shooting hero."

Was Popcrackers.
Then, after a pauso, "1 don't know any¬

thing about It; say It was pop-crackers."
A loafer took up tho narrative*:
'Oh! Ii-l.l; cut It out," said ho. "If

you publish anything, we'll havo tho law
on you," said another, strong in tho sup¬
port of his motley gang. Not a word
would they say, except to deny vohomont.
ly that there bad been any shooting and
lo remark vehemently nnd often "0|i!
h.11," and "Oh! bird nests!"
Why tlio story of tho wounding of tho

young white man by a vicious negro
should bo kept quiet, is a mystery. If
there Is a criminal reason and they fear
to Incriminate themselves, then the* mys¬
tery is explained. If they stood quietly
and cowardly by and permitted a negro
to shoot a white man then passively per¬
mitted tho negro to escape, thou agalli
they wero right to keep a dlsoront silence
und do all In their power to blot out an
unpleasant nnd disgraceful memory.

HAY'S STATEMENT;
CULLOM'S. COMMENT

"The President regards the matter
of the general arbitration treaties as

concluded by the action of the Senate
on Saturday. He recognizes the right
of the Senate to reject a treaty either
by a direct vote In that -sense or In¬

directly by changes which are Incom¬

patible with Its spirit and purpose-
He considers that with the Senate

a'mendment the treaties, not only cease

to be a step forward In the cause of

general arbitration, but are really a

step backward, and, therefore, he Is

unable to: present them In this altered
form to the countries with which we

have been In negotiation.".Statement
Issued yesterday by Secretary Hay,

"The'Senate's position Is right un¬

doubtedly, If anything Is done here¬

after, the President will have to take
the Senate Into his confidence...

''would bo wiser to defer action-until after
the subject has received fuller considera¬
tion th/in. It could possibly receive In
tho short .time now remaining of the
legislative session, but there Is not much
approval manifest of tho manner In which
tho Sonnte committee Is proceeding. to

provont legislation. It would bo much
(better for tho commltteo to adopt a reso¬

lution declaring that the bill should go
over to th" next 'session, and thon devote
its time to consideration of othor press¬
ing matters. Senator TCIklns, who is

chairman of the committee, is looked
upon by tho advocates of rat« legisla¬
tion as being its most determined oppo¬
nent,
